This i= the most extraordinary political cam-
patgn ever witnessed.  Here we have a candi-
date for the Presidency, less than two weeks
hefore the election, trying to piteh his own
party overhoard, and to get ¢lected  on the
plea ond  pledge that he can be trusted to
teht his party and its avowed demands to the
end, if need be, by a succession of  vetees,
We believe that no  othor candidate for the
Prosideney s felt compelied, in such fishion,
to it that his party was utterly distrusted
By the people, and distrusted justly,  No other
interpretation ean be given to this  extraondi-
pary letter.  The resesve cnstomary 1o Prosi-
dential eandidates, the rescrve which Mr
Cilden has thus far maintained e spite of
clinrzes afteeting his personal witegnty, wonli
got have been broken by the publication of
this letter, had not Mre. Tilden cloardy per-
ceived that the conutry would noet trist hit
ws the candidate and representative of - the
Demweratio party.  In exiiomity, anid as a lust
resort, he begs people 1o believe that he can
he trusted though his party cannot. The very
fact that he mikes this appenl i3 an adtnission
that lus party, if it shonhl guin power, it
fstly be expected to provide for the payment of
vebel wiwe eluims, even the mest piked and
ptrageous,  That there is danger lie confesses
when he promtses to veto its bills, To eseape
from the odinm of his paty, he publicly prom-
ises Lo fight it o the end, To rd hipsell of
pespousibility  for  its  dungerous  purposes,
whichh he ecannot deny, Lie promises to resisi
it known demands.  Hoping  for  eleetion
sinly by Democratie votes, he promises, in
one matter of vitndl pnportaies, o aet as o
Republienn. Many times a party has tnmbled
oveiboard an obuoxivns candidate,  But this
is the first time a eandidite has openly tricd
o “unfoad™ an obuoxions party.

Mr. Tilden is right in his Lelief that the
country utterly distrosts Demoeraey. Had he
asserted that a Demoerntic Congress would
never pass bills so  ontegeous, everybody
would have laughed at him and pointed to the
record,  For the present Dewoeratic House has
veferred  rebel elaims to its committee, and
thut

that  committes  avowed it opinion
the Government wus  hable to  the full
amount  of  such  elaims a8 trustee  for

the claimant,  This on the ground  that, sinee
the wmnesty, the offense of rebellion 15 con-
doned, and all eitizens, whether loyal or dis-
Loyal onee, are alike loyal now, and stand on
the same footing as clidwants, Morcover, the
Demoeratic House repealed, so Tar as it had
power, the act which prohibits the considers-
tion by the Court of Claims of any presented
by distoyal persons,  About the intent of the
Diemoeratie House there was no room for dis-
pute.

miandd he fnds some pictext to sutisfy his con-
soience, S0, men will rightly fear, e may
finid some means to reconeile with the letter of
his pledge o 1eal sathinission to the demands
of Sonihern Demovrats,

This defense will fail heeanse, as the prople
now clearly see, the party belund M, Tilden
is utterly dengerous and unworthy of tirust.
It is not necessary to eleet him in order to
got an Lonest man for President, By electing
(tov. Hayes the people will seenre a Presulent
who does not need to promise that he w ill not
vield to disluyal claims, and, at the same time,
they will avoid intrasting the vast powers of
Congress to a party which even Mr. Tilden
admits ennnot be trosted with safety. 1t
were possible for M, Tilden to eseape all re-
sponsibility for the party with whicli he has
steactily aeted and which nominated amd now
supports him, the case would be different, It

CAPITAL AND CREDIT.

