Now a rumor spreads that it is to
bo Mr. Raudall, and now that Mr. Cox or Mr. Bay-
ler has been chosen, Whenever the gossips of the
street and the hotels agree that this or that candi-
iate has been selected the frends of the supposed
mnsuccessful applicanta for the great man’s favor
show o disposition to submit that is praisewort by
for its meekuess, whatover may be said of its lack
of spirit. The Republicans, whe would like above
all things to see a lively fight over the prize, are dis-
gusted at the prospect.
To-night current opinion has settled upou the
jdea that Gov, Tilden has already mwade up his mind
_ and that Mr. Randall is his eandidate. No expres-
sion to this effect has been wormed out of the Penn-
sylvania member himself ; but his persistent advo-
eacy of the theory that the 22d Joint Rule is still in
force gives safficient foundation for the report. He
was the first prominent Democorat to take this
ground publicly, and since it becomes more and
more evident that the whole Demoeratic programme
for capturing the Presidency hinges upon this point,
the probability of Gov. Tilden putting him forward
becomes exceedingly strong. If the role is dead, as
all Repnblicans maintain, then there is no power in
the House to reject the returns from Flovida and
Louixiana. The House must therefore insist upon
the vitality of the ruls or give up the game.
No matter how absurd the theory may be
that a joint rule can bind the Senate when
that body refuses to recognize its existence, the
theory must be maintained, and Mr. Randall will be
just the man to maintain it. His argument is that,
ingsnmeh as the assent of both Honses was neces
sary to make the rule, it cannot be numade without
the same asseut. What Mr. Tilden no doubt wants
is a Speaker who will vehemently and persistently,
in orderor out of order, assert the vitality of the
rule in the joint convention to count the votes, and

THE NORTIERN VISITORS,

New-Onerans, Nov. 20.—The following were the
procesdings before the Returning Bowsd, 1 execu-

NEw-Oureaxs, Nov. 23.—1 very much regret that
I am unable to spend a fow days in each of the
“ balldozed” parishes of this State, beeanse I be-
lieve that by sueh a visit, better than in any other
way, I could sift the grains of truth tonching the
election in Louisiana from the chaff of misrepre-
sentation which is so plentifully mixed with it, and
arrive at conclusions that would be satisfue-
tory at least to myself.  To be sure, there
are  large  delegations  now  in this  eity
from each of these parishes, every member of
which i8 remdy and anxions to tell his
story at length to any one who will listen; but
theae people have all come here for a pnrpose, and
however eloscly they may be cross-examined, they
never forget thgt purpose,which is to prove one sile
or the other of the controversy. But the visitor
who actually goes into one of those parishes with a
desire to find out the truth, will certainly discover
it. Politicinus on the one side or the other may
gather about him ; they way try to prevent their
opponents from talking with him except in ther

Among the Democentic witnesses from Onpeliita
Parish is Mr. Johin Hogan, Deputy Collector of In-
ternal Revenue, who says that hie has Iwen o Repub-
lican ever sinee roconstriaetion, bt votad this year
for Tilden and Nichols becnuse e believed that n
change was necessary in onder to save this Southern
country from further disastors,  During a long con-
vorsation with him yesterday he replied withont
hesitation to all the guestions 1 usked him in regard
to the condition of aifir in the parish o which he
rosides, and while I do not suppose that I learnwmd
from him everything which would throw heht upon
the eondnet of the ewmpaign in O Idta, he told
mie whist seeined to be aamore impartial story than
any 1 have heard from other sources.

