country. No one can have any knowledge of the
admirable head of the institution mentioned with¬
out feeling entire confidence in his integrity of mind
ami purpose, and in his skill, wisdom, and humanity;
while thu very mention of the names of the mana¬

gers is a token that no wrong-doing would be tol¬
erated by them. What more can we do for our heló¬
les, people F One thing more : Organize the hos¬
pital service. There is no question hero of the com¬

petency and character of the managers and chief
officers. Is not tho question rather ono of imper¬
fect organization ?
In most establishments of the kind mentioned the

presiding officers are overworked, while in tho
nursing corps itself of many of our asylums and hos¬
pitals (as may easily be learned by inquiry) there
are no intermediate grades, no head nurse, no com¬

petent subaltern ollleers, the nurses, each on«, re¬

porting directly to the superintendent or tho
physician in charge. Many professional men have
the desire to keep every «letail of management in
their own hands.a plan clearly impossible, in fact,
and which breaks down at some point or other from
tlio mere nature of things. What should we say of
a railroad or ifnaihif company or of any largo city
business organized in such a way î A certain amount
of authority must be delegated. Is it not safer to
have that authority graded itstead of delegating it
at once to tin« lowest rank of attendants t A body
of nurses without organization and without trained
supervisors will at best only scramble nloug. work¬
ing a ho-ipitnl very much as a regiment might tight
a battle without its company commanders.
Trained keepers, nurses, and servants are not to

Im* liad in stiflicictit numbers to supply all our insti¬
tutions at once ; but each hospital muy make a be¬

ginning, and liy the appniittmenX of a competent
head of its nursing corps, and by a system of care¬

ful oversight, with rewards and promotions, may do
its own traiuiii-. and gradually supply its own need
of a compact, graded, orderly, intelligent service.
The condition of tilings complained of has come
gradually. Our hospitals have outgrown a simpler
system which mi.lit have suited their earlier days
mid tiicir smaller Hinüber of patients. Hut in tin
growth and OOaaeqaOOt increasing complexity of the
machinery, essentials hare aonnt.Tiiiialiaoii loot sight
of in non-es.M'iitlals.
