TROOPS ORLERED AWAY.
QHE STATE HOUSK TO BE EVACUATED ON TUESDAY
—MOKE DESERIIONS FROM PACKARD,

President Hayes issued orders yesterday that
the troops protecting the Lowsiana State
Houso be withdrawn. They will go back to camp
Tuesday noon. Several members left the Pack-
ard Legislature yesterday and joined Nacholls.
Among them was Gen. MeMillan, a prominent
Republican.  Gov. Nicholls now has more than
a quornm, ot only of Returning Board mem-
pers but of mwmnbers elected on the face of
the returns. Gov, Packard threatens to fur-
pish Mr. Tilden some material for quo warranto
proceedings. It is feared he may try to bring
on a conflict in Lomsinna.

PACKARD HELPLESS,
UE THUEATENS TROUBLE HOWENVER—REVENGE TPON
M. HAYES PLASNED—DFSERTIONS TO NICHOULLS,
|BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNZ,]

Tew-ORLEANS, April 20,—The Commission have
decided to remain until to-morrow evening, as
much for the purpose of resting before making the
journey home as in order to wateh the further disin-
tegration of the Packard Government. The Nicholls
men have concluded to hold their Legislature
together o few davs longer instead of adjourn-
ing to-morrow. This ehange in their infen-
tion grows out of threats by Gov. Packard
that he will regain a Returning  Board
quornm as soon as the Niclolls Legislature
adjourns, The colored members have proved so un-
trustworthy that the Conservatives think it prudent
to svoid new complications by keeping their now
undisputably legal Legislature in session until the
remuant of the rival body dissolves and the State
House is clearsd of Packard’s followers.

Five more niembers deserted Gov. Packard to-day
and were sworn in at  Odd-Fellows' Hall,  Among
them was Gen, MeMillan, onc of the ablest Repub-
licans in the State,  He was el seted in 1872 as U,
§. Senator by the MeEnery Legislature.

Gov. Packard’s caucus this morning Lad only 40
members. A paper was exhibited, prepared for the
gigratures of the snpervisors of election of the
Purish of Orleans, certifying that they Lad franda-
lently given the vote of the parish to Hayes, and
that it belunged to Tilden by a considerable ma-
jority. It was said in caucus that this document,
when sigued, will be sent to Tilden for use in gue
warranto proceedings agoinst the President. The
wgnorant coloved men and a few desperaie amd dis-
reputable white men now remaf with Gov.
Packard belicve they can take rev by o method
of this kind. They appear enconraged by Puckard
to think it in thewr power to dvive Mr. Hayes ont of
the Prosidential office,

Ouly two questions of interest remain ansottlod
in connection with the sitnation—liist, the Senator-
ghip, which stifl 1= mvolved in the fog of uneer-
tainty, and secomdly, whether Gov, Packard widl
vacate the State House s soon as the snpporting
troops are removed, or whether he will Lold on until
Congress meets, ar until starved or driven out. It
is helieved that he still intends to provoke a contlict
if possible; but the Nicholls men are determived to
do nothing which might result in Woodsbed,

A discussion of the events in Lonisiana during the
past two or three days ovcapled the greater porfion
of the Calbinet meeling to-day, The embers of the
Commission who are still in New-Orleanshad com-
munieated to the President the fuct already made
known by private and press dispatehes that the
Nicholls Legisinture bad at last, yesterday, ob-
tained an undonbied guorum in  both houses,
not ouly of members who were declared elected
by the Heturning Board, bat also of those wlho re-
evived popalar majorities oa the face of the parish
petures.  This was considered by the President aud

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bis Cabinet as removing the last obstacls 1o o

gpeedy withdvawal of the troops, espes mlly sinece
the usewrances given in Gov. Niclolls's letter and
the resolutions passed by both branches pf the
Legisluture which sustains lim were of a perfectly
satisfactory character.  The Administeation has at
no time assmned that it was its Jduty or privilege to
getile the disprate between the contending pattics in
Louisizna; the visit of the Comwission to New-
Orlerns prior fo the withdrawal of the troops vas
for the purpose of aiding both parties by sueh ad-
vice as the Conpmission might give rather than to
geenre  state of aifairs under which withdrawal of
the troops would be warranted.

The actual termination of the military support of
the Packard government was not in fact contingont
wpou auy compromise or arrangement. The Presi-
dent had declared it to be bis intention to remove
the troops in any event, though all his cforts to in-
duce the two governments to fuse in some one of
their departmeats had failed. The object of the
Commission’s visit wad therefore more to assist the
people of Louisiana to place their aflairs in such a
condition that a settlement would be easy after the
withdrewal of tho troops than to make any such
settloment themsel ves,

The eficct of the act of theExcentive to-day was
spparently scen in New-Orleans within anhonr after
it coenrredl, Bofore 6 o'clock a dispatch was re-
ceived from ex-Gov. Warmoth announcing that the
fielt was over, that he and bia friends had stam-
peded to the Nicholls Legislature, aud that Gov,
Packard hud no longer a guorum in either house of
Yis Legislature, This is considered by the Adminis-
tration us o settlement of the Louisiana controversy
#0 far gs the United States Government is coneerned,
It bs expected that the affairs of that State and all
loeal controversies will now be adjusted by the peo-
ple thers without the interference of the United
Btates Government, and the result will probably
be the speedy recognition of Gov. Nicholls and the
ftate Government which he represents in all its
departments by all the people of the State. The
Packard Legi<lature has already passed out of ex-
istence; and it is belioved that the other supporters
of Gov, Puckurd, wio have been standing Ly his
government in the faint hope that it wonld finally
receive such aid fiom the United States Govern-
ment as was necessare for its continned cxistence,
will now desert if, aud that Packard, like Chambier-
lain, will give np the contest, The adjustment,
thongh not artived at in exactly the same way as
Was suggested by Mr, Evarts in his communication
to the Commission, iy scarcely less satisfactory to
the Administration.

The movement of troops from the Orlesns Hotel,
the New-Orleans Custom-honse, and the old Mechan-
ies’ Institute will be wade st noon on Tuesday next,
Ko disturbance is expected to oconr when the trans-
fer tukes place. It I possible that the members of
the Commission may remain in New-Orleans until

evening, in order (o witness the consumuna-
tion of the settlemeut. In regurd to this matter
they will be lefr o act entirely in accordance with
their own judgment. No instructions on this point
have been sent to them by the Prosident. It is now
