PACKARD DESERTED.

New-ORLEANS, April 22.—Nothing is left of th
Packard Governmment except Gov. Packard himsaelf
and his metropolitan police gnard. The President’s
erder for the withdrawal of the troops broke np the
Legislature with neatness and dispatch. There was
s last monrnful canfus yesterday, at which Gov.
Packard pleaded in vain for the membera to stand
by him a few days longer. A resolution was adopted
{0 the effect that it was useless to prolong the con-
test aund advising all members on the rolls of the

Nicholls Legislature to go and take their seats,

The only dramatic incident attending the dissolu-
tion was Warmoth's withdrawal from the building
and his march throngh the streeis to Odd Fellows’

Hall ahead of a small body of colored
members. A crowd collected and inereased
st every block until the little detachment

headed Ny the tall form of the ex-Governor
became the nuclens for a procession of over a thou-
sand persons. All the members of the Packard
Legislature entitled to seate in the legal body went
over during the day except about a dozen, and these
will put in an appearsnce to-MMoTTow.

Gov. Packard said to-day that he had not made np
his wind what to do, but was not of a reckless dis-
position and should probably take the conrse auy
prodent wman would take finder the cireumstances,
He will no doubt disband his goard and torn over
the State Honze to Gov, Nicholls before Tuesday
pight, The only.curiosity felt is as to the churacler
of his letter of withdrawal, Some of his friends say
that he will relieve the President of all responsi-
RBility for his failare and put all the blame on his
Legislature, which did not enmand the publie
respect and which deserted him in the emergency.

WARMOTH'S ECCENTRICITIES.

HIS PUZZLING POLITICAL OPKRATIONS EXPLAINED—
EPECULALTION IN STATE BONDS AND THE BENA-
TORSHIP AT THE BOTTOM OF THEM ALL.

IBY TELEGRAPH T THE TRIBUSE.]

WasHINGTON, April 22.—Es-Gov, Warmoth of
Louisiana seems to have made the most of the late
eontroversy in that State, as he bas generally done
on all occasions since he has been n resident of it.
It is well known in Washington that during the
past few weeks, and ever since he wag convinced
of the President’s determination finally to
gemove the troops from the support of Gov.
Packard, he has been secretly, but ecarnestly
laboring to secure a Returving Bounrd quormm in
both branches of the Nicholls Legislature,  While
Lo himself retaiued his seat in the Packard bady
and pretended that he wonld never snrrender, hie was
secretly inducing other members to desert that
Legislature and to claim their seats in Odd Fellows'
Hall. Gaov, Nieholls and his friends were of contse
aware of thisand will necossarily feel under some
obligations to Mr. Warmoth while by his outward
demonstrations ke appears to have been one of the
vory last to have deserted Packand.

Mr. Warmoth by these means will probably secure
recognition as the leader of the lavge Republican
wiinority in the Nicholls Legisluture ; and his friends
here eay that the Conservatives will have to be wide
swake to prevent him from beating them in the Sen-
atorinl contest soon to take place,

But Mr, Warmoth has made hay during the sun-
ghine in other ways than this. He purehnsed
$100,000 worth of State bouds some time ago, when
they were gelling at 61, aud subsequently digposed of
then at 74, making a elear profit of 13 per cent.
Then e sold short of the same secnrities, and, after
the depression in their price which occurred, he ful-
filled his coniractas at a considerab'e profit. When
the bonds touched G7 or GS, as a result of bis un-
compromising speech made 1 the Legislature last
weelt, he again loaded up, his purchases, it is re-
ported, being greator than before, He will now re-
alize o third profit as the result of thesharp improve-
meat in the price of State securities which hus taken
place sluce Inst' Fridiay.

THE CHEDIT OF THE SIATE DIRECTLY NUIXED AND

New-Ourpraxs, April 18.—Lounisiana comes oot
from uwder the clond of negro rale in a much better
Siuuncial condition than were most of the Southern
States when their governments passed into the
hands of the responsible class of theiv citizens.

sgeregated abont 210,000,000, By the fost ol Jan-
vary, 1574, they had run them up to $22,130,000.

