WasHiNGTON, July 17.— e second report of the
Cuostom Honse Commission, of which Joha Joy is
Chairman, is not the final ene, Thres important
points are treated of in this report.  First is that of
a reorganization of the system of salaries, in order
to muke the pay of such officers as perforin similar
dutios the same, Great incongraities in salary were
discovered by the Commussion, though the present
Administration in the Custom House was very little,
if at all, responsible for them.  The salaries of em-
ployés of the Custom House are not fixed by law,
and it has beon customary for former Collectomn
and Surveyors to grade the salaries in their offices
more in aceordanes with the personnel of their am-
plorda thun with the character of the work to be
perfored. Fuvorites of the Admnistration of the
Custois  House at any given time have in
muny Instauces received much  higher sala-
ried  than  others, lesa fortupate, performing
the same grades of doties.  The Custom
House Commission  propose  an  arcangement
of tho different clusses of elerical and other duty,
somewhat a8 they are arranged 1 the Departmonis
at Waslungton, muakingseveral grades of clerks with
a fixed sadary fur each grads.
