THE STRIKE IN MARYLA

- ———
A CALL POR FEDERAL TROOPS,
WEST VIRGINIAUS MILITIA ACT DBADLY -HEGULARS
SENT ON FROM WASHINGTON,

The strike on the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad be-
eame  so  formidable  vestenday  that  Gow.
Matthows of West  Virginia, applied  to
Prestdent Hayes for troops. West Virgmnia has
only four companies of militia, and Capt. Fualk-
per's company after a alight skirngsh with the riot-
ers at Martinshurg marched off aud disbanded in o
disereditable sunuer.  Prosident  Hayes orderwd
Gen. French to take 250 men from Washington and
Fort MeHenry to Martinsburg, aod they left at 10
o’clock st night by train for the scenie of the dis-
order, fully prepared for fighting.

INCIDENTS OF THE DAY,

Barritore, Md., July 18.—The Baltimore
and Onlo Eatlroad from this elty 10 Wheeling, W. Va.,
has been in complete possession of the steiking trans-
portation men 1o day, amt no fresghin tralo hos moved
elther way, Passenger iralus are not inteifered with,
The strikers have remained quied, wailing to see what
the railraad company would do. No disturbanee took
place anywhere except st Grafton, where there was 8
gheht demorstention seainst noreanion firemen, and
somo of the priocipal strikers were put ander ar hy
tho loca! police, snd confited undsr guard by nien de-
tailed from the Wheeling wilitla couipany.

The ailair at Mariinsburg yesterday was o discreditablo
one for the wmilitin company. An attempt wos to he
mnde to start n freight train out of town, and an en-
gloeer and firemon  haviog  been obtained, Captain
Fuulknor's company was doployed on boit sldes of the
trafn, and o start wiamade. As the traln re chied the
switeh, oue of the sirikers, William Vandorgrifl, selzed
the Wever which controlled it, in onder to ron the triin
off upon a side troek.  John Poisol, 8 momber of the
wilitin compaoy jamped from tha pilok of the engine anid
attempted to e place the swiieh. Vandergrifl fired two
shots at bim, one causing a slight flesh wonnd o the #ldo
of the bead. Poisal returned the fire, shootine Vinder-
gHifl through the bip, aud geveral othior sliots were fred
&t lum by the soldiers, striking him in the bedd aud wrm.
When the flring was heard, s large erowd of ralliond
tiands and citizens colleeted, and tae fesling heoaine fn-
teusé. The voluuteering engineer and fireman of the
traln baviag run away, Captaln Faulkoer made the
statement that he hud perforined hits duty, and if the
tralu wien deserted thelr posts lie conld do pothing mere
The militle company was therofore marcheld W 118 ar-
wors and ingloriously dishanded, leaving the rioters in
Jrosscasion of the feld, aml tho road blocked up with
standing trajus on the sidings.
