that the average politician, whether condneiing a
PATLY newapaper, or arranging for a party eonven-
tion—perhngs even the average Member of Congress
—in not more competent to pronennee an authorita-

sty 18, and what 15 comimon sense, It s in the pres-
enve of the people, and at the level of the people's
commaon sose, that these qunestions of resuroption
aund the sitvet dollar are to ba disenased and deeided.
