BRITISR DETECTIVES CONVICTED.

THE TRISONERS SENTENCED.
CLOSE OF THE GEFAT TRIAL—THE EXTRAUEDINARY
FRAUDE DISOLOSED,

Loxpox, Nov. 20.—The ense of the four de-
teetive polico inspectoms, Johin Mellilefohn, Nathinivl
Druscoviteh, Willlam  Palmer snd  Goorge Clarke,
together  with  Mr.  Edwanl  Frogzatt,  solleitor
indictod for anlawfully eonspiclog togetier to dofost the
ends of Justico In connectlon with the veeent tirf
frauds on the Countess de  Goneonrt, which hos
boen on trial at the Central Criminal Court befora Mr.
Baron Pollock for some Hme past,was brought to a elose
to-day. The Jury found ali the prisoners, exeept Clarke,
guiity, but recomended Drnseovitel and 'almer to merey.
The five prisoners wers then each sentetioed to two
years' lmprisonment.

The frial which has resulted in the convie-
tlon of the abovenamed prisoners hns exclied goneral
interest In England, both on aecount of the responsible
position beld by the polies ofesrs, and the extraordinary
charieter of 1he evimes for which they were arralgnod,
The indictments alloged “that  they, well know-
Tt

felontously  forged and uttered o cortain - wan
rant  for  £10,000, psyable te Jacob Francly or

order, and of which forgory the said Harry Beuson and
ovihers have beon sinca convicted, Jid felonfousiy recelve,
harbor,mnintain and assist thern, Another count clinrged
shem with * conspiring to prevent the lawful apprelien
slon of Harry Benson and others,” and yet another with
baving  forged and uttered o eertaln warrant, drawn by
wvallot de Vitry le Fraugois, to the onder of Clinrles Juck
wom, with intent to defrand.”
