NEUTRAL BUT VIGILANT.

THE QUEEN DECIARES THAT THE GOVERNMENT I8
STRIVING TO MAKE PEACL-~DANGER STILL IM-
MINENT.

Queen Victoria's speech, which wasread yesterday
at the opening of the British Parliament, expressed
a strong desire for peace, ut said thut contingen-
cies may arise, which wonld render it necessary for
England to take precautionary measures. Parlia-
ment would aceordingly be asked to vote money
for military and naval purposes. In  the
debate on the address Lord  Beaconsficld
made what was termed a *brlliant but evasive
spoech. ” He and Lord Salishury both denied that
there was discord in the Cabinet, and declared that
it was the intention of the Government to defend
British interests, regardless of those of Turkey.
