OCR FOREIGN CREDIT,

On the 4th of Mareh, 1876, President Tlayes
wrote to General Gartield a Little letter about
the enrrency question,  Perbaps it will attraet
more attention just new than it then reccived
or needed, for the gentleman who wroto 1t is
now able to use the veto power. Some sen-
tences are pecubarly worth quoting.  In an-
swer to some questions as to the finaneial pol-
icy of the Republican party, he says:

SN0 steps backwird" el b Rotmething o than
unmeaniug platform words, * The delit of sentiment
among var frlends In Oldo," which o lnguire alont,
will depend on the conduct of our lesding o, 1L s for
them tosee that the night scutiment s stesdidy uplield.

Jaeanld © con
gent * to no backward steps, To yield or compromise s
weakness, and witl destroy we, 1Fw better pesumpidon
toeasire ciau be sabstituted for the presont one, thiat woy
do. But keepeoul. We ean better afford to be bealin in
Congresd o to buaelk ont.

There is much of the true inwarduess of the
matter in this letter. Written with special
reference to the greenback fom of repudia-
tion, 1t applies with singular toree to that
other form which threatens to destroy the
public credity, to make the sale of honds difi-
cult, If mot ampossible, and to dishonor the
pation’s pledges, by issuing a coin intrinsically
worth only 91 cents, and making it a legal-
tender for the payment of 100 cents in gold,
Wihatever else the Nation way do, 1t cannot
afford to be dishonest,  Neither ean it aftoad,
under any pretest of proper econstruction of
previous statutes, to take any steps which will
seem to foreign ereditors dislionest,

These ereditors, we must always remember,
have an alarming power oves the finzuees,
commerce and industry of this eonutiy. It is
very vatural that we feel yestive in regand to
that power, amd wish it were not so great ; bt
we burrowed money when the Nation was i
absolute need of i, and we must now muin-
taigg the pubhe credit or stand the couse-
quences, ‘The country is in the condition of a
merchant or manufocturer who has under-
taken a large business relyiog, o part, upon
borrowed eapital, Hard times have come, and it
is not casy to get along, even with untarnished
and unquestioned  credit, Dbecause  yearly

earnings by all sorts of industry do but
barely cove: yearly expenses. Inbetter times,
possibly this country might he called npon sud-
denly to pay back horrowed eapital, and could
do so with smnll loss,  DBut in sach tines as
these the demnd for return of several hun-
dredd millions borrowed will mean widespread
rain avd inealenlable suffering, Precisely that
Jemand we eanse when we take any step which
seems dishionorable to our creditors abroad.
They say lrtle; if they said much it woulid
make no difference.  But they quictly el
their bonds, Then the bonds come lere for
sile, aud that means that the United States is
called upon nnespectedly  to pay back part of
the Dorrowed capital upon which it has been
doing business,

It is stated Ly The London Times, in ils
money artiele, that lnrge sales of United States
bonds are now made by actaal holders. The
best obeervers here state that the powerful
combination which waa forned to sustain bonds
and gold, and for some days did sustain both
to a certain extent, has proved too weak to
meet the unexpectedly Large orders to sell. A8
yet we have ouly the small leak, whieh, if not
checked, threatens to sweep away the dam
altozethers but no one ean tell how large the
demmd from Earope may become if the Silver
Bill beeomes a law. Passed with a motive
Lhostile to ereditors, it 15 eonsidered immeasur-
ably more dangerous by ereditors as an in-
dieation of the temper of Congress than by iis
actual provisions, ** o financial eireles here,”
telegraphs a leading banker of Lendon, it is
“Jooked npon as the flist step toward repudi-
arion.” We may protest as much as we lke.
Bt if foreign ereditors talke thut view of the
bill, we are liable to be ealled upon, within a
very short time, to pay to Europe many millions
more than ean possibly be withdrwn from
commeree aud mdustry here  without  great
tsgster,

The pullic eredit is the eorner-stone upon
which onr commerce gl dndnstry now rest,
Dislike the fact as we may, it is a foet. The
President saw it elearly in Mareh, 1376, It
will be well for the country if he can lead
others to see it elearly in March, 1875,

THE PUTURE OF THE REI'USLIC.

Ralph Waldo Emerson, lecturing in Boston
the other  day on **The Future of the Re-

Our  dostitations  are
all  edoeational, We  advanee  ineessantly
from ruder to finer eonditions, ¢ If any great
onistake is made out of which disaster grows,

“ivil syatem, by perpetial appeal to o the
“people,  preserves s life, The  peaple
walniek therr exelnmations azainst the short-
oonmnes of the Government,  The fact that
o oaop are n nation of wdividuals, with a high-
“ly intellectual orenization, that we ean see

ware onr hopet It ds trne that onr civiliza-
tion s vet incomplete, but Mr. Emerson fecls
wihiot 1 all diveetions the light is breaking ;

It is n signvificant elvcumetance that  Mr.
Fmerson's flattering sketel of the charieter,
tenidencies amd desting American ¢ivilizn-
tion bas been reeeved with lond eries of dis-
sent, In the passawes which we have gnoted
there is nothing particalarly new.  Ameriean
orators have uttered the saue praises and the
sme prodictions thee ont of mind, and Amer-
jean audienees have ligtened to them with
enormons complaeeney, We geemed, a litile
while azo, to lave seitled mto the fixed be-
liel that there neyver had been, never conld
e, @ people 8o wise, #0 jost, g0 good, so
strong As the ople of the United States of
Amerien, Bt siddenly onr temper has ehanged.
We have awabencd from the placid contempla-
tion of onr own greatness, and discovered that
wee are, after all, very much like the rest of
the world, only common men, with the faults
atd Faitines and temptations of our race, sub-
ject to the dangers which have beset all other
nattons, and to the puapishment which surely
falls apon @l conntries which violate  the
principles of morality antd social order, Some
of our political leaders have ealbvated vulgar
prejudice amd agnorance, winked at dishon-
esty, and fattered demagognes, and we have

thought it no matter, beeunse our consti-
tution  was  so strong  that  poison  conld
not  Lmrt it, Now  ecomes  the  rude

atoising. A just awld free government necids
gome ol her fonndation than & just and free
constitution. It ean rest secure only upon the
brogil busis  of  popular moralty  and  in-
telligence, and the dreadful fear is beginning
to attek us that this basis we have failed to
supply. In the Nt of recent events the
American people do not appear to be quite g0
ool as they thought themselves, The quality
of which they show the greatest lack s jusi
that sensibility to moral distinetions and moral
forees which Mre. Emerson mentions as our
strongest hope.

Undenbitedly the depressed fecline so evident
just now in those parts of the eountry which

We dre oll at work, and we lhave
maturally come to place an exageerated vidoe
upon merely mat vind prosperity, and to pay an
exaggenitod respeet o mider il sueeesa, Wensk
of a proposed measure not I8 1t Honurnlile 7
bt “Will it poy 1" The most disheartening
thinge about the cheap dollar movement is the
inditierence of the awalorty of
1o all remonstranees pgalnst the intrinse dis-
Lonesty of what they propose to do, and the
sliin determination of & great many ol thom
‘eosupport it expressly becanse it gives the
Aebtor an unfair adventage over Lis ereditor,
There was, perhaps, not one of the defeat
Senate amendments which they rejected w
miore gearn than that which wonld have male
the silver dollar of equal value with gold at
the start, I the new dollar s to be worth
one Luudred ecnts they do not want it. We
shall live thyongh this tronble. There 1s still
too wuch virtue inooar people, too much vi-

BY-GONES FOR ONF.
Thoueh not agreeing fully with Mr. Joyee,
of Yermont, in his oppositiou to the bill grant-
ing penstons to soldiers and sailora of the
Mexican and Indian wars, or rather in the
gronnils of hix opposition, Tie Trimuse fails
to see any violation of the rules of gool taste
or propricty, or any reasonable cause of
offerice for the late members of the Confed-
erate Army now in Congress, in thut gentle-
man's eriticism of the Lill, that it placed Con=
federate soldiers who fought in those wars on
a better footing than the Union soldicrs who
fought in the war of the rebellion, The oh-
jection, if not econclnsive, is a perlectly fair
one, and entirely legitimate to the argument.
It was a natural compurison between (wo
elnsaes of pensioners; it was suggested by the
provisions of the bill; and it would have been
very strange under the cirenmstanees if it hadl
not come up during the diseussion. We {uil
to see in it any provoeation for the lofty amd
somewhat arcogant  manner in which Mr.
Goodrs, of Virginia, took it upon himsc If to
adiinister censure to the Vermont representa-
tive, or any exense for the coarse taunt of
M Crittenden, of Missourd, in his inquiry
where Mr. Jovee himself wus dunng the war
of the rebellion,  The question wius very
promptly  answered  for  Mr.  Joyee by
Mr. Townsend, of New-York, who informed
the Missouri knight-errant that he was an
honorable officer of the Union Army, serving
lis conntey, so that tho taunt only recoiled
wpon its anthor. Whether Mr. Joyee had
served o the army or not, the question was
irelevant and fmpeitinent, and not less so
were both  the matter and manner of Mr.
Goode’s pessionate outburst,  Here is a propo-
sition to pension the soldiers in the Mexican
War, o war in which, for reasons fuwiliar to
every student of history and  polities, the
Southern States furnished a very large ma-
jovity of the voluuteers, There has been an-
other war stnee then, in which many of the
survivors of the former were in arms  against
the Government to which they now look for pen-
stons, That war has left, also, large nnmbers
of pensioners upon the Government, and their
relations to it as ita wards have been defined
by statute, The first was undertaken  at
the fnstanee of the slaveholding States, with
a view of extendimg their tervitory and 1n-
ervasing their power, The second was suc-
cosshitlly waged against the vevolt which the
slaveholding  States had  thus  strensthened
themselves to make, The present propusition,
as Mr. Joyee views it, is to give the preference

The shocking disaster at Tientsin furnishes
a climax to the horrors of the Chinese famine.
Nearly three thousand persons who had barely
escaped death in one of its most terrible forms,
met it in that other shape which is yet more
drended by all mankind, and exchanged star-
vation for fire, The same mail that brinzs
this news aeross the Pacifie, gives further de-
tuils of suffering and death in the famine-
stricken provinees, Extremely eold weather
has prevailed there, and many people, flee-
ing from starvation, have been frozen to
death, Milton’s story of the lost, exploring
their dismal nether world, and finding new
torments in regions where frost produces the
effeet of fire, scems to have its parallel in the
Celestial Empire.  Desperation has seized upon
the starving popnlations; ehildren are sold or
abandoned by their unhappy parents, and
fieree ontbreaks against the loeal authorities
add crime and bloodshed to the sickening pie-
ture. At present, all that Europe or America
can do to alleviate this misery, is to give lib-
erally. When all has been done that charity
is capnble of, not a tithe of the suffering will
be relieved, but thousands of lives may be
saved.

The Chiness famine, following so close npon
that of India, will present anew the question
whether nothing e¢an be done to prevent or
ameliorate this periodie scourge of the erowded
conntiies of Asin. In Eunrope, extensive fam-
ines have been exceedingly few in recent years,
and are not very likely to recur, The Irish
famine was an execptional event, due prinei-
pally to the fact that o large population was
dependent upon a single artiele of tood, and
when that was destroyed they had no re-

soupce, The Dritish  Government, after
a eareful study  of the causes of the
fumine in  India, has  decided  upon  a

ereat system of internal improvements in that
coantry., The ehief feature in this system, so
far as it is begun, is the eonstruction of sey-
eral new lines of railpead, which will afford
the means of distributing gmin to distant
provinees when their erops fuil. It may al-
most be luid down as a rule that deadly
famine is impossible in a region well supplied
by railronds, The total want of them makes
the ease of Cliun even more hopeless than that
of India. A few months ngo the only railrond
in China was bonght by the Government, with
4 view to stop its trains, out of deference to
the prejudices of the people,  Perhaps the day
way come when eivilized nations, in the
pume of humantty, may serve a protest on
China for carrying out a system of exelusive-
ness that temds to starve her teeming millions,
