His falure to pass the Tobaceo Tax Bill
has not repressed his energy, siuce he is now
promoting an imperial Tailwey scheme, which
must encroach considerably on vested inter-
ests and State rights. He threatens to resim
if it is not adopted, but unless he tries eon-
ciliation, the National Liberals are likely to
continne a8 uncompromising ns they were
when they found that Prinee Bismarck wished
to give the German Govermment exclusive
control of the tobacco trade.

Colonel Thomas A. Scott furnishes a com-
mitteo of the Pennsylvania Legislature with a
striking remnder of the cost of last year's
riots, The loss to the property of his com-
pany ho puts at $2,000,000, and when mer-
ehandise is incloded, at £5,000,000, This was
the damage done to a singlo corporation, and
yet thls was only a fraction of the
whole loss by destruction of property,
and the latter total was a small amount
compared with the loss to workingmen in
wages and merchants in business, all over the
country. When any large number of workimg-
men are tempted to enter again into such o
eriminal demonstration, they may refleet that
it does not pay 1o diminish the wages-paying
power of the men to whom they look for sup-
port.

The canse of the explosion on hoard the
Magenta, which has cost  four lives, and
severely wounded a number of  persons, is
plainly to be seen in the defective condition
of the hoiler, The testimony of the fireman
who was in charge of the engine at the time
of the explosion, shows that there was a greater
pressure of steam than usual, and an examina-
tion of the boiler gince the aceident shows it to
be so corroded that the plate iz at some peints
geaveely thicker than a knife-blade, The eap-
tain and engineer admitted what they could
not well dispute when confronted with a picee
of this corroded iron. It wonld be interesting
to know what inspector pronounced this boiler
gonnd, The respousibility for this loss of
lite and this dofliction of terrible suffering
would gecrn to rest upon him,

TR EUROPEAN CONGRESS,

Another week of diplomaey has gone by
without the foundations of a Congress of the
Europenn Powers bemg laide Master work-
men in Berlin, Vienna awl London bave been
busy with plummet and line, but a common
level hias not been found, The truth is that
their bearts are not in their work., While
Russia stands back and scowls, Great Britain
sits in a corner and sulks. While Austria hesi-
tates and Germany looks bored, neither France
nor Italy eares the turn of a copper whether
the work goes on or not, The good Enropeans
who used to make the plans and sct the Hmits,
geem to have gone out of trade, and their sue-
cessors, whether good Russian or good Briton,
hayve reasons of ther own for putting oft the
job as long as possible, if not for spoiling it
altogether,

It is easy to understand why the British
Government has busied itself in obstraeting o
conference of the European Powers, It las
not a working ally on  the Continent
wpon  whose support it can  depend, and
it has little, if anything, to gain from the
deliberations of its colleagnes in congress
assembled, What the sword has done in
the interest of Earops cannot be undone in
the interest of Great Britain, Russia has en-
foreed the demands of the Constantinople Cou-
ference, and punished Turkey for setting at
nanght the moral inflnence of Enrope; and
the Continental Powers ecannot do otherwise
than accept the resnlts, The liberution of Lul-
garin, the extension of Servign and Montene-
grin territory, the independence of Ronmania,
auil the conditions of indemnity, cannot be re-
sisted. As carly as last Juoe Lord Derby
knew what Russia would demand in Lier
hour of trinmph, and, as the plenipoten-
tiaries  of the European Powers will e
foreed to  concede, the actual  conditions
of peace have not gone outside of the terms
which were then ontlined. It is not stranse
that the statesman who refused to sign the
Berlin Memorandum, and who attached to the
Protocol & clanse by which Great Biituin was
virtually separated from her Eoropean col-
leagues, has had no inclination to rush into.a
Congress which may tear up the last shreds
of the Trealy of Paris and ratify a peace hy
which Turkey is left at the mervey of Rusia.
England has recovered her self-posscssion
after her rage and excitement.  If we may
adopt the funous mol which endearved Gort-
schakoff to the hearts of Russinns after the
negotiations of 18506, “she does not sulk, hut
wig meditating.”  Bhe sees that she cannot ex-
tricate the Porte, nor obstiuet the administri-
tive changes in Turkey, but she eannot close
her eyves to the facts that the Sultan is no
longer the tenant of Europe, but of Russing
that the Khedive owes allegiance to a sov-
ercign who may becone an accomplice of the
Czar; that the direet ronte to Indin through
Egypt, as well as the roandabont road through
the Euphrates Valley, where English engincers
lLiave been planning the constiuction of a rail-
road, lies in the texritory of a Power whielt may
be in close alliance with St Petersburg; and
tliat her futureis menaced by the prestige and
ambition of her great rival in Asia, whose
compact with the Porte a Congress of the
Furopean Powers will be ealled upon fo sane-
tion. She realizes, morcover, that Dritish in-
tercsts are not European interests; that the
comtinental nations have nothing at stake in
Egypt and the Euphrates fValley; that the
Congress will never consent to gpive Constans
tinople to the Greeks, nor even to make 1t a
free city; and that ag for the freedom of the
Dindanelles, the most favornble selution which
ghe can expect] is the opening of the Btruits to
the war vessels of all nations under European
guarautees, She caunot argue down her war-
like impulses. She is convineed that any ad-
justment of the Enstern Question which the
Congress may make will pluce her in an
equivocal attitude before Envope, nud she hoida
aloof with an instinetive feeling that sooner or
later she will have to flghit with Russia.

Meanwhile, Austria has been blowing hot
and cold on the negotintions for the Congress,
She is ruled by a Hapsburg whose reign has
been fraught with national disaster and Lu-
miliation. His il luck began in the Crimean

War, when he incurred the fatal enmity of
Russia for deserting a faithtnl ally. The
loss of the llian provinees and the over-
throw ofs Austrian  supremacy in Germuany
were the consequences of that defection.
During the past year he has entned the grati-
tude of the Czar, and he wny goon have an
opportumify to retrieve the misfortunes of
his reign by ocenpying Bosnia and Herzego-
ving, and making tie Beys Anstrian Princes,
Bismarck has already wurzed Andrassy to
adopt this policy, and undoubtedly the oppo-
sition of the Magyars to the nequisition of Slavie
provinees can he overcome, The Congrezs
may not be as ready to sanction this proceed-
ing as the Triple Allianee already is. These im-
perial bonds have enabled Austria to regain
el of her inflnence on the Continent, and
codperation with Great Britain for diplomatic
ends would expose her to many dangers.
While she is hLesitating, one day mnervons,
reckless the next, the allles of Magenta and
Solferino are listless acd indifferent. Ifaly
may be disposed to put Greeee in posaession
of Constantmople ns a European trustee, and
France is not withont sympathy for her
former ally in the Crimes, although she is not
ready to acquiesce in the ocenpation of Egypt;
but whether the Congress be on or off, nelther
the one nor the other will offer sorious resist-
ance to tho pacification of the East on the
Russian basis,

What, then, is the prospeet? Wil the Con-
gress go to pleces after all? We think not.
While Russia i8 clamoring for the withdrawal
of the fleet to Besika Bay, and Great Britain
is straining every nerve to place herself on a
war footing, thero is one Court that has the
military prestige to enforee a general peace,
and the diplomatic tact to bring the Powers
together in a Congress.  Although the Chan-
cellor has diselaimed the office of European
arbiter, 1t is the erowning glory of a United
Germany that she is now in a position, not
only to geek peace and ensuo it, but if meed
be, even to command it, Dut it will not be
neeessary to do that. By repressing Russian
zoal and hmmoring Dritish prejudice, she can
open & way for o European eonncil, which will
take up time, if 1t docs nothing elseg and in
time the rawuess of natlonal irvitation will be
removed,

Lawd Oftice.  To muke sure that he was dis-
covering great frands on the Government land
in Florida, he It-|-||r!|11 that he fonud thre
thousamd  woad-chioppers  on the  Govern-
ment lands, and wany  vossels loading
with stolen timber at  Pensacola that it
required 2,800 stevedores to attend  to their
eargoes,  As the total population of Pensacola
searcely exeecds 5,000—cmbracing only about
1,000 male adults—the 2,500 stevedores was
a tremendons draft npon the faith of even the
most eredulons of Secretarics,  But Mr. Schurz
tias secmed ready to believe any bad  report,
amd 50 he geeepted as ofticial and tmstworthy
this lnughable absurdity, resting solely on the
word of such o man as Hester.

THE OLD STORY.

The cxplosion on board the Magenta will be
a three days' topie of indignant and eommis-
ernting remnrk,  Pulilie sympathy  will he
aroused for the wretehed vietims; publie jus-
tice will demand rigorous ingniry into the
eanse of the disaster, and shorp  punishment
for anvbody who way be proved at fault,
The Coroner las begun Lis nvestigation ; the
steamboat inspectors will make theirs,  Amd
then, after muneh sleup talk, the ense will be
forgotten, and the fickle community will turn
its mind to something else, Sueh, ut any rate,
has been the history of nearly all similar
eatastrophes, amd we gee no renson to believe
that this one will prove an exeeption to the
genernl rale.

A few weeks ago n vessel steamed away from
her wwhae! in Philadelphia, bowad for Brazil,
and but o few honrs after #ho left the month
of the Delaware the country was startled by
the tidings that she was broken to pieces
on the North Cuarolma coast, and  more  than
a hundred lives were  Jost, Then  ¢ame
thick mumors that the “aceident™ was not
altogether unexpected. Tt lid Been predieted
by many caveful men that she would never
reach  her destination.  She was old  and
cuplucky.” She had heen eut in two and
lengthened and  weakened, and yet, uniler
representation  that hud  been broken
up  and  built  over, she  was  given o
pew nwne o shake ol the menory of her
unfortunate  Listory.,  She  had  been  pao-
nounced stannch and  seaworthy, but it was
by officials in this eify, where it was elaimed
that a ecrtificate is not always a guarantee of
a rigid and trustworthy survey, and her extra
amd unusual bracing amd support onght to
have aroused suspicions ol her weakness,
Now, none of these cireumstances tended to
heighten the mystery of this partienlar visita-
tion of Providence, but they all added inten-
gity to the popular excitement, and the news-
papers which helped to Kindle the feeling gave
voice to its varying phases every day, and
theve  nrose  a universal  demnmd  fhat
“gomethivg  shonld b done about "
As usunl, the Government advertised that
n thorough investigation should be made,
and, as  usoal, nothing  eame . of the
promise, Then some anderwiiters and others
DLegan to investigate, and we were treated to
what the captain hod  said and what he de-
nied that he had said, and fo what a great
many other people had snid and done, and
what they denied sayiug and doing. The
Life Saving Scrvice was once more criti-

she

cised and vindicated, and Congress Was
again armigued for niggardly appropriations.
In this way the popular attention was dissi-
pated, and soon the popular interest began to
ie a natural death, wvtil, when we were told
that frugments of the wreelk, picked up along
the shore, were so rotten that they ecoulil be
picked to picces with the fingers, everybody
Listencd to the story as a matter of course,
and wondered if the President would veto the
Silver Bill.

All this hapnened but yesterday, and yet it
now sounds like a chapter of Ancient History,
and exeites no more interest than the story of
the loss of the Royal George. A theatre or
factory or tenement-honse burns down, and as
the ghastly list of the dead appears in
the papers, there is a clamor for more
stringent  leglslation  for  the  proteetion
of human life, and a demand that some one
should be hield responsible. But the dend are
buried out of sight and the new-born zeal soon
burns itself out or Hes smouldering and ineflect-
ive, to be rekimdled into brief activity by the
next ealamity. Could we be reasonably aston-
ished if to-morrow brought with it a repeti-
tion of the pinno factory horror? How
much safer are onr public resorts than they
were hefore the Brooklyn fire? Have no un-
seaworthy and overladen vessels left our ports
since the wreel of the Metropolis 7 But a few
days ago complaint was entered against a
Staten Island ferry-hoat for carrying more pas-
sengers than ber license permitted, but even this
was not done as a protest aguinst the viola-
tion of law and the imperilling of life, but
only for the purpose of forcing the company
futo granting some transit privileges, It
proved, however, what everybody knew al-
veady, that the safegnards which Iaw has
tried to throw aronnd human Iife are wantonly
violated every day, It would seem that a
reagonnble amou®t  of attention is  given
to these matters only so loug ns the news-
pipers keep up the diseussion which some dis-
aster excites, and in view of this it may be
desirable for the press to do some work
between times as a preparation for tho next
slaughter.

In other matters we are growing wiser
The recent imprisonment of some iusurance
presidents iu this State, and the punizshment
of sotme  bank  officers  amd  treasurers,
anid the proscention of some more’presidents
of insurance cogpanies in New-Jersey, will
have a tendency to make corporiato property

more sceure,  Human lives will be  safer
as soom a8 some one iz punished for
sending men  to sea in rotten ships, or

packing them by hundreds in little ferry-houts,
or shutting them up i tinder-boxes to be
roasted.  But no one will be punished if all
notice of these periodieal slaughters drops ont
of the newspapers, ond  therefore ont of the
poblic mind, as soon as the funcral serviees

THE TALKING MACHINE,

While it is not safe to Hwit the possibilities
of seicuee and fngennity in the foture, we
may well doubt whether there will be more
remarkable inventwns in the remainder of
this century than the teleplone and the pho-
nograph. In the history of their invention,
intimately

the two instruments nre con-
pected,  one  having  doubtless  suggrestod
the other, We shall not  undertake to

sy which is the more wonderful, but Profes-
sor Amold, whose lecture of Saturday even-
fng we print in full to-day, in other colunns,
gives the preference to the phonograph—the
machine which stores away specch and re-
produces at when wanted,  Perhaps the next
step of inventive  ingenuity  will - be
to combine the two contrivances, so that a
messago nttered at a distanee throngh a tle-
phone will be seeorded for use at leisae, by
tho phenograph, st the reeeiving station. This
woull pbviate some of the presest inconve-
piences in using the telephone, and might
Lelp to wake it of more genernl service,

The mechnnical theory of the phenograph is
o exevedingly simple, that the wonder is that
it was not invented long ngo, The fact that
a thin plate or membrane vibrates to zound
that strikes it, was pecognized many  yeavs

sipee a8 a possible means  of  transerib-
ing sound. Many attempts  to decipher
the  veeord  have  been  wmade.  The pe-
cord  itself  Las  been  obtained,  just

w5 it 12 in the phonograph, by menvs of a steel
point attached to the vibrating mwembrzne,
I My, Ediwon's invention, the vibeating point
Inpresses it record upon a sheet of o
foil, which is wrapped on g grooved exl-
inder, The evlinder woves lengthwise as it
turns aronnd, so that the reeond is a spiral
upon it, ke the thread of a serew, So far, thoere
is nothing swprising, The extraordiniey per-
formance is that when the eylinder is sct baek at
its startig-point and turned again, the eleva-
tions nnd depressions in the tiu-foil move the
viliuting point back amd forth, and with it the
metebrane, sciting up anew the vibrations of
the mr, aud thus reproducing the sowmd itself;
giving back words, speech, lghter or musie,
with startiing fidelity.

It is tuo soon to say what may be the nses
of this strange insirnment,  As yet its tone is
metallie and it8 enuneiition hoarse and obsenre;
but already it is improving in these partien-
lars, us the eanses of its deleets are discovered.
Methods will undonbtedly be devised for muk-
ing its voice louder as well as more distinet,
Obvionsly this can be done by any means
which enlurge its recond, the impression on
tin-foil being now almest wicroscopic,  Per-
haps this may be done  diveetly, if  the
vibrations can themselves be enlarged by
mechmeal connections like those of a peata-
graph, Perhaps it may be done by means of
clectrotypes trom the tin-foil, which will be
increased in all their dimensions by some of

the recent  provesses  of  ploto-engraving,
Among the results hoped  for, or snggested,
is  that the wetual  song  of a4 prann
donnn may  thus  be  transflerred  to the
hand-organs; though whether street music
will be  therchy  dmproved, §s  al  lepst
doubiful.

A few years ago, Mr. Winslip was aston-
ishing everybody by liffing enormous dnmb-bolls,
but, althongh considerable excitement wus occa-
gloned, the match between specific gravity and avoir-
dupois became neither permanent nor geveral, The
world conteuts itself with averages. g
The world hias no special nse for a man who can
walk an almost ineredible distance without breaking
down ; yet there is a lesson in such o feat which is
worth considering. It is true, undoubtedly, that
the ease of modorn civilization has led to physical
degeneration, but it is equally true that the average
of mortality has decreased, The Homeric hero who
could throw a stone which six men of 1578 would
be unable to lift, was likely to wmeet another
Homeric hero capable of throwing a much
bigger stone, and that, too, with fatal pre-
ofsion, We have so lhttle use for enormous
physieal strongth that we have forgotten the health
of which it 1s tho outward and visible sign. It is
well oceasionally to cousider the possible power
which sleeps in these wuscles of ours; the exquisite
machinery by the opexation of which we live and
move, and by the derangement of which we sufler
and die. The professional athlets shows of what
tho human frame is capable. We can do better than
bet our money upon Lis achiovements, Weean jmi-
tate in a measnre the short hved example of rational
living which Lis preliminary training ailords.
