NATIONAL ACADEMY OF DERIGN,
FIFTY-THIRD ANNUAL EXHIBITION.
V.

There is a reasonable number of pictures in
the exhibition which, if we believed thelr titles, shonld
be classad, under the hend of ldeal or poetieal. None
of ibees are very exhilarating to the fancy,
por, very encoursging 1o the critteal  Dioge-
neses  who are out  with their lanterns  In
search of poets; If, haply,in this land of ours, such’
may be found. Few s they are, however, they deserve &
chapter to (hemaeives A8 muoch, certalnly, as those
snakes of which the historiau of leeland proposed 10
treat. And if even wo have in our turn to writo “there
nre 5o poets In the Academy,” we shall, at least, have
proved onr good will, nod that w cover was placed for
thom Inease they had arrived.

Yet, If all the eritlea say, and all that Mr. John La
Farge's fricnds assert be teae, wo should eertaluly have
in this &riist not only o poet, but a poet the like of whom
ia hardly to be found i this age of ours. One enthu-
Kiastio gentleman pesures us that Mr, 1a Farge ls “the
greatest of living artiste.”  Anothes enthnslastic gentle-
mau (o (petticonts  this  one)  Avows that e
has lost all confidenco In  the eritieal  opinlons
of some newspuper  writer  or other ever
sipon that person gulped & little in the well-meant en-
denvor to oblige bis friends by swallowing Mr. La Farge
whole. And, In faet, there 1a & small byt vory vigorous
eirele—a eltgue, It might be ealled, If one were not too
good-natured—that hing set up this nrtist asan wsthetic
toneh-gtone by which they propose {ustantly and infalli-
by to distinguish true lovers of art from mere pre-
tenders.

All this s an old story of artlsts and their worahip-
pera, and these wounld-he friends will do bt Httle harm
po long as they do pot petsnnde the artist bimsell to
be of thelr party. Hut, to Jjudge by the pictures which
Mr. La Farge haa condexsended to  send 1o
this year's exhibition, lns frieuds do certainly need
to be warned that thelr lavish and undisoriminatiog
euloglos may some day make him forget what 18 due to
tus reputation. 1t wonld be a dangerous trifling with
that reputation wero he 1o exhibit pnother year three
suoh travesties of ifovention, drawing, color, as this
Hilkside Study,” No, 271; “A Bather," No, 5353 aud
“ Andromedas,” No. 617,

it be a study of 1 Certainly not of anythlug in uature !
One ean best epitomize Jts demerits by parodying Mus-
ter Btephen's parody of Sidney ln Jousou’s play :

Ol wky, o sky, bt blue in solid wlices!

Oh girls, vo girls, Gor aoything that oleo is i

Noone of Mr. La Farge's pleturcs o this exulbition
would have o right 1o complain of disrespeotiul treat-
ment but, of all the three, thia Hill-slde stady shows
either the most aesurance or the most nnconsefousness,
Assurance, we should certsiuly eall it, were it the work
of & hond unknown to us; bat i the cuse of
Mr. La Farge it can  only be attribnted to  un-
consclonsnoss  that a pleture so  empty® of every
quality, nay, so positive in Itedefectn, and those of eyery
port, should be shown to the publle with his ooe
attachod to it.  Of course we do not learn, by mneans of
this perforwance, for the first tiane, that Mr, Lo Fuarge
cannot draw the human figure, His admirers, even,
soiee of them st least, concode i, but count
it, if not @ postive meri, at Jeast A ve-
pial fault. His great power of hmagination, they sy,
his power of color, his this, that, or the other surpnssing
excellence, makes this tnability to draw, not alone the
buman flgure, but any wewber of it, o mere matter of
mooushine. Well, we graut It wight be so. We are
often put off In these days with faultless drawing aud
with impeceable perspective, when wo ask for
tdeas, for imagination, for faney, for feellug—for
sny one of the (thiugs, in short, that a
pleture must have, to be a pleture.  And if Mr. La Farge
could give us theas things, or uny one of thein, be wight
arrange his bones and muselea to sult bimself, just s
great men have done o all times aud nges. But we can-
not admit that Mr. La Farge has cither Imagina-
tion, or fancy, or power of color, or feeling, in
any such measure os to give him the nght to be
indifferent to these tithes of mint and cummin, What
his admirers inslst on our accepling ax imagiu
tive, we catmot consent to rate as hicher than grotesque
—witness his * Bishop Matto in the Rat-tower,”” his
“ Pied Plper of Hamelin,” lis * Wolf-Tawer,” and his
Fisherman and the Genlus (from the Arabisu Nights
Entertainments)—desigus that do not grow fluer with
enlurged experience, but seem less aud less a8 we
hecome wore intlmately acqualnted with the works of
the greatest men.

This argument would be superflons it it were not for
the arrogancy of the claims that are put forth in behalf
of this artist by hus few sdmires, wlo, few as they are,
have power to make themselves heard n great way, We
bave pever been unwilllng to give Mr. La Farge all
that we have believed to be Justly Lis due, bul
in these days we must wildly profest against the in-
Justice that is done to tho artist himscit by
the extravagant laudation that ia being heaped wpon
him. Twoor three years ago we stood up almost aloue
in dofence of o landscape by this artist (* Paradise—
Newport ") tn the Academy exhibltlon, which one of the
Journuls that ean now hardly 1 nd woggls strong envugh
to prase his unfortupate coufnbutlons of this
year brutally stigmatizad a8 “n green map
for which the artist bad the mpudence to
charge £3,000." The pleture was soon  affer
pold for the full sum aemanded by the artist, and was
well worth the money, 1t wad o learned, well-painted,
and thoroughly bouest pleture, one of the few works
ever exhibited by Mr, Lo Farge that have come near to
Justifying the enlogies of ls fricuds. Dut It was eor-
tainly not an fwaglnative work. Its charm consisted in
{ts belng a tender, loviug, delleately enjoyed, portrait of
a beautiful seene.

We mnuet look at Mr, La Faree'sother pleces on these
walle. Bot how ls it possible to teeat them seriously 1
What Is this * Bather™ dolugt The matter-of-fact
speciator sces a benvy-limbed youug woman standing
on what he may suppose from the printed title of the
pleture, to be # beach; and looking down with stolid

indifference at her sore toe. There & no graes in
her  attitude; nor, Indeed, can she  be  faurly
mid to  have auy attitude, Bhe 1s sluply

standing stack ap in the middle of the canvas, with her
arma hanging at her ghle, Ibo drawing of the trank
and limbs, of the hands, of the feet, of the head, is of
that hesitating quality with which Mr. La Farge hns
made us g0 fnaullier in his drawiogs on the block, and
which secwms _to grow worse and ever worse
with growing time. The only portion of the
drawing that s not hesitating s the drawing of the
glri's sore toe. This, thongh nnnecocsaarily realistie, in
well done, nud we are glad we can find angthong in the
pleture to praise. The color of tha little work ts not iu
auy way delighiful. The hard biue of the Batber's
pajama la not brought inte any relation with the laud-
soape, and the drapery, whimsically opague in some
places and transparent in others, ls very spotty iu its
effoct,

The lnst of these three pletures, the “* Andromeda,” is
without anv excuse at all for belug, Itis the most ehild-
fah and unhapdeome treatmoent of this romantle sulject
we have ever soen, Here, If nowhere elae, wo admit
Mr. La Fargo's entire orleinality, nor do we think any
one will caro to dispute it with bim. Here la our

“ Bathet™ again, the same  beavy-limbed young
womin  with  her last garmeunt nearly twitched
off, and clingug  Mke & lmpet, In  des,

peration of fear at some unscen something, to an hu-
possible rock. The monster Jdu not In sight, uor Is
Perseus, aud if a school-boy were uskod what Is 1he mat-
ter with this givd, his most Hkely answer would be, * Oh,
1 suppose sowme one I8 going 1o spatter her hocause st ls
afrald to go v, Girls are so easy seared 1" Right or
wrong, the boy's answer would cover the ground; this is
all the so-called Andromeda scows 1o be dolng, and sbe
1% dolog It as awkardly, a8 ungracemlly, sud as ontof
drawing ns she can.

Witkout prompting it conld never oceur to any one to
turn to Mr. La Farge's pictures lo this exlubition as ex-
amples of poctic urt. Where, indeed, In these rooms fo
turn for ench exsmplos, we do not kuow. This may be
admitted, however, that no one here hus made an ut-
tempt to produce o poctie picture, unless it be Mr. La
Furge, and thus we are spured the paus of eriticlsing
them ne such,

Mra. Helona DeKay, the palnter of the * Young
Mother,” No. 122, 1s au artist not without werits, thongh
refloement wonld not appear to be one of them, This
ludy hag, perbaps, & clear enough notion of what sbe
wishes to express, but elther her study Las not been
suMelent, or she has not been weil directed, for ahe
does not paiot as from knowiedge, but rather % 1f ehe
were  uncasily fecling her way. - Mrs. Helena
DeKay has mot by any means the techunical
skill of an artist like Mrs. Loop, who really
kuows o good deal about the putting on of eolor, and
who draws with considerable correetness. Mra. De Kuy,

* on the other hand, starts fairly off in the ruce with thls

jmportant advantare, that whereas Mrs. Loop, with all
her teclinleal skill, 1, or seems to be, defiolent in artistio
fecling, and certuinly hos little skill in maklng an inter-
esting pletare, Mrs. Helena DeKay las as good an un-
dorstanding of what 1s plotorial as Mr. Shilrlaw,
or Mr. Low, or Mr. Julian Weir, or Mr. Porter.
But what can this avall against the fundamental
fefects of slovenly drawing, dirty color, and rough

‘We cannot help asiing ourselves what would
Bo thought In Paris or Munich of the wisdom of sending

stich a erude, {il-digeated plece of work as this to the one
great exhibition of the yoar, or what would be thought
of an Academy in Europe that shonld so 111 consult the
inferests of the artisc and the publlo a8 o accept wuch

mcre  promise, aund homor It as performanee.
Yet, on the whole, we aro not unwilling
to ses it here—the cxhibition does not &0

greatly swell our national pride that we shonld
be over-sensitive—and with all its shortcomings, this
lady's pieture shows a determination toward what, in
olir poverty, we may be allowed to enll thet poetic side,
and, however feebly, helps Mr. Shirlaw, Mr. Porter, Misa
Casantt, Mr. Low, Mrs. Whitman, and Mr. Neal in thele
attempt to make convention aud tamences kick the
baent.

Mr. Winslow Homer sends six platures to the exhibl-
tlom, but no one of them will add to lis reputation, snd
only one—"" 1a a Field,"” No. s40—will be considered s
at all worthy of him. Foran artist who has done sach
clever things as Mr, Homer, and who bas always foumd
the piblic more than ready to weleowme him, it Ioaks like
trifting both with bimself aud with s triends when
be sends fueh things ns are hung in the corridor on
either mide the door of the south room. The sulb-
Jecta of some of these are mean; those of all of
them are uninteresting; and the execntion lsos vapid
ae the theme, It may be that the public does not de-
serve respectful treatment, bat it is not in the lntercst
of urt for artists to deal with the publio on that theory.
Wo bave no lutention to lntrude onr adviee npon the
artists, but we may at least  be allowed to
speak In seit-defence. Mr. Winslow HNomer was roc-
oiuized on his first appearance before the pubilie, a8
artist of uncommon morit,  He furnished & good Hns-
tintion of the quickuess with whieh one publie sples ont
morit. The critles had uotnivg to do with finding out
his worth ; In lis case, of alwoys, they stnply seconded
the public's  motion.  What hos  comue  Over
this artist of late years that ke sulka in
lis  tent, mwl seems to take pleasure in painting as
badiy os he ecant Qs bad painting, 1t must
be contessed, 18 very baid. Bt the reason why It Is s
bad Is beentse we see plaluly how good it wight have
boon had the artist chosen to put himself iuto his work,
and not played at ehnck-farthing with bis falent. The
“ In the Fiell,"” No. 540, south room, is kaved from con
demnatlon by a bright morning sky sown with elrrus
cloud, and there is sotae pleasant sentiment in this ple
ture which we are glad to weleome, A few yoars ago,
however, we shonld nat have bad to thank Mr. oo
for such a serap af cold comfurt ns this :

Mr. Abbott HL Thayer's * Bleep,”™ No,
pleture, a0 pretty that we don't eare to
sons between the buby and the puppy
loveableness, or even on the seore of exccllence in the
mabnting. Each will have troops of friends, and each
will deserve them. Mr, Thayer his not béen pabuting se

1t 15 bwpossible, with the best will in e world, to say
anything in pradse of Mr, 5L A, Loop's two pletures with
their subjocts taken from Shakespears, and wight he
taken from any hody or nobody, We are tired of stghine
over these soelaneholy failures, qd yet o sense of
iy sleals over Us 88 wo twbier that there I8 a
world elsewhore In which people are 1o be fonnd wha like
eliromos and beliotypes, and thel these same persiens nay
find something that goes to thelr bearts o these pertorm-
anees of Me Loop. Doubtless this world, wherever 1t
may be, is nappy planet, and the mhabitants not o whit
behind onts in vittae and respeotabllity. May they give
Mr. Loop untimited orders, aml take their pletires e,
and way be difute art and Bhakespeare for them to the
end of s daye, to therr and his enilre satisfaction,

A NEW BOUTE BY THE GILBERT ROAD—sPIRING RE-
CEFTION OF THE MUSEUM=—TOO0LS AND WEAPONS
OF PRIMITIVE MAN IN ALL AGFS AND CLIMES—
SPECIAL LIBRARIES FOR STUDENTS OF BCIENCE.

Since its opening, last December, the Amer-
lean Musewm of Natural Higtory bas acquired many noy-
elties antimprovem=nts. The means of renching 15 ave
better, nithough the projected extension of the Green-
wich street Elevated Rallway to Beventy-spventii-st, on
Ninth-ave., which will tiing the terminus of that road
nlongside of the Muscuin, 1s as yet a thing of the future,
and will probably be delayed till the doub'e traek I8 com-
pleted over the rest of that route. Kut the Glibert
Elevated Raflrond §s lkely to proffer new facilities for
reaching the spot, as Central Park earrlages are ex-
peetind 10 convey asscngers from the station on Fifty-
mnth-st. and Sixtheave, to the Museum, through a
portion of the Park, for 3 eents fure. 1t is understomd
thnt the Gilbett Road wiil teidder s froe exenrsion over
it route, next Taesday, to the bearers of nvitations to
the Spring reeeption of the Musetnm, nigd thus give them
the opportunity of scelng two scts of wonders n bue
afternoon.

The very full neconnt of the contents of the musenm
given at the time of It opening, awd recontly repab-
lghed in Trinese ExTiA No. 40, hes sapplied readers
with a general notion of the sppearance of tie structure
and 1t contents, Some ehauges have been recently
made lu the arrpngewent of the specimens, and a few
large casea have been added to the yomner ju 1he lower
Nall, so that wll the stulled mammals are now on that
floor. They nre presented ino strikiog and pietoresgue
attitiades, and make an exceedingly showy and life-like
display, The groups are arranged in more orderly
sequenen than before, 8o a8 to britig tho uearly retated
fowlties of aulmals more eloscly together, In the secontd
stury the greatest ehauges have bocn mado witha view
to devote the gallery entirely to cthnology and arelie-
ology, and nll exeepl four cascs there are uow e ded
with specimens illustrating that branch of rescarcb., 1t
I jotended that each ecass  contaming cthnologieal
wateriul, slinli have also a map of the region occupied
by the tribe or nation towhick it refers, and photographs
of the prescut appearance of locallties where the speci-
wens were found.

CUSTOMS AND IMPLEMENTS OF PRIMITIVE RACES,

In carrylug out the plan for n wap of each region onee
oecupied by ancleut tribes that bave loft relics, or now
Inhabited by people whose Implements are gualut aod
gurious, Professor Blekmore, the superintendeot of the
Musenm, has been lod towarad the constrietion of a large
map of this couutry, colored 1o Tepresent its former oc-
cupution by distinet races of Indians. This work has
eompelled great research, but the results are sufficiently
piriking to repay the labor, Sotoe curlous facts have
been wircady ellelted 1u the course of this lnguiry.
Thus it 48 fonud  that  mound-bullding  enr-
vived 05 a custorn to & date  fully  within  the
ptetarie  period.  The collectans  of  lmplements
and ornamoents from various tribes, and the relies from
their graves, will prove of scrvice tn tracing thelr his-
tory. Bui this monseumn offars the additional advantage
of pregenting in adyotnlog cases the handiwork and tools
of the natlves of rewote countries aud unclvilized Llands,
The opportunity Is thus given for comparing the work of
puenltiured peoplo on wither alide of the globe, There are
somn strangely ruggestive curiosities from the South
Beus § the Hervey Islamdors, fog Instance, using su ndze
fustened on an elaborately carvid baudle, us the em-
blem of nputhority, in s shape wnich at onco re-
miuds the wisitor of the axe and fos crployod
for a Uke purpose in snelent Rome.  From  the
Sandwich Islupds there s the ** women's elub”
thnt w ssexclusively for the convenienee of the soltor sex,
and used by them to ki wonnded enemles atter a bat-
tle, A far more wurderous fnstrument, In the next

case, 18 the huri-karl knife, with wlieh the Japanese
effoot their** happy dispateh ' It I8 sharpened on both
edges.  Amoung the rire things from the kland of
Sounatts, s o prayer, writton on the outside of o bamiboo,
and Higrally two Fards long, 1t bos served o double
purpose: fiest, ns n breviary ; second—boing o stout elnb
—as 8 weapon of war, Its users were o tribe of connibuis,
devcribed as such, muny centuriea ago, by un Arling
voyuger, nud somewhbit recently known to fane by
haviog caten two Awerlcan missionaries from Amberst,
REMAING OF ANTIQUITY =SPECIAL LIBLARIES,
Large additiors have been made to the collections of
relles from Europe of prebustorie wan ; these supjples
ment the de Morgan collegtion which represents the
“gtone age " of northwestern Fravee, nud contaln many
cholee speelinens of flint tools and weapous from Le
Grand Pressigny, a vilinge on the river Vienue, where
there secms to have been nn nnclent mapufactory of
sich impiomenie. The * roudeer age® ta Unely Mlus-
trated by relies found in the caves of Dordogne by the
Murquts de Vibraye ; the bones of reiudecr and of the
Elephag primigenive are earefully worked by haud, and
gome are engraved. TRere are umwerous axces and
chinels from the Swins laoke dwellings; most of these
tools are 2t o stage’ borta; from the same Jocality
there are bronge rapors, kn'ved, bracelets, armiets and
hir-pine, and several clay vases. From England there
are speclmen lmplements of the enrly slono fge;
fromm Ieeland, bronre tools; from Greeee, cutting
instruments of foe obsldian, Inis department s in the
eharge of an enthustastic collector, Mr. Gaston L. Fenar-
dent, and ol the specimens were seleeted by bim or b
M. do Morgan at the places where Lthey were discovered,
Compa these relies with those of the North Awerlean
Tudians, aud with
