A DESCRIPTION OF THE GUEAT NALL AXD ITS
BIAUTIFUL DECURATION,

Cryersxary, May 11.=Thanks to the Musical
Festival which 14 to take place here next woek, C'm-
elunatl Is at present the ceptro of Inferest throngh®
out o laree portion of the West; and the econ
tre of Interest In Cincinpatl Is of course the
spacious Muasle Hall, which the generosity and liber-
ality of Mr, Reuben R. Springer and several of his fellow
eltizons have given to the * Queen City,”  The Intercst
folt by all elassces fn both Pestival and Musie Hall s In-
tense.  In the ease of the ball it 1s natural, for there is
no other buliding quite ke it in the country. In the
case of the festival, it s not less so, L

The hall has nn excellent situatlon, not far from the
eentre of the ofty, and it fronts on a pleasant little
purk, cool und quiet, full of protty shrobs and
fine  shade  trees.  The Mosic Hall i in®
tended to furm the central part of the Exposition bulld-
Inis, but 1L is the only part as yet erected. The othors
are not even begun, The style of the architeoture,
accoraing to the printed deseription, is o modified, mod-
ernlzed Gotlile, The prinelpal waterlal is red brick, but
Ohlo stono and biack brick are used frecly in the ex-
terlor decoration  The principsl Mmende, that on Elm-st.*
shows the western guble of the hall, fanked by two
towers  with sharply-pointed  roofs; the towem
extend some distance in front of the line of the
tall, and between them i low, elolsternd portico,
with flat  arches, throngh which ome cutem
the frout lobby. Beyomd ibe towers again there
are two smaller bulldings, with their gables to tho
stroet.  In the upper purt of the eenteal bullding
there s o large ross window, and Jjust below this
there are threo largs windows with Gothle arobes. The
Teaght of the contral portion i3 130 foet, and the width
of itio whole fueade s 178 feel 4 Inebes.
