What is the use of pre-
perviug a tres unless yon preserve also the gentle
jaguar cronching in 1ts branches to dart down and
break yoor neck with one stroke of his swift caress-
ing paw? In this grand uprising to preserve the
timber of a Continent—from the mammoth pines of
the Sierras down to the sage brush of the Eternal
Plains—Mr. Schurz will fail to read his title
clear to the name of the great Reform Forester
if Lo permits these wild rovers to rove withont tax
and to be slanghtered without pay. The danger is
not only vast but imminent. Already the hison can
barely keep their engsgements with Earopean
Princes who come over to hunt them, We are cer-
tainly rauuing short of jagusr,and threatened every
day with acorner in catamonnt, Mr. Schurz ¢an-
not be an hour too soon in taking their lincar feet
sud cnble contents ; ond as  thoy have
been old seitlers over since Coluwmbus dis-
covered America, snd might bave a pre-
Judice in favor of local self-government, nnd
resent even the friendly intervention of Mr. Sehurz's
wandering carpet-baggers, would it not be wise for
him to ndd to bis bill for the protection of game, 8
Bection 17, that the Beasts shall not put themselves
Into the false and unpatriotic atiitude of attacking
Mr, Schnre's foreign extraction by making game of
his Forosters!

England would rock on her waves to
upset a Cabinet Minister who should hold on to his
seat after n vote of want of eonfidence, MocKaight
well describes in its duplicate  application  the
recognized and time-honored prineiple of English
government, which * pronounces not more ecirhnt-
ieally that the King ean do no wrong, than that a
Mumister, without being subjected to the jealous
wigilunce of Paclinment, will seldom do any right”
