CLAIMS AGAINST THE GOVERNMENT.

The chief sonree of corruption in Congress,
delay and inefliciency in the transaction of the
publie business, and demoralizing practices in
the management of the departments, is the
avalanche of * private claims” which sweeps
down every séssion upon the Senate and the
House of Representatives. The evil has been
growing ever sines the formation of the Gov-
emment. The framers of the Constitution
made no provision for the determination of
appeals by the private citizen to the justice
or generosity of the Government, Follow-
ing the English theory, they held that the
(iovernment could not be sned, but it was
presumed to be always 1eady to do justice on
petition, and ut first the demands for relief
were not moce niumerons than Congress could
attend to, Bat in the conrse of yours elaim-
ants have beeome so mony anid Congress has
hecome 8o larze that this method of dispens-
ing relief is no longer practicable, Con-
gress refers the matter to commitiees; com-
mitless  delosite it to « snb-commitiees,
often eonststing of only a single person—iand
e, perhaps, quite unfit for the task; and
when it has ran the ehanves of the committee
it i exnosed in the House to such a multitude
of aecidents and milzences that it is o wonder
il o jost elaim is ever suce essful, or an unjust

felicitons; with no pretensions to  artilicial
ologuenee, he was always impressive, often
pathetic, and sometimes indulgmg m 8 vein
of quict humor whose zest and puvgency
touched the foelings of the nuwlience to the
quick.
