THE BILL TO DECREASE TBE REVENUE.
THE HOUSE FINALLY PASSES IT AFTEB A FIGHT.

TOE MAN WHO REPORTED IT OHIQ1NALLY «COM¬
ING OUT AGAINST IT.

tBT ITLKOBArn TO TH» TBIBONB.I
Washington, Jane 17..Tbe Home of Représent¬

atives devoted tho entire day session to tb« com¬

pletion of tbe Internal Revenue Bill. This mensuro
was originally reported from the committee by
Mr. Burcbard ; but it bas been s» amended that
(1 urina: the afternoon to-day Mr. Burchard sur¬
rendered the control of it to Mr. Tucker, announced
his determination to vote against it, and moved to
lay the bill and amendments on the table.
The most important features of this bill, as it has

basa amended are, first, the reduction of the tax on
manufactured tobacco from 24 cents to 10 cents
per pound : the establishment of tobacco ware¬

houses; certain changes in the method and ma¬

chinery for tbe collection of the tax upon distilled
spirits; and the repeal of tbe stamp tax upon
mate-lie«. The bill, as originally reported, con¬

tained a section recommended by the Controller of
tbe Currency for the relief of depositors in in¬
solvent banks, whether National, Htate, ot saviugn.
This section was considered at the Treasury De-

partuieut as one of tbe most importent features of
the bill. It is not thought to be good public policy
for the Government to levy a tax upon the property
of depositors in National, State or savings banks, a

portion of which has already been lost through the
insolvency of those banks. Tbe demagogues iu the
House of Representatives, who are always on the
lookout for any opportunity to make an attack upon
the banks of the country, mistakenly supposed that
llilf.'-cclion wan fol the relief of the bank*tin luaclvt \i.

and therefore, after a considerable struggle, they
succeeded in striking it out. Tbe stockholder» and
owners of banks had no interest whatever in this
lesjialation, as the remission of the tax propose was

only to take place when its collection would reduce
tbe amount to be paid to depositors.
Tbe reduction of the tobáceo tax is a measure

upon which those interested in tbe manufacture and
sale of tobacco were divided; but tbe représenta¬
tives of Southern manufacturers have been in¬

fluential enough to carry their point, and tbe result
u the adoption of this amendment.
Tbe repeal of the tax on matches is in accordance

with tbe recommendation of tbe Commissioner of
Internal Reveune. although the revenue of the Gov¬
ernment at the time he wrote his report iras in a
much more healthy slate then than at present. Tbe
reason for recommending the repeal of this tax was
that it is levied upon an article that cuter« into uni¬
versal consumption and more than doubles its cost
in tbe hands of the manufacturers. The amount of
revenue collected from matches daring the last riscal
year was f2,»ttf,273.
The opponents of the bill made a desperate effort

to defeat it to-day by dilatory motions and by in-
Hhitiiig on the reading of the e^igrossed bill wbon tbe
question was reached. This postponed a rote upon
the measure until tbe evening session, when it was
pa-ised. _

of Representative Acklin, the member recently
admitted from Louisiana in tbe place of Darrali.

Washington, June 17..Tbe closing «days of tbe
session in tbe House of Representative« have been
unlike those of any previous occasion of asimilar
character in many years. The appropriation bills
beingoutof the way the advocate» of a reduction
of the tax «on tobacco held the House down
to work on tbe bill, which has been the object
of effort for ne\< ral day», and it wo» finally diapoaed
of between 9 and 10 o'clock this evening. This
kept in check those members who had special meas¬

ure-, for wMch they wished to secure att< utlmi, but
it made their anxiety so much the greater.
A* soon as the block was tak'eu from the wheels of

leifialtttiou. two or three uuimportant matters came

up and were disposed of, tbe House getting more nml
more disorderly, and more and more out of the con¬

trol of tbe Hpeaker.
The excitement culminated when Mr. Crapo ob-

tsined the floor and called up the Halifax Fisheries
Award Bill. More than a hundred Kepreoentatives
were on their feet at once, and, before the «füerk
bad read a dozen linos of tbe bill, Him« were

objections on all side«; tbe voices of Genoral Untier
and 8. S. Cox bcin-c heard above the general din.
The ImIBM* «said that this was a .Senate bill making
an appropriation, and was thetofore of such a char¬
acter that it could not originate in that body.
The Kpeaker, who bos been reported as opposed to

tbe bill, showed that he was really in favor of it by
saying that the bill did not originate in the Senate
at all, but that thouo-h identical with one passed by
tin .N'tiHte. it was t.y hi« suggestion reported from
tbe Committee on Foreign Affairs.
A Pennsylvania Representative then made tbe

point that as the bill contemplated an appropriation,
it must go to tb« Committee of the Whole on the
State of tbe Union.
The Speaker »UNtained this point, but Mr. Crapo,

at once moved to suspend tbe rules and pass ths
bill.
All this time there was a scene of the wildest con¬

fusion on the floor. General Butler, determined to
be beard and to «defeat the bill, was attempting to
address the House, while his voioe was drowned
by the shouts of his associates and the
noise of the Speaker's gavel. The only word*
apokeii by liim thut could be beard in the gallery
were the declaration that tbe House was in a meat
hurry to get rid of ««^.000,000, and an appeal for
ihe privilege to speak live minutes agaiuat the bill.

8. tl Cox. too, was on In» feet, making a great
deal of noise, but hi* woida «'en- not audible.
Mr. Waddell complained that the Hpeaker was
