This paper is followed by the jurat of H. M. l'lN}-
tor and John M. Russell before a notary public
and Z. Belden, elork and ex-officio recorder for Gar-
land County, Ark., and certifies that the paperis 8
true copy of an agreement now on file in bis oﬂlf‘n.

The history of the Hot Springs matier in bricfly
wg follows: Tu the year 1815 there ocourred an
earthquake in the State of Missouri, by which
the lands of many seitlers wero submerged
and destroyed. As & measure of relief, the
Government 1ssued serip to the safferers, which en-
abled them to locate olsewhere upon Government
lands.  One of them, Frangois Langlots, entered
200 acres, nearly all that was of any great
value of a section of 2,640 acres which was re-
served by the Government and not subject to en-
try. By some mistake n patent was jssued to Lang-
lois, who sold Lis title to one Rector, the father of
ex-Governor Rector, of Arkansas, the presentelaim-
ant of the land. In 1867, after the conflicting elnims
of the Rectors, father and son, on the one
haud, and the United States on the olher, had been
in suit for nearly fifty vears, the Supreme Court
confirmed the title to the United States. In the
mesntime five or six thonsand people had sottled on
the reservation outside of the 200 arpents eluimed
and occupied by Rector, many of thew Liaving hon-
estly purchased what they snpposed were valid
titlesw, It appears that in 1807, Governor Rector
foaring to lose his suit, bargained with one John
H. Russcll to transfer one-half of his land to Bussell
if the latter should within n eortuin time procure
the passage of o law throngh Congress confirming
the title of the whole to Rector. In addition to
procaring the passage of the law, Russell was also
to pay Rector §10,000 in cash, aud did pay that
amount, Russell failed to gt the bill passed within
the tune speeificd, but the sawme bargain was re-
newed, and the above quoted paper is the legal evi-
dence of it.

Tu Xovember last Senator Christinney introduced
a bill for the relief of John H. Russell, directing the
Seeretary of the Interior to lssne to him a patent
for 200 acres of the land claimed by
Governor Recior. Had it passed, all which
makes Hot Springs  valuable would  have
been put into  the possession of these
olaimants and the rights of atizens to the
nse of the waters of the spri heen
denied.  The property has b
value, estimated by many as high as $10,000,000
and 18 worth to the Govermment an  aphoan
rental of $500,000. M Christianey’s  nll
was aniagonized by one introduced by Sena-
tor Dorsey, which provided for a eommis-
gion to adjndicate  the ecliims  of  gettlers
sear the Hot Springs which are in dispute, and
confirming to the Nution forever thi: free nee of the
waters of the Hot Springs, This bill passed both
Homnses during the last days of the session, aud was
sent to the enrolling room of the House of Repre-
sentatives for engrossment as a part of the Sundry
Civil bill, When the latter bill came out for sighi-
ture by the President, this section was found to have
been omitted.

After filing the clann Mrs, Heber presented the
affidavits of several colored persons who, not being
able to write, made their marks as slgnatures to the
statements which they eontaned.

He reported that the claim
was fictitious and fraudalent and the clumant
touk no further steps in regard to prosccuting
the elaim before the commission. Later, when the
