Aii«! win u Mr. Hurke, admit-
ting that bis wife's father and some of bis family
oonn-M'tit-ns were Roman Catholics, disavow«:«! that
faith for himself and his wife, whose mother was a

rigid Presbyterian and had reared her in that faith,
and lot bis family, and pointed to his conduct at
Trinity College and his subsequent life in proof ol
his truth, the enemy only changed ground a little
aud condemned him for l>e;n«r false to the faith of
bis wife ! For his attitude against Hastings he was

proiiouuced by a member of Parliament, " that rep¬
tile, Mr. Burke." When he bought his house his
political opponents, simply because they did not
know wh Ti' lie pot the money to pay for it,
promptly at tacked his personal integrity and charged
him with being " bought." When he accepted his
pension the press attacked him with rancorous

.buse, and attacked, Mr. Pitt with equal ran«'or for
having secured him the pension. The 1-«'forms which
be voluntarily made in Int. own department gave
him lii tie notice and no recompense; exactly as the
real reforma in our own Civil Service, made bv hon-
eat business men iu a business way, are as little ac-

e-unt-t-d of l-y the profesional Reformer as was

eilver in the days of Solomon. Indeed, the virtue of
England was greatly shocked because Hurke re-

atored Messrs. Powell and Bembridge, cashier and
accountant, who had been «Usmiaaed by Colonel
Barri for alleged malpractice, although he did not
believe them personally guilty; although the
clerks of the office wrote to him saying they
could not get through the business o«. the depart¬
ment unless these gentlemen were restored ;
although it was by their assistance alone he had ac¬

complished the reform of his office. But the British
public ha«l one of its periodical lite of virtue ou, and
iiothtti. could appeoee it but the heads of Powell and
Bembridge in a charger. Even Burke's magnificent
ebampiouship of tbe canse of the American colo-
niea was attributed in open Parliament to his
bope oi being, on the restoration of peace,

Toronto, July 11..1 he Globe to-day pub-
¡.'ht «oh,inns ef crop reports from all parts of

the Dominion. In Ontario lull wheat Is OVeej When
Bpi.kcii of a« beiiiir either above the -veraice, or extraor¬

dinarily large crop«, aid the area sown is larger than
waa ever known before lu Canada. If this crop is har¬
vested wlrhout beihii »lain«''ud l>y rust it will exceed iii

quality aud quuutity what wa» cousidcrcd the pli, noin-
euai crop of last year. Hpriug wheat, which in ordinary
years exceeds Fall wheat by some twenty or tweuly-
ttve |x-r cent, «eems llltely this year lo ha exceeded by
Fall wbeal ; and the area under Bprlng wheat 1» mu« h

larger than usual, both Hprlng and Fall varieties hav!n_
been «own abundantly, In anticipation of a European
war ; but tbe unusually eld moulu of May «cave to It a

shook which deprived it of nearly all the advantage»
secured by the early opening of Huuimer. Kcnnri* givo
the condition of Spring wheat as being less promising
than that «>f Fall, and danger from rust and ludginc,
to which the Fall wheat I« ei|x»*ed, threatens Spring
wheat much more seriously. It no evil befalls thin
crop It will be the n,.»«t generous of it« kind ever raised
In tbe Dominion. Oat« ore pretty generally, but not
invariably, spoken of as a " «nod crop ;" the area under
this grain u smaller than usual. Tbe report« of the
condition of barley are more uniformly good than those
respeoUna oats, but tbe area sown Is unusuuliy small.
Potatoes will be a great crop, despite the Colorado
beeile, which is doluK (aoino damage, especially In the
eastern part of tint Pre vine*.
