A SPECIAL EXHIBITION OF ENGRAVINGS.
BEAUTIVUL PRINTS—MASTERS REPRESENTED—TIIE
GMAY COLLECTION—A BCHOOLFOR STUDENTS IN
ART,
AN OCCASIONAL CORRESPONDENT OF THE TRIDUNE.]

BostoN, June 30.—The interest in the Bos-
ton Museum of Fine Arta is fllustrated by the fact that
when the trustess asked for $100,000 to complete the
building their appeal was met by subscriptions to the
amount of $125,000. The trustees and curators recip-
yocated by doing all ip thelr power Lo make the musenm
atiractive, and to to Its edueational value. SBomo
such motive dictated the formation of the special exil-
bitlon of engravings now open under the charge of Mr.
Edward Hale Greenleaf, curator of the wellknown
Gray collection. The latter was formed by the
Jate Mr. Frapcls C. Gray, of Boston, who de-
voled mauy years of his life to making it
complete. He bequeatbed it to Harvard Col-
lege, together with o som of money, the income of
which was directed to be spent In taking proper care of
the collection, and in making such additions from tme
to time as would enbance its value, It was arranged
and entalogued by Mr. Louis Thics, and remained at
Cambridge from the time of Mr. Gray's death, about
filtecn years ago, untll the ing of the M of
Fine Arta. The college, though not cmpowersd to
alienste the aotual ownership, then entered into an agree:
ment with the trustees of the Museum, by the ferms of
which the engravings and prints wers wranaferred 1o the
Iatter ou loan for a term of seven years, to he exhiblted
to the public in the new Dbullding. The loan
will probably be renewed from time to tme,
as he vwalue of the ‘collection to the peo-
ple 18 wreatly increased by s removal ‘from
Cumbridge Into the city. Ooe of the stipulations of the
agreement between the collego and the musenm s that
the prints ehall only be exbibited under glass to groeral
wikitors, but that studenta and others particularly inter-
ested in the sulject of engraving shall be admitted 10 &
closer inspection. Bince its arrival n Boston the col-
Jection Laa been entirely rearrauged. The priots are now
classified under six different schools, French, Cerman,
Flemish and Dutch, Engiish, Italian aud American, and
are arranged chromologieally, secording to the date of
the engraver's birth. In thls way the advance of en-
graving in cach country s eastly followed, The por-
yralis, which form o prominent foature of the eollection,
are kept separate frowm the other prints, Eventually
the various branches of the art—woodouts, etehines,
merzotints and copper-plates—will probably be made
the basis of a subdivision. There are about one hundred
woodecuts, and about 4,300 prints, bLesides o large and
very valuable assortmont of books upon engraviog and
otler art subjects, The etchings include some of the
finest of Rembrandt's, and the portrait gallery is espes
clally rioh in worka by the French engravers of the seven-
teenth century. The priute are kept permanently on ex-
Bibition in the show cases, sbout a bundred being dis-
played at a time, and changed for others at intervals of
about six weeks. In this way the greater number willin
time have been on view.

As to the special exhibition now open, although eontaln-
fng & number of the Gray spocimens, It is eutirely inde-
pendent of that collection. It was brought togethor and
arranged fop the purpose of showing at one comyrehen-
sive glanco the rise and progress of wood engraving,
and more partienlarly of illustrating the point of exesl-
lence in respect of techuique to which modern Amen-
ean engravers have attained. A comparison between the
works of engravers of the past and those of the prescnt
brings out in strong relief the wonderful proficiency of
the latter. Tt must, however, be confeased that the dif-
ferenoe is not all in thelr favor, sud that the abandon-
ment of the simplielty of the old work iz not all gain.
For fits mnervons strengih they have substituted
» more labored style, which is in the opinion
of many better suited to the studied elegance of mwetul
work. That the purpose of the exbibition is thorougbiy
practical and educational bas already been shown, The
fact is further Mllustratod by an examinstion of the ool
leetion. Itis divided into priots, chiaroscuro prints
books contalning wood cuts and fao similes and reprinta,
and each of these groupa is sub-divided into nationali-
ties—German, Itahan, French, English and American,
Whatever resouross may bave been wt thelr command,
the trustees, having o practical end In view, have not
thought it necessary to go further back than the fifteenth
century, and the prints may be said to cover the period
between Albert Dilrer nnd the engravers whose works
may be seen In the American magazines of the present
time,

However, the question reeently ralsed and discussed
a8 to the engraver’s title to a pluce among artists, may
unitimately be settled, there is mo doubt that Lefure
Diirer's time the wood engraver was mero!y a workman,

He was nothing more than the successor of the Egyp-
tian maker of brick stampn whoss skill had grown as
the tools of his trade fmproved. To cull bim an artist
would be a specimen of eupbemism hardly consistent
with historionl truth. Resiricting his attention to the
mechanical part of hls business, he knew nothing of
drawing or design ; and on the olher hand the artista
of thé timea do not n‘;peur to have seen ln wood sngrav-
ing u proceas of which they could wvall themselves for
ADy purpose within the legitimate bounds of Art.

Whether, as the older writers malutained, Diirer was
himsel! a wood engraver, or merely drew vpon the bluck
and had the cutting executed by others, he certainly ex-
erclsed a great influence upon the adyvancenent of the
art. Born io 1471, be died in 1529, and while his greater
e may rest upon his paintings, hls copper plates nnd
bis lnvention of etching, the fuct 18 mwore pertinent to
the present purpose thut bis lnivals are found upon
about two hundred cogravings on wood from his desigus.
The earliest of these were published in 14908, and consist
of & series of slxteen cuts llustrative of the Apocalypse.
With them the Epecial Exhibition in the Boston Fine
Arts Museum sappropriately opens, as thelr publication
eertatnly marks the rise of wood engraving into artistic
emlvence. From that time forward it advanced In the
estimation of artists, mavy of whom were led to draw
upon wood, and thus at once o multiply their own crea-
tions and supply the engraver with designs far in ad-
wance of those to which be had been accustomed. * The

After Diirer come his contemporaries. Lucas Cranach,
born at Cranach, Bamberg, in 1470, sud Hans Burgmair,
of Augsburg, where be was born in 1473, of velther of
whom i# 1t eertain that he ever engraved, although both
undoubitedly drew on wood. There are in the collection
fourtecn plates of the * Irinmphs of Maximilian.” Of

Italy ls represcntod by several cuts of the sixteonth
eentury, while those in the French seotlon are all wod-
ern, many of them being after Doré, The first of the
English is an India proof of the Diploma of the Highland
Boclety, engraved by John Th The desl for
this work was supplled by Benlamin Weaty apd was
transferred to the bloek partly by Thurston sud partly
by Luke Clennell, a pupll of Bewick.

Rear Browy Breap.—A writer in Nature
discusses the comparative putrilive qualities of whito
bread, brown bread, and whole-meal broad. He says:
We shall find it impossible to make, by menus of leaven
or yeast, n light spongy loaf from whole wheat flnely
ground, the so-called ecerealin of the bran luducing
ehemical ehanges which result in & molst, elammy,
dense product. Even whole wheat merely crnahed into
meal, and not ground, partakes of the same detect, Fine
flour, on the other hand, ylelds & bread which is light
enough before mastieation, but which, when mas
tieated, possesscs & marked tendeney to become eom-
pacted juto depse lumps Which wmay npever be
penetrated by the gastric and Intestiual juloes, and
which are a frequent canse of constipation. Whole-
meal  bread eannot be charged with this defect;
indend, it mets mediclually as 8 laxative, and by

of its hanicil texture is hurried rather
too quickly alopg the digestive tract, so that
the full virtue of such of its nutrients aa are really
poluble becomes in part lost. Yet ™here ls mo
doubt that for many persons, eapeciully those who have
passed inlddle age and are engaged 1n sedentary ocou-
pations, whole-wheaten meal in the form of bread,
biscuits, scones, ete., forma an invaluable det. Tf we
sould reckon all the nitrogenous matter in whole-meal

bread ns nqlullf' effeetive with that contained In white
tirend, we should sa o the former a far more per-
foctly ndjusted food; for the ratio of flash-formers to
beat-givers s about 1 to 7la in white bread, while 1t
appronchies 1 to 4 in some samples, at least, of whole-
meal bread,  Add o this the higher proportion of phos-
phintes in the latter, and Ita chemionl superiorily over
white bread beoomes atill more marked ; 1ts flavor, too,
i# far rieher, Ordipary brown bread (s 8 poor prepara-
tion at the best, By adding a desh of ratber rongh bran
to flonr we do not obtain s satisfactory or rich product ;
analysis demwonstrates this tnct clearly.

Tue Micrarony Hermixa.—A fact of some
interest and lmportanee has occurred this year in the
return of the herring to the cousts of Sweden after &
long interval of absence, A hundred yeurs ago no indus-
try of that country was 80 promluent as the fisheres,
more than & milllon barrels of herrings belng preserved
annunally, Involving the employment of & large portion
of the population in their eapture and preparation.
Eunormous establishments, scnttored along the coast, in
which a vast nmount of capital had been invested, have
lotug boen abandoned aud are in rulps.  Bhould the
promiss of this year be continued, the probabality |s that
the furmer prosperity will be fully restored. Belentifle
men are at o loss to account for this apparently eapri-
clous change in the course of the flab, It 1s known that

the Lerring broods in ipealenlable numbers, and that
when on its perlodical migrations, 1t moves 1o shoals of
conntless myrlads, extendiug frequently for miles in
cach direetion; but disturbing canses which lesd the
fish to change their course are still a mystery, though
they are supposed to be connected with the food supply.
A special commission has hoen appointed by the Swedish
Government to examwing the whole suliject.

A Sprr-Recistering Tancer.— A target
which indicates instantasecusly to the marksman the
exact result of his shot has been invented by M. Mantel-
Rieter, of Winterthor, Switzgerl wl. The mechanism
(which is still kept socret) is placed behind an erdinary
target ; the shock of the ball produses & mechanioal con.
tact, and closes an electrio elrouit, so that an index at
once rises from o table at the slde of the marksman.
The target and table are divided loto numbered coneen-
trie etroles, and these rings or sones wre subdivided into
four gections, or quarters, by two'llnes at right angles
to ench other passing through their common centre.
A lhiole I8 plerced fu each of these divisions, and io the
small eirele in the centre of the target. When a ball
strikes the target o pumber Is presented automatically
on the table, in the hole corresponding to the quarter of
the zone touched. At the samwe time thore rises on the
rlght side of the table a small card bearing the samo

number, which may be delivered to the marksman, By
o slwple wechunism the numbers are pusbied In agaln,
and the target ts ready to tndlente a fresh shot. The
inventor s constrocting a second apparatus, in which
the tabile will indieate not only the numbered gones, bt
will give & complete tmage of the target, so that the
mirksman may Judge more cortaluly as to the point he
has struck., All the balls which reach the target are re-
taloed 1o It

Suvn Exaraving ox Correnr.—The value of
the process of hellogravure, or sun engraving upon cop-
per, 1s shown by the experience of the Austrian Military
Geographical Tustitute. The maps of the new Avstrian
ordnance map ure earefally drawn on paper ona seale of
1 to 60,000, They are then reduced photographlically to
a seale of 1 to 75,000, transferred upon coppaer, tonched
up and printed. In this manner each sheet of the map
can be produced tn nine months, while the same amount
of work engraved 1 the vsunl manner reqguires nearly
forty-six montha for its completion. The whole of the

Anstrian stafl map, consisting of 715 aheeta, will thus
be completed In about iwelve years, No less than 271
bhave been publisbed slnce 16874, The advautages of this
prooess, as regards cost sud rapldity of publlcation, are
evident, und they fully mm[u-nmtn for suy slight infe-
nority in the appearauce of the work.

Usixg THE Power OF NIAGARA FaALis.—
According to The Buffalo Commercial Adcertiser & com-
pany has been formed 1 that oty o utilize the water
passing over Niagars Falls for driviog machinery, The
plan contemplates the employment of huge air cylin
dizrs at the bottom of the full and a targe feoding basin
above, the perpendicular fall between the two being 214
foot.
