There wors exeiting times in Columbia, 8. C., dur-
ing the early days of Decomber, 1876, Two Houses
of Representatives wore in sossion in the same room
at the State Hoose, each threatening to ejoot the
l-'lt-hl"!l'. and only proevented from coming into armed
r:'lllmwn by the presonce of General Ruoger and the
Federul troops he commanded. As early as the 2d
or 3 of December 1t beeamo apparent that the Siate
would be conuted for Hayes, and that an attempt
m_mlcl be made to inangurate Governor Chamber-
lain before the close of the week. On the Sth Tur
TrisuNy's specinl dispatches mentioned the sudden

ppearanes in Columbia of several thonsand armed
men, most of them with their blanketa abont their
necks and koapsacks al their baoks, reminding old
residents of the eity very forcibly of the days when
Confederate soldiers were encamped nboat the Capi-
tal of the Btate.

The presence of thess rifle-clubs al Columbin is
history ; how they were broaght there 18 n story
that hos never been told, The official acconnt of it,
herewith given, presents a vivid piotore of Southen
society in times of groat politeal execitement.
