A BAD DAY IN NEW-ORLEANS,

THE INCRKASE OF CASES VERY LARGE—THE COL-
OHED PEOPLY 1SSCE AN APPEAL—RELIEF S80CIE-
TIES AT WOEK.

New-Ontraxs, Sept, 5—The new cases of
yellow fever reported to-day number 3527, and
deaths 83, The Howard Association reporis n
large increase of yellow fover cases among the ne-
groes, One member of the Visiting Committee re-
ports on his list nine nearoes in one house on Coun-
sgtatoe-st., nnd six in one honse on Theresa-st,

The same sssocintion reports that 248 appliea
tions were made for relief yesterday. The Peabody
Relief Association is getting well under way. It
filled 1,300 requisitions for rations yesterday. The
Young Men’s Christian Association relief commit-
tee is doing moble work. Up to last night
it bad attended to the wants of 0501
fover patients, and yesterday, in respouse
to arequest of the Peabody Association, it issned
ninety-two requisitions for rations. The members
are visiting the homes of the applicants and satis-
fying themselves of their wants,

The weekly mortuary report, ending Bunday, at
& p. m., shows 506 deaths, 411 being from yollow
fover. of which 301 are recorded as white persons
and 20 colored.

PROBABLY BIX HUNDRED LIVES LOST.
THE FXCURSION STEAMER PRINCESS ALICE RUN

DOWN BY A SOREW STEAMER AND SUNK IMME®

The River Thames was the scene of a great
disnster last evening, The exenrsion steamer
Princess  Alice, which was returmning from
Gravesend with about 800 passengers, was
struck in the side by a serew steamer,
and sunk immedistely, It is estimated that
650 of the people on board were drowned.
