HOW THE PLAN WAS CARRIED OUT.

AN KFFORT TO ELLVATE THE CHARACTER OF THE OLD
ASSOUCIATION—REVULUTION A LAST RESORT—NEW
CONSTITUTION, OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES,

The General Ticket and Passenger Agents'
Assoctation, nfter an existonce of many yeurs, came to
s sndden, and (0 wauy un unespected end yester
worning, In a few woments, from the rojusof the
o;nunnt!ou was budlt up & new and entirely distinot
pssociation, baving the same purposes, and estabilisbed
on & basis better adapted, fu the opinton of experiesced
passenger agents, for their accomplishment.

It has been a ground of complaint for years that
roads having lttle or no interest in throngh travel have
bad equal representation in the old association with
large trunk lines, and that men who were not general
passenger of general ticket ageuts were wembers of the
associntion as the representatives of eertain ronds. The
old constiution was interpreted by the assoctatlon wo
06 to admit such representatives. Siuee the last scml-

annosl  meeting, aatborities  on  parllsmentury
law have been consinted as to  the frue in-
terpretation of the constifution on thls polut,

and the opinlon was given that uone exeept general
tioker or passengoer agents were eligible to membership.
It was dotermined to make an jssue on this question at
the opening of the sesalon which begun on Friday.
