CONFUSION AT THE PIERS,
BESULTS OF THE "LONGSHOREMEA'S STRIKE-BOTR
MEX ARD EMPLOVERS USWILLING TO YIFLD.

The strike of the’longshoremen on the North
River front continued yestorday. The steamship
comgames geemed determined to enforce the new
rates, but were not very suceessful in securing now
men., At pier 12 old hands numbering 100 con-
tinued at work nntil the cargo was all on board the
Bantineq, de Cuba, and then loft the pier beeause
they were ouly offored the new rates,  In the morn-
ing the steamer Benefuctor arrived, and was being
discharzed during the day by the crew and a fow
Itatians, The downtown pier of the Anehor Line

was in o swate of confuston all day. Piled
high on  every side  were  boxes of mer-
chuudise, and lIying along the river front

Varges loaded with freight,  The Cirenssia was -
vortised 1o sail to-dny for Glasgow, bnt it was -
possilile ti get the freieht on bosrd in time. The
entire crew was at work, and abont a hall dozen
pew men were emploved, Tt was finaliy decided to
post pone the date of swiling pntil Monday, At the
uptown pier of the Anchor Line the steamer Elynin
was loading for London,  There were about forty
wen at work, hut most of them were of the regular
erew. Ouly nine new men were engaged at the
new rafes.

MR, VANDERBILT'S WESTERN TRIP.

REPORIED CONTROL OF THE CHICAGO AND
NORTHWEST AND LEASE OF THE CHICHGO AND
ALTON ROADS,

The movements of William L Vanderbilt in the
West were freoly discnssed in financial cirele  yes-
terday, It wos generally conceded that hoe had
seotred enough stock and proxies to obtat, a foot-
hold in the directory of the Chicago and Northwess
Rosd at the annnal election, which takes vlace at
Chicago on  June 0. This, 1t 1& elaimed,
will open up the granarics of Jlowa snd
other Western States, anl make the Chicaso
and  Northwest Road an  important  feede:
to the New-York Central. By this toad it iscluimed
thut the Now-York Contral also secures two more
Chicago conuections aud a direet hue to Omalia
through the lowa Valley. The friends of both Wil-
liam H. Vanderbilt and Jay Gonld yesterday denied
the reported alhance hetwesn thew, anc it was
slated that Mr. Vauderbllt wus operating to secare
along lease of the é.’hlr:nuu and Alton Koud, which
runs from Chicago to St. Louis, g0 as to obtain a St,
Lows conneetou in place of the Wabash route, now
in the combination which is endeavoriug 1o orgin-
ige a new Sonthern Truok Line,

These 1in a position to know staied that it would
be dithienlt 1o secure control of the Clicigo and Al-
ton stock, as it was mostly beld for investion:, the
bulk of it bemg owned insnd aronnd Nerwich,
Conn. It was thought that a lease might be ar
ranged o gnarantee of pernsuent dividends on
the stock, and of (he iutersst on the bonded debt,
bat o no other wave It was ared that as the
