Almonds were also pro-
tected by polson, cultivitors gencerally sewing the hitter
Xind, as the eweet kind was eaten by wice. Other
plants were protectod, not Ly siroug poisuias, but by
powe aromatio substaves, The fennel, anlse nwnd earra-
way sceds were exaoples of this, which were uol vaten
by the irds on that acconut. Tue lime, which was pro-
teoted by Lhils arotns, was uble to grow wild aml bold its
own any whore, whereas tha orangs, the eitron wml the
olive required W be carefully preserved and watched,
The wint was another cxnmple of o piaut protscted
