The resnlt of the investigations of the po-
oo and other officials in regard to the Hull
murder, 18 summed up below. At the inguest
o-day important evidence is expected to be
presented, but it is uncertein whether or not
arrests will be made immediately, as no eon-
lusive proof of the guilt of any person has
yet been obtained,  Sorosis has adopted reso-
lutions m regard to Mrs. Hull's death.

WIAT TUE AUFHORITIES KNXOW ANI» WHAT THEY

While the leading police officinls engaged on the
jnvestigation of the Hall cnse, and Coroner Wolt-
man, who will hold an inquest to-day, do not hesi-
tate to admit that the most startling and pensa-
tional revelntions are to ba fortheoming they care-
olle eonceal from the reporters the positive
ey u.iuurf whieh they Lave collected nud are formuo-
lating for presontment to the Coroner’s jury. It is
not concealod, however, that ou the evidence to he
submitted to-luy, oue or more arrests may e
ordered of persons who have been long ceenpants of
the houss in which Mes, Hull was murdered, and
cneof whom lhas been o withess in the inguest,
Precisoly what this evidence will be the anthoriiics
will not state in anything like positive terms; they
Ao nol elaim that 1t s more than ecirenmatanutial,
and are not satisied that it is complete cuough to
Justify them in the minds of the pnblic. Yel they
bielieve that the step will bs necessary to unravel

finully what is spoken of as one of the most extra-

erdinaty in the bricf category of ** unnsnal orimes.”

in answer to inguiries asto the nature of this
evidence, from negative replies by vavions officials,
pot only of the polics, but also of the Ceroners’ and
and Distriet-Attorney’s officers, it appenrs that the
following faets have besn secepted by iho police as
already conclusively established :

L. Ihe murderer Yived 1u the honse, or wos ad-
mitted to it by some one within—=There wus no
ey idenes whatever of forcible entry; none of con-
cealment in the house for any length of time pre-

vious to the commission of tha erime.
The doors, which were found open, had
not been foreed, and if & person  bad

entered by means of keys, lie wonld have required
two kovs, 68 the locks on the onter and the inner
door wers different,  They were of complicated pat-
terns, and it would have been iwpossible to muke
keys from woax nnpressions,

1L The object of the murder was not robhery.—
The most valuable artieles were leit belond ; these
could have been easily carried away, and conld
have been more readily disposed of in the eraecilile
of the “ receiver® or “ fence” than the wateh or
other jewelry taken.

1L The murder was accomplished by suffoca-
tion, not strangulation.—If strangnlation had been
employed the prints of the fingers or the bruises of
the rope employed on the throut would have been
appurent ot the hour when the body was found.
There were no snch bruises, Btrong as Mrs, Hull
was, a very mnch smaller person, taking her at a
disndvantage when asieep, could have held her
gecurely and prevented her from crying out for
Lielp either with n pillow or a shawl thrown over
her head. A shawl, ealled by the Coroner a ** hreak-
fast shawl.” was found over the hoad of the corpss,
The strips of eloth or linen tied over the month and
aronnd the neck were not the canse of death, as
they were too loosely drawa to stop either Lreath-
{ng or cries for help.

1V. The body was hound and gogged after and
not befors death.—This Is apparent from the fact
that there were no bruises about the ankles, whers
they were fastened very loosely. In a struggle
with the murderer engaged in thus binding ber,
the flesh must have inevitably been inflamed aud
perhaps bruised, Many mioutes must bave been
oceupied 1o tying the body n the eluborate mun-
wer in which it was found seeured.

V. The murderer was not a professional burelar,
or athief of any kind.—This is conclusive, vot only
from the fact above eitud that the most valuable
articles were left bebind, but from the further fuct
of the eluborste tying of the body, A thief would
pot have taken steps to bind either an unconscions
or dead person, but would have made off as soon as
pomsible after socuring all his booty. A thief might
possibly huve taken precantions to leave what evi-
denee he could to throw suspicion upon inmates of
the hiouse, und this couid have been doune by leav-
tng any small trinket or serap of dressat the door
of uuy of the inmates; but he would not have tuken
palus by leaving the deors open, to indicate that
the erime had been committed by some one who had
ledt the house, Al the signs found seemed to lead
to the conelusion that afior the oflence the mur-
derer hind Yeft the house,

VL The murderer committed the offence by the
Yight of & candle obtained either from the servants’
rooms or frow the room oceupted by Dr, Hull.—Drops
of spermnceti were found upon the nighit-dress of Mis,
Tull, They were not from the candle found in her
rooim, whieh had not been lighted. They were not
of the same materin! as the eandle in Mm. Hinll's
woomn  Candles of the sume material were foaud in
tlie servants’ rooms and in that of Dr. Hall, aud i
these only, There were reporis carrent that simi-
lar drops were found npon the irments of D, Hull,
bat they are probably uutrue.

VIE The wurder is set down in the entagory of
* annsual erimes ™ beeanse of the absoves of any
apparcnt motive (that of robbery being rejected)

ATNGUMENTR POR AND AGAINST THE OFFICERS OF
THE INTERNATIONAL TRUST COMPANY—1HE

VERDICT,

At the trisl of Indian Commissioner E, A, Hayt,
Charles M. Field and Franeis D). Karr, the direetors
of the Internstional Trust Company, yesterday, in
Jorsey City, Goorge E. Horn, o lnwyer of this city,
testified thut the dock property at Oswego, owned
Ly the company, was velued at 30,000 in 1872,
and that it rented for $1,500 in 1878,

Proseentor MeGill made the fivst argument for the
State. o claimed that, while paper yard-measures
were efrenlating, bearing o statement that the paid-
wp capital of the company fonthe sernrity of ta de-

w-ltors was 8200,000, there wus @ defieit of
260,000, sl that by the depreciation in the vilne
of the eompany’s real eatate the deficiency subse-
quently reached ®110,000. The statement viren-
lated on tho paper measurcs Was contrary
ta law, and deceived the depositors, Conn-
sellor Dos Dussos, of this oity, made the open-
ine nreuwent on the side of the defendants, He
was fullowed by ex-Governor Dedle, They denied
thit it had been proved that the defendants had
ciren latod the statement with the intent to defrand.
The officers of the company believed that the
canital was paid np, aud witiesses had testified thnt
the tnatitution could pay in timeall of its Habllities
out of ils asscts, Waslington B, Williams, who
examined the assots and the labilities, had recom-
wended to Chintieellor Runyon that the offivers be
allowed to wind upits afairs, and the Chancellor
Lind 8o deetded,

BIAMES WITHERS AND EXCITES THE TEMIFS

TUOUS VOORNEES—ME. BLAINE DEMANDS FAIR

WasmNarox, June 17.—Senntor Withers, of Vie-
ginia, presented a pitiful spectacle this evening as
he songht by every little subterfuges which Lis in-
gennity coull suggest to wvoid making wn in-
telligent reply to a plain and proper parlinmentary
guestion addressed to him by Senator Conkling,

The Beuwator from Virginia was in charge of
the Army Appropriation bill, a position which
made it his  duty to  explain  the pro-
visions of the measnre to other Senators, The polits
jeal feature of the bill contained in the Lfth section,
as amended by the Sonate Committee, alone re-
mained for consideration, Senator Conkling ealled
upon the Senator in el arge of the hill to explain the
meaning and intandsd operation of the phrass “io
be nsed as @ police force to keep the pesce at the
polls”

Mr. Withers roplied that it was o work of super-
erogation for him to attempt to enlighten the Sen-
ator from New-York upon the legal mesuing of the
provision. He beheved, however, that if was -
tended to forbid the use of the Army as a police
force to keop the peace at the polls.

Renator Conkling asked if it meant that althongh
the Army conld not be empluyed to keep the peaco
as a police foree at the polls, it could, nevertholess,
be employed to keep the peace at at the poils.

Mr, Withers replied that if the Army was used
any other capacity than as a police furce there was
no inhabition,

Agnin and again Senator Conkling explained that
lie was nol asking what words were contalned in
the section referred to, as Le conld read them for
himself, but that he wished to know which one of
two meanings was to be given to the ambigeous
phirase 1o be used s u police force to keep the
peace at the poils.”

Mr, Withers, with a look of shame, reiterated
over and over with slight variations the substance
of Lits reply.
