THE COURTs TO BE KEPT OPEN.
EO ORTTRUCTION OF DSUAL BUAINEES PROMANLE—
VIIWS OF GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS,
IRY TELEGREAIN TO THE TRIBUNE.|

Wasuinagros, July 2.—The National Republican
will tosmorrow contsin an important article known
to rofloct the views of a prominent offieial in regard
to the condition in whieh the courts are placed by

Consultation with various officers of the Govern-
ment, ineluding the aceounting officers, who lave
to pass npon tho construction of the law, shows that
the Attorney-Gieneral will suocerd 1 kesping the
eonrts open for all usnal business, This attewpt
will b made under a construction of section 3,670
of the Revised Statutes, to the effect that the see-
tion does ot prohbit the fulfilment of the iutent
of tho existing law, slthongh it plainly forbids the
expenditure of Any woney in excess of approprin-
tioms, It reads as follows :

duty nnder the reguirements of the existivg law o
which o “fee fs aunexed, 1t §s further argued
that the Hability of the United Btates inearred by
the service of such a process for the performar
snon duty, for such fees, s not in the voture of a
eontract within the meaning of this seetion, It is
wlso waintamed that an oficer whe incars this Labil-
ity, which s a remote one dependiog upon the action
of Congrees 1tkell for its complete recogmition, will
be held guiltloss of gny infraction of the section in
question, and that he caunot do otherwise undor his
oath of office than to execute the mandaies of the
courts, In other words, 1t i= elaimed that the ful-
filment of the existing laws and their fathful exe-
cution in the adwimistration of justice, sre the par-

smoutit duty of marshuls despite the falnre of Cot-

If von stund aloof and fry
politely to tathom the sources of all this lnmenta-
tion, you get various suswers but not ek satis-
faeton, **Are you oot sorry for the poor young
mn and for s mother ¥ ertes the yonog ludy to
w Lot you apoeal, By all means,” Lsay, "“lawmsony
for every young man whe gets himself killod in
this foolish war, and for his mother. But why
whonld 1 be more sorry for this lust than for the
2,500 who have perished befora lim in the same
guarrel 17 To whioh I edu get no reply exeopt that
in stuch sad el renmstances 1 ought not to Lring in
politics.

Unbappily, politics are of the essence of the
whole business. Our fricnd who eoumposes his
editorials on that nucasy ship does not hit the truth
when he says the Prince 8 Frauee,  While he lived
he was the wost dapgerons cnemy Frovee had.
His death simplifies the political situntion in
France as no other single event coull have
doue, It breaks asunder the Bonapartist faction,
It consolidates the Republic which that faction
strove to destroy.  Ouly yesterday it lowdesr elisin-
pion, M. Panl de Cassagnuc, procluimed in the trib.
une of the Natwonal Assembly that bie voied lur the
rettrn of the Chinmiers to Puris simply because be
Loped it might prove a disaster to the fepublic. In
the goueral interests of free specch, 1t iy be neo-
essiary Lo tolerate the tusolent eyuleism of M. Iaul
de Cassagnne, but 1 kuow of no interest dear to a
Republican requiriog of Mm a profession of rogret
that the head of & clique thus opealy avowing itsulf
truitorous has been laid low,

To the boy bimself, no wan bad any manner of
aulmosity, But then neither wonld England be
monening for him wore he merely the well-bred,
woll-tanght, well-meaning young main whow oue
used 1o moet at Woolwleh and in sttt London
hunses, The mourning is not fur the boy, but for
the Prince, for the Pretender to the throne of
Fruanee, sud in thit I ean take no part.

as his exile Insted. He took counsel with mone of
the party leaders, M. Rouher, his adviser-in-chiof,
first lieard thaot the plan was in contemplation when
he beard that 1o hwl become a fAxed deciston,
No  remonstrances could move the Prinee,
o ascms to have Inberited some of ks
father's  patient  obstinacy.  The late Eui-
peror hud o habit of listening sileutly to
advies and then going his own road.  His son did
the same. Ilis wotber's entreatics had no more
welgint with hin than the weighty political wrgu-
ments adduced aguinst his rush enterprise. Fity
lita fate Ly all means, but pity foran individual is
one thing ; the welfare and permanence of the one
great Hepublic of Europe s another wud much moro

fmportant thing, It fs this latter which the Eng-
lish, in the plemituds of thelr sympathy with
prineely and royal woes, forget. Possibly they
forget also that this youug Bonaparte was fight-
ing in a quareel not his own—in a spirit of ad-
venture better snited to Middle Age notions than
to ours, I must add that there is a strong feeling
that the poor fellow might have been saved had his
eseort stood by lim. At the first Zulu vollay they
monnted and fled; never stopping to seo whether
the Prince was up or not, His horse waa fright-
encd by the bullets as horsss generally are, and
restive, Hetors awny riderless, The Prince ran
on foot a littlo way, but was soon overtaken and
killed, There were nsseral wounds on his body,
but no bullet had touched him. Itisa pitinble
bunsiness, surely.

It is ton snon to say whether the eallapse of Tm-
perialism tn Franee will prove eompleta or partial,
but it is eartain that the Prince’s death has dealt a
henvy blow at the fortunes of that soheming snd
eolfish eligue to whom his uame wos a flag. They
will hold together ns long as they enn, They may
rally around Pines Victor, the son of that Prince
Jeroma Napoleon who fsmore hated by Bonapart-
ists  than by anybody else—to  whom the
Chisellinrst  Prince left  Wa  protensions by
will; an net, prohably, of no walidity. More
probably they will fail to unite, and the
band will disperse to seel: each lis personal fortnnes
04 best ho may, What scems still more certain is
that their support in the country—snel support as
they still had—will rapidiy fall away from them,
Fewer aud fower Bonapartists will be retarned to
tho ' tambers, Prince Jerome himself had given
it bis nidhesion to the Republio—as Philippe Egalité
in Bis time and perbaps with sfmilar views, had
done, 8o, with qualifications, hud Baron Hanss-
monn.  Inone wiy or suother the process of disin-
tegration will go on. 1 Bngland will presently
put herdamp pocket-handkerchicfs away and console
hersell with tho reflection thut her real intercsts
wore in no manner bound up with those of a Prince
whose only lope of Empire lay in provoking eivil
war atong her enstomers.  England, liko the rest
of the worlid, bas every resson to desire that Franee
may he peneeful nd prosperons nnder the Govern-
ment of whieh this departed Nupoleon was the
