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HOW MORE MONEY CUTS DOWN WAGES.

The wlea that chonp money brings high wages
Anenives mnny laborers,  Sharp exporisnce should
have tanght them, long ago, to look belind the
pimnber to the real value of the dollars paid. It is
not in ** thash times,” as bank records prove, that
labor adds most to 115 savings, It is not at such
times that strikes are rare and laborers oontented,
Labor never really prospere, excopt when tho cost
of living is low, wud hut little ehanged from month
month,  Then only ean workmen get wages
onongh to meet their needs, and to leave themsome-
thing vesides for 8 ratny day. Then only do care
aud thrift prevail.  For the workers, there is inov-
itable misonief in all sbarp changes. The cost of
hving nlters suddenly, but wages chanee slowly.
Sndden ehanges tor the botter hread habits of ex-
tenvagance, pe surely as warm, moist weather starts
weels in o neglested garden. With sndden ehang
for the worse, Inbor is pinched, and strikes, in which
it losas hoth thme and savings, at onco beeoms fro-
quant. How can labor thrive, under the violent
changes which oheap money sarely brings b As well
expect landsmen ot sea to have quiet stomache dur-
ing astorm.

Would #1.000 a day in Confederate notes he high
wages! Of conrse .ot, for the paper would buy
nothing, Wages do uot mean bits of paper, but
broad and weat, clothing and rent.  Capitalists can
put awny donhtful dollars in a safe, and wait in the
hope that they may becoms good. But laborers
have to uso their dollars at onece in buying, and if
they Luy little, wages are 'ow, no matter how many
bits of paper eallod dollars may be paid. High wages,
in the trie sense, mean wages that will buy a large
snpply of the necessaries of life. But men who want
cheap money want i on purpose to make high
prices, General Ewing for lands, eoal and ivon, and
Solon Chase for stoers and hogs, beef, pork, grain
and vogotables, That is, they want to eut down the
wages of workingmen, Mr. Chase finds fanlt be-
oause, from eattle sueh as his, workingimen ge!
atonks nt 20 conts a pound, and wants to go back
to olieap money, 8o that they may have to pay 40
cents, With other things to matoh, that wonld re-
duce thelr wages jnst one-half, ¥

But off they get no Inerense T Aftar n time, but
even then never enough to escapo losa, Thia fs ve
theory, Experience Las been teaching the lesson
for seveuteen years, that cheap money always puts
up prices wore than wages, and thus makes wisges
really smaller,  OfMieial reports of the Labor Burean
of Massachusetis, of the IMon, D, A, Wells when
United Siates Spocial Commissinner of the Revenne,
and of the Burean of Statistics on Labor in Entape
and Ameriea, give the facts in a vast body, Ther
prove, in brivf, that wages rose 60 per cent with in-
flation from 1860 te 1567, but retail prices rose HO
por cont.  After brief contraction, the wilstion con-
timed unts) the erash in 1873, thongh the pagwr
doliar heenme more vadualile with Repabliesn vie-
torice and the rising eredit of the patton. Hat in
1872 wages were (ils per cont higher than in 1560,
while rotail prices were pearly 97 ver cont Incher.
Now we have retarned to the hanl-mopey hasis,
But wages are 24l per cent higher than in 1800,
while retall prices are only 1432 por cent highor
The menning of these fignres is this: I the wnges
padd In 1560 wonld bay 10,000 pounds of articles
embracing all the yeecssarivs of life, in proportion
as ordmarily nsed, then the wages of 1867 wonld
by only 5,421 peands, in hke propertion, aud 1he
wiges of 1572 wonld buy only 6,550 ponnds, while
the wages of 1870 wonld by 10,565 pounds,  That
1a the workingmen could bay eme-cighth less, in
quantities of things needed, with the *“higher”
wages of 1867, and nearly enc-thivd liax with the
“higher ™ wages of 1572, than with the wages of
1560, But they oan now by, with ** lower™” wages,
over one-trclfth more thny they conld buy with the
wages of 1500, In these fow fyures is given the
weat of wany elaborate oflicial reports,  Chegp
money actually cut down the wazes of workingaen
one-sixth by 1567, and one-thind by 1872, No
wonder the panie came! And yet some working-
men hopethat eheap money wili give thom * hicher
wages agun Hard money has really rpised the
pay of workungwen, in the quantities of supplies
whieh wages will buy, more thun one-third since
172, Nowonder the hope and enerey of labor are
now reviving., Yot there are some who waut more
money uud less hread.

This entting down of wages by cheap money, it is
woll tosee, is largely becanse of the wider gop
which cheap money makes between retail and
wholssale prices.  According to the reconls of Lae
Jowrne! of Commeroe, which ombrace wholesale prives
of abont <ixty chief artteles of commeres, the sun
required st different thwes to bay ke guantitios of
ther all would bave bden $100, May 1, 1560;
