Mr. Jefterson Davis is a singularly inoppor-
tune person.  No man was ever o unfortunnte
in the times and cirenmstances of Lis publie
pppearances, and no man ever fuiled so o
hold togethier. He seems to have the alallty
ta be conspieaons, but to fall just short
always of being great. With a little more
Didanee he might bave been fumous; as it is,
be is merely notorfous.

one that hwd been reconstructed ; oand nlmos
inconcelvable that any other wan who lind
made these particnlar Vlunders shonld, while
posing before his own people us a martyr, so
practice upon the credulity of =till anotlicr
woman ns to make himself her legutee to
the exclusions of her lawful heirs, It was
Artemns Ward, we Dbelieve, who said i
“ would have been five dollurs in Jefl’ Davig's
* pucket if he'd never boen born  However
that way be, it seems ecertain that it would
have been ore than that in his pocket iF he
bad pot survived the war. It s manifestly
one of the deepest revenges ever brought in
by the whirligig of Time, that while Abaham
Lincoln died by the assassin’s hand at the
very calmination of his work, in the fulness
of his fame, Jefferson Davis was spared by
the mognaniuity of his eaptors to illustrate
the httleness of his own character and
emblazon the ftolly of his carcer. There
is no man now living to whom egilence and
retirement would be so becomingy none who
a0 persistently breaks the one and emerges
from the other with such invariably fatal ef-
fect to hlmswlf and his friends.
