THE OLDEST CAMP IN THE TERRITORY.

PHILIIPSBULG AND THE VARIOUS ENTYRPRISES
WIHICH SUPPORT IT=THE NOPE MINE] 1TS HIS-

Prniipssore, Mont., sept. 25.—Those were
romarkable wen who came to Montana mixteen or
eveuTEOD Yeurs age in search of the yellow dust
Not even the old Furty-uiners of Califoraia dis-
vlaved more plack or endured greator hardslims
thau the pioneors in this Territory. They went al-
most everswhere and they saw evervthing., Por-
tious of the poantry that now are remote or hive
renlly been opened to white men within the past
twa ot three years were prospected over in 1864, '45
and 08, and more thorouglly explized than some
of L valleys 1o which the larger towns ure now
witunled had been ot that tiwe. The duriug enter-
prise of theso early ptlgrims, their keen olwervation,
which allowed nothing to pass aunotined, and thelr
inidusiry 1 staking out clums, acconut for the fact
that very few new miniog districts are tow diseov.
enad by the lntor explorers, New mines are fonnd,
bt no matter how emote or inacerssible the de
posits of the precious metals may be, sowe old pros-
peotor, who was following up ihe eufions and
gulobes 4long fu the sixties, climlving the woantuains
and peoetrating their wost difenlt fastuvsses, is
pretty sure 1o bave been there before, sl o hove
kuown of the lewds winch are just now becoming
valuahle,

Pindiipebure ls, T beliove, the oldest silver camp
th Montata,  Some prospectars eamped on the
preseut site of the town along in 1503 or 1566, and
drove their stakes all over the mountains, and not
more than two venrs afterward the first s:lver will
in the Terrrtory was estalilished bere, amd hias been

on the esat or Missoari Kiver slope of the mun
suge of the 2ocky Monntaius,  Phillipsburg
lirs on the western or Coltinbia River side of
the divide ahont 100 miles sonthwest of Helena.
To reach it the traveller after louving tho capital
r must cross the motsntains to Dear Lodge, go thetice
to New-Chiengo, an hmportant town o the Hell
Guate River, and after stay ing over pight in ooe of
the most noeomfortable of country taverns over ji-
vemied, tuke passage the next worning on a rickety
old mail-wagon, which, if Le s favored by fortuye,
will land Lim in this little town about noon the
same day.

The crossing of the rapge betwren falena and
Iwer Lodge 18 the most rugeed and diffienlt of all I
have seen in the Territory, Look at a map of Mon-
tuhia ;o sce bow the back-bone of the esutinent
divides 1t from north to smth with spurs avd
smaller ranges of momutains jotting ont from it and
apparently ¢overing {15 entire area frem the mouth
of the Yellowstone River on the cast to FPend

over, that most of the roads mt
for curriages, snd that the easies: and =
trivel ta on the back of a bhorse or a snre-footod
mule., But such a conclodon will by no muaus Le
correct. The natural romds of Montana, except on
a few romtes over which great quantites of freight
are hanled, are probubly the best in the world. The
soil genemally eontiins fust enough  fine geavel to
keop the roads han! and prevent them fromn becoti-
ing wuddy, and in the valleys the carringe-way is
penernily as  smooth ns o carefally cared-fur
wmacadamzed road in the States, The monntain
Piasses, too, ure Temarkably low sud the approaches
to thetn easy. It ls rarely that any of the priuncipad
ronils of the Territory eross the ranges at » higher
elevation than 6,500 feet, nnd [ believe that there
wnot o single poass in Montana that excceds 7,000
foet, A= the wverage altitudeof the vallove is
anotl 4,000 feet, it will be seen that the elimibing
to get over the mountains cannot be very diffienit.

The elevation of the Deer Lodge Pass is 6,200
fuet, und us the mouutain raoge on the east side
riseé abruptiy from the vailey, of which the alti-
il b 4,200 feer, the rosd, ns [ have already said,
18 vere siaep.  As we began to climb the mountain,
wo pinnged into a thick growth of timber, smong
which the fallen trees and grauite houlders were
piled up in the wildost confusion. 1 believe thar
the theory ia that these enormots masses of rounded
granite ware left on the mountain sides hy anclent
giaclers; and it is o remarkable fact thut they are
found on the sides and even on the summits of
limestoue monstains near which there are no
granite hills from whioh 1t would seem that they
coitld bave come. On the Lodign Pass they
almost cover the ground, or are piled up in enor-
mons pyraide, whose rugeed forms, seen throngh
the trees and cuderbirush, make the landscape as
wild and romantic us the wost enthusisstic seare
siter the picturesque could desire, After climbing
1he mountain side for an hour or more, foliowing
the Egning Toad, catehing hore and there en.
chanting views of the vallevs bhelow, we cuue ont
of the woods near the spmmit, upon s purk-like
area. paodreds of 4eres in oXtent, destitute of trees,
bt soversd with tall, thick bunch-grass, on which
cartle or horses wonld grow fat but for the cold
winds that sweep deiosd 1t even duriug the bhot days
uf Summer.

THE IMVIDE OF THK CONTINENT,

Thiz was the top of the Hockr Monntains. Near
the road on the left-hand side two elumps of willows
covering a few gores ench pnsh ont into the grass
opposite one to the other, and bebind each strotolivs
a narrow line of the same slender bushes until it is
lost to the timber. Here s the parting of the
waters. In the springs on oue side rises Ten Mile
Urealt, 8 tribntary of the Missonri, and from those
on the other. within sn easy stone’s throw and with
no perceptible elevation between, ows Blackfoot
Creck, o tributary of the Columbii. A small diteh
which a man could dig in o few days wordd turn
one stream into the other, This Las been done for
miing purposes ut Divide, where a considerable

of Silver How with water,

The Deer Lodge siude of the range js an open
conntry, with a comparatively gradpal descent from
the top of the mountain over @ suecession of grass-
covered betiches to the Deer Lodge or Hell Gate
KRiver. The wiunle of this country, exeept at the
summit, containg execllent grazing land, npon which
already feed thommnds of fine cattle.  Deer Lodge
Valley, o lurge part of which may be seen from the
pass, 18 whont forty miles long sud ten niiles wide,
and is very fertile and prodoetive. The town of
the satoe Baie wos once the centre of umpartant
placer mining OprrAtions, but is now ctielly de-
pendent npon the surrsnnding sgricultural eonntry
for suppurte 1o s pretuily laud out, has sowe fine
buiidings for a far-West town, und ita populativn