Business men of this city have an enormons
stake on the mesult of the election. To very
wany of them—to hew many none cin know—
a renewal of strife abont the enrreney, anid
aneertainty about the publie eredit, will mean
hankruptey, At present, Lnsiness is reviving,
Capital is growing more hopeful,  Literally,
thousands of firms in this city, though salvent,
atand in a position so critical that new wlnrm
and distrust and shrinking of eredits would
vuin them utterly, To very many. indeed,
mere delay in the revival of business means
ruin,  Their means are being ex hunstedd, Un-
less relief comea soon, with a wore solid foot-
ing for business, they go down,  To them,
what is the election of My, Tilden? It is a
leap in the dirl, with the cortainty that the
guif of bunkruptey is close before then,

No sober mian ean fail to see that capital
profoundly distrusts the Demoeratie pmity, 115
sympathy with rebellion has made it impos-
gible to trust that party with respeet to the
wiar debt.  Its yicldiug to the demands of the
erbziest inflationists has convineed men that, of
thitt party gains power, no man can guess wiat
wild pranks it may play with the eurrency.
Whether these fears are whotly well founded
or,in part exoggerated, one thing is certain—
they exist, anid are shared by capitalists anil
Iisiness men everywhere,  And theso fears, if
that party should sueceed, wonld produce -
evitably that shrinkage of eredit. that renewed
dietrust, which must prove fatal to so many
i 1ms,

The fear is not il-founded. Gov, Tillen's
lotier vonfesses, in the plainest way possible,
that he knows that his party eannot be
trasted, even as to the pryment of disloyal
claims.  But there are many other paths that
lead to ruin, Extravagant appropriations for
improvements of creeks and Dacbors at the
South were prevented ab the last session ealy
by the near approdch of the elecnon, Hepeal
of the Resumption act also means far more
than an indefinite postponement of resunp-
tion. For the Liws now perant anlimited ex-
pansion of bank virculation, nnd nothing bt
the prospeet of having to redeem in gold
ehecks the tendency, There is every reason
to believe that a Democratie victory wontld
britg o great increase of the publie debt aml

| a new plunge into the rapids of milation.

In any case it means utter uncertainty as to
the future, and that for more than a year,
The newly-clected Congress  will not meet
until Decemiber, Fourteen months more, at
the very least, of ahsolute wncertainty aml
distrust! Where is the bosiness man so dull
that he eanno: seo that this wonld be most
disastroua?  Have we not trouble enongh
alrendy 1 Are the merchants and manufae-
turera of this city prepared to face another
year of donbt. alarm, and shrinking eredits 1

THE LIFE INSURANCE SUSPENSION,

It has not often happened that one of the
large life insurance companies of this eity has
passesd anto the hands of o receiver. o the
case of the Continental Company there is a
genernl hope that the suspension will be
temporary,  The coneern Tl attained high
reputation for promptuess and good faith in
«witling elaima, It was supposed to he well
mannged.  Unguestionably it bad prosperedd in
its carlicr years, and o the amount of its
anntial  business it had  been unbl o re-
contly the most suecessful of the niunerous
Iife insurance compantes founded about  the
time of the close of the war,  Those eompanies
have nearly all dropped ont of the ranks, most
of them ending their existence by eonsolidation,
and within a few weeks it hns been rumored
it the Continental of this ity was about to
take o similar conrse,  Tts managers by offering
no opposition to the appointment of a recviver,
and by the upoicial statements they make,
evines s hope that the compuny cun' be resns-
citated.  OF conrse a thorsugh examination
while in the unds of a receiver will detemmne
whether what is left is a sulficient basis Tor a
venewed attempt,

There i certainly oceasion for surprise that
a company with so heavy a list of assets and
eapable of making so good n showing of sur-
plus in annual reports, should suceninly at the
tirst hock of a lawsuit to appoint a recciver,
If the ease is a8 alleged, the weakness may
haye been  almost  as much  in nerves
as in finanees,  Nooo gross  extrviginees
and  certainly  no  defalentions  have  been
chnrged  against  the  manpgement,  and
within a year or  two marked connonics
have been effccted by its officers,  © Shiinkage
“in real estate and other losses™ are alleged
as the lowling eanses of  trouble,  The com-
pany while yet young burdened itself with a
tow eostly building; if that coulid now be vs-
timated at its value four years ago, there woulil
b ne pretext for the receiver’s appointment.
Considerable amounts were lost by depositing
enrrent funds in banks  which lave  faled.
Other companies whicli went out of husiness
wiore bought ont by this one, and  the puar-
chitaes proyved  in greater  part  very un-
profitable. A very large expenditure  was
made in buying up policies not yet doe and
agents' commissions not yet earned. That is
ustlly n wise performanee where the concern
lins abundant funds; in the preseut instance it
seems o have been overdone, and to have
added to the embareassment, A strong hamld
was necded at the Lelm, but during the past
year the president has been in poor Liealth,
No one of these causes alone might have
brought disaster; their effocts were cumuli-
tive,

Many of the younger companies have come
to grief from the selection of an inferior elass
of eanvassers, and from taking insuranee on
peoplo in failing health,  These  were not
among the errors of the Contimental Company.
All its mistakes so far as known might be
clussed under one hend—unwise investiment.
Against the results of this no subsequent
skill in  management  has  prevailed.  We
do not regard  the event as o cause for alarm
respeeting any other life insurance companies,
The principlos of the business remain un-
ahaken, however questionable may be its prae-
tices in A few cases,

THE STRIKE OVER,

The accident on Tuesday night at Evona,
N. J., on the ling of the New-Jersey Contral
Railroad, by which three persons were killed
and several others badly inmjured, will be natn-
rally attributed to the interference of the
striking engineers with the switeh, which had
been misplaced, cither by accident or design,
Oun the other hand, the blunder may have
been  innocently eansed by the nervonsness
and confusion which the strike had occasioned
all along the roud, The wrecked train was

| noyed

not driven by a regular engineer, but by a
master-mechante in the employ of the com-
pany ; and only by the greatest good fortune
was the fatality occasioned by the accident so
small.

The publie, and espeeinlly that part of it
whi-l is obliged to pass daily over the New-
Jersey Central Railrond, will be gl to learn
that the dificulties between the company and
its engineers have been adjusted. The man-
agement of o ratlroad is so much a watter of
routine, nnd the comfort and salety of passen-
gers depend so much upon perfect method and
vegulavity in the moving of the trains, that
anything like the confusion witnessed on Mon-
day night on the New-Jersey Central line is
enongh to make traveling not only uncomfort-
able but davgerous. It is npot neeessary to
charge the strikers with  misplacing  the
switch at Evona; but, in any case, the dan-
ger to trains and their passengers is necessarily
enhanced whenever there is any derangement
of the regular operations, Those whose lives
are thus put in unnecessary pevil bave a right
to ask if everything Las been done by the
companies to avert it. Now, it turns out that
in the New-Jersey Central matter the aggricved
engineers were taken by surprise on the 10(h
inst., when each man, for his September work,
found his wuges reduced by from 311 to §22,
They asked for a hearing, and asked in vain.
They twice sent a committee to wait upon the
president of the company, but failed to oblain
an interview. They were no more fortunate
with the superintendent, So they determined
wpon the course which they ultimately pursued,
ar ] from which so mueh ineonvenience has
restilted to the community.

Now we are told, after all this tronble and
diffienlty and danger, that arrangements have
been made with the engineers to resume work
at onee!  Why could npot this have been
done before T Surely the Now-Jersey (Central
Lailyoad Company did net wait to be foreed
into doing an act of justive.  We shall congsider
the whole precedent a very bad one, if here-
after, whenever any miisunderstunding  may
arise Letween a railroad  corporution and its
workmen, the same process is to be resorted to
_if troins ave to be stopped, the, pablic an-
vind 1ts safety endangercd, before the
hirers and the hired can come to an under-
atamling,

Mr. Tilden's prompt reply to Mr, Ilewitt's letter,
the eagerness of it, (f We ay. sa 8o, reninals us of