The campaign opencd  early, he said, and the
Democrata from the (it made an effort to fndies
the negroes to unite with them and join their elubs,
The means they adopted was the giving of barbwe-
cues gfid the holding of ronnions, to which all wers
invited, and by having parades, music, &y, which
wore very attractive to the colored people. They
sucovedod in indueing some of the negroes 1o Join
them early in the canvass, These offorts, he said, and
the argmments which [had heard repeated by the
eolored men now here, in his opnion, accounted for
the great change i the political complesion of the
parish.  On gquestioning bt further 1 found that,
about the last of August of Liis year, Dr. B, .
Dinkgrave, tax collector of the parish and the most
influentinl white Republican there, was issassi-
nnted in broad daylight very uear the town of Mon-
roe. The assassin was soen by another person, to
whom he was pointed out by Dinkgrave, but he was
a perfect stranger and rode away. All efforts to.cap-
ture him failed.

Mr, Hogan does not know whether Dinkgrave was
assassinatod on acconnt of his polities or not. The
Demoerats with  whom I have talked  about
it assert that it was a onso of private vengeance,
About thres years ago Dinkgrave murdered a man
namod Wimberly in o fit of passion. He was tried
for the crimo and acquitted, on the gronmd that he
acted in self-defense, Some of Wimbiegly's relatives
are said to have threatened to kill Dinkgrave alter
this, There was also another case with which Dink-
EIAVe wWas connected, which some think may explain
lis assassination, but as it afleots the repatation of
a man now living in Ouachita Parish, aud who has
the name of being violent in lis dsposition, by re-
quest of those who told me the facgs in regard to the
matter 1 maks only this indirect reference toit.
Mr. Hogan did not mention it at all,

Mr. Hogan admittod to me that Dinkgrave's nssas-
sination cansed great exeitement and alarm among
the negroes, and he thinks (though his Democratic
friends disagree with him) that it gave rise to the
 Island troubles,” A day or two after Dinkgrave's
death several hnndred negroes living on plantations
sitnated on an island formed by a bayou and the
Ouachita River collected in a body, armed, aond
started for Monroe, declaring it to be their intention
to burn the town, News of their approach was re-
ceived in advance, and abont 200 of the citizens of
Monror went out to meet them. No fighting ocenrred,
and the negroes were disarmed and sent home.
Shortly after this, two negross who were aceused of
advising the negroea to burn Mooroe, wore shot,
One of them, Primus Jolnson, was killed, and the
other, Eaton Logwood, recovered from his wonnds,
anid & now in ths eity. .

I nsked Mr, Hogan if at any time during the cam-
paign there had been areign of terror among the
colored people—if there had been seasons when they
were afraid to sleep st home or to go ont at night.
He replied that there had not been, except in oue
instance. The houses of several white men in one
neighborhood were fired into and one man was shot
at in the day-time while sitting on his porch. These
people, who were all Democrats, believed that the
shooting was done by negroes, and they sent their
families to Monroe and determined to arrest and
punish their wonld-bo assassins, The negroes wer
in great terror for o short time, and no doubt hid
themselves, No one was ever canght.

The colored Democrats from Ouachita are unani-
mons in their testimony that the election in that
parish was * as quiet as church.” Mr, Hogan told me
that it was true that a colored constable, Ben James,
while taking a ballot-box from Monroe to Logtown
on the night before election was shot and wounded,
and the result was that no polls were opened at Log-
town. James wes taken into Monroe on election
day. Dy the laws of this State electors have the
right to vote at any poll in the parish i which they
reside.  The colored Republicans nndertook to go to
Monroe for this purpose on the day before clection,
bt on the arrival of several hundred of them thera
the Mayor issued & proclamation ordering them to
o home, and at Lis request the commandant of the
United States troops stationed at Monroe disarmed
and dispersed the negrocs. Mr, Hogan bas no per-
sonul knowledge that Monroe was surronnded by a
line of picket guards to prevent negroes from going
in to vote, but he heard that snch was the case.

The readers of ToE TribUSE may draw their own
conclusions from these tacts, For myself, 1 believe
that a state of aftairs similar to this which Mr. Ho-
gan admitted to exist wonld be sufficient explana-
tion exther for a genernl absence of the negro voters
from the polis or for their desertion of their party.
Wihether the politieal revolution in Ouachita Parish
wos due to these or other canses I shall not attempt