In order to guard against
the ereation of a flonting debt, whioch might have to
be nasumed hereafter, the constitutional amendment
limited absolutely the expenges of each year to the
revenue raised in such year. There is probably no
Btate debt in the Union so hedged in and protected
against legislative action which might impair its
value as is that of Louisiana under these provisions
of law and constitution. The honesty of the opera-
tion by which the volume of the debt was thus re-
dneed may bo questioned, but the State was not able,
or helieved she was not able, to earry the whole load,
and fixing the amonnt which she thonght she could
shonlder, she offered the half loaf to her ereditors,
and they accepted it as better than no bread. The
result of the transaction is that the property-hold-
ing elass on getting eontrol of the government find
matters in such shape that, with the economies they
are introducing in its running expenses, they can
pay the annual interest and build np a sinking fund
with comparatively light taxation. T donot donbt
that the new government will strictly earry ont the
agreement with the bondholders.  Louisiana's credit
always stood high before the war. The influence of
her great commereisl metropolis was to infuse into
her politicigns sentiments of business honor, which,
unfortunately, wers not felt very keenly in many of
the Southern Stutes. There are no sngeestions of
repudiation among the conservatives, but on the
contriry, one hears many expressious of a desire to
strongthen the eredit of the State so as o wake her
bonis worth more than par in New-York, During
the short session of the Nicholls Legislature now
drawing to a elose, held, it most  be remembered, in
the midst of politieal excitement unfavorable i a
Ligh degree to the study of economy, remarkable
evidence has been given of desire and ability to re-
duce expenses,  The effcet of the legislation adopted
will, it is estimated, cut down the annual cost to the
people of the State Government proper, F:425,000 ;
of the parish governments, $450,000, and of the
New-Orleans munieipal government, #F255,000—a
total saving of $1,000,000, With her State and
local aftairs prudently ndministered, ns they un-
doubtedly will be now they are in the hands of lier
responsible citizens, and with the constitutional
guarantees of ier debt, there is no reason  why the
eredit of Lonisiana should not speedily wemne as

PACKARD'S POLICEMEN AND EMPLOYES TAID BY

NICHOLLS—A GENERAL RUSH TO XICAOLLS FOl-
LUWS—INTEREERTIXG SCENES.
New-OrLEANs, April 22.—A committee from
the Packard Legislure walted upon the Special Com-
wilssion yesterday sud reguested their friendly help in
pecuring from the Nicholls Gavernment sotue comjpeasi-
tion for the pulleemen anild employés who Lave rematped
fulthfn! to Gov. Packard, The Comtuisslon assured thew
thit they would endeavor to atd thewn, and  Inopediately
requested an interview with Gov, Nieholls, Licut-Gov.
Wilts, Speaker Bush, and a number of prominent mem-
bers of the Nicholls Loglelotare. The Commission made
known to these gentlemen the reguest of the Republican
comnmittea, The subject  wos  favorshly  eon-
sidered, and  Gov. MMolls,  with the advice
and consent of lis associates, prompily offersd to
devote the Goveruor's contingent fund to this purpose,
This fund amounte to between 30,000 and 240,000, and
was appropriated to sld Nicholls In establishing his
governwent.  This propt sid to Republican employés
will provide for tholr Immediate wants and remove muoch
of the diaaffection among thew consequent upon the
breaking up of the Packard government, The Comils-
slon secmied 1o be Wighly gratified at the absenc® of re-
sentment on the part of the Nicholls party.

Lang before these arra s were o L o
unmber of Packard members of the Senate and House
bad tuken their seats in the Nieholls Legislature. A con-

THE AMERICAN POPULAR TO BE CLOSED.

THR ATTORNEY-GENFRAL TO MOVE TO-DAY FOR A
RECEIVER—REIORT OF ‘THE INSURANCE BUPER-
INTENDENT—THR OFFICERS CHARGED WITH
FHAUD AXD PERJURY.

[PROM THE REGULAR CORRESPONDENT OF TP® TRIRUNE. |

Arpaxy, April 22.—The American Popular Life
Insurance Company of New-York is to be added to
the list of corporations which throngh bad manage-
ment, or becanse established upon false theories,
have eome to sndden grief. On Monday Attorney-
Genersl Fairchild will move in the courts for the
appointment of a receiver of the company, and it 18
believed that steps will be taken for the eriminal
prosecution of the officers, who are charged by the
Insurance Saperintendent with delibernte fraud and
perjury. The company has been under investiga-
tion by the department for some time past, and gn
Friday a report was prepared and submitted to the
Attorney-Geaerul.  Not even the history of the Se-
curity or of the Coutinental presents a darker
picture thau is here exhibited. Fortnnately the
number of suflorers will be sialler than by the col-
lapse of the other companies, as the business of the
American Popalar was comparatively small.

The compunuy was organized in 1566 with a paid-
up capital of 100,000, which was afterward -
ereased to 300,000, In 1865 Thomas &, Lambert,
M. D, was mude President, which position he has
beld ever since, The company has differed  from
other life companics in the mauner of estabhshing
its rates of insurance, which have besn fixed in
each individual case, and the amonnt eharged made
to depend upon the probahle or supposed indications
of longevity of the applicant. In this way wery
healthy perszons have been iusured at low ratos as
compared with the fixed churges of other eompanivs,
and impaired risks have been taken at higher rates,
that would have been rejected by other companies,
Following is the report of the Insurance Superin-
tefdent ; it speaks for itself:
