General Grant arrived at Chicago vesterday
from Galena and was publicly and enthusias-
tically received by the peoplo of the vity, re-
gardless of party. The city was profusely
decorated, and the procession was very long,
An address of welcome was deliverad by
the Mayor of the city. In the even-
jng, the veterans of the Army of the
Tennessee gave the General a special Tecep-
tion of their own. General Sherman presided.

A HEARTY PUBLIC DEMONSTRATION,
FO POLITICAL SIGNIFICANCE TO THE RECEPTION=—
THE PROCESSION—TIIE ARMY REUNION AND TOR
EXERCISES OF THE eVENING,

Cmcago, 1ik, Nov. 12.<The morning which has
long been looked forward to us inanguriation day of
the festivitios attending the snnnal meeting of the
Army of the Tonvessee, opened with a duil sky. Up
to & g, m, the tain fell in brisk showers, Toward §
o'clock, the sky became brighter and the sun came
ont at times, making the prospect more favorable,
but it afterward rained again,

At 1004 ., the Army of the Tennessee hegan its
sunnn] meeting at headquarters in the Palwer
Howse, General Sherwan presided. Genols! Wi
F. Strong informed the 450 members prosent that
they were to act as o gaard of honor to Genernl
Grant, and to follow him when he left the lne of
the procesdon. Owing to the short time left for
prrangoments, the business mecting was adjonrned
until 4 o’clock and the rest of the session waos tuken
up in arranging the details of the procession,

T reception to General Grant constituted the
feature of the day's exercises, The reception wis
eutirely devold of politieal  siguificance.  The
sireets along the line of march were profusely
decornted with omblems of welcome and of con-
gratulation, The newspaper oflices generally were
Lung with flags, buntive and evergreens, and the
theatres were also ||||l|r.-:.-lr'-’- consplinons in m Listio
decorations. Searcely o nilding along the liue of
mwiareh laeked some sort of decoration,

The trmn from Galena, containuyg General Grant,
arvived at Park Row, on the South Side, prowptly
ot 1 o mi, the General coming in the special car of
President Ackerman, of the Hlinoia Central, At
this time the rain was fallivg bheavily, but in n few
mitntes the elonds lifted and thesun shone bri_htly.
General Grant ahighted and took a seat in the cnr-
riage provided for bim. ‘'The procession at ouce
moved in the following ordor:

The procession moved from Park-row north
throngh Micligan-ave, to Washington-st., thence
through State, Lake, Clark, Washington, Franklin,
Monroe, LaSalle, Mudison, Dearborn, Adams, Clurk,
Van Buren, State, and Muadison-sts, and Wabush-
ave., nntil dismissed, i

General Grant left the procession at the Palmer
House, and reviewed it from a temporary baleony.
The procession was of snck length as to require over
twa honrs to pass the hotel. There was o dense and
appronative crowd along the whaole line of march,
which checred the notable membors and organiza-
tions of the procession, mving the ke mdest applause
to Generals Grant, Shenuoan and Sheriaan.

After the review, Gen ral Grant was formally
wolcomed by Mayor Harrison, who spoke in the ro-
tunda of the Palmer Honse, The Mavor weleomed
him as one of the most renowned of American citi-
gens, whose jonrney aronnd the world had been
watehed with feelings of eratitication Decanse Lis
passport had been simply that of an Awerican
eitizen, He alluded to the services of General
Grant duving the late war, to his generosity toward
Goneral Lee, aud to his elevation to the Presidency.

Like the Immoris
Washitgton, you rose from the lower walks of
pasasd through nll the military grades until you co

The recoption given by the Bociety of the Army
of the Tennessoo to Getneral Grant took place this
evening at Haverly’s Theatre., The anditorium
was beautifully decorated with flaes, festoons
of flowers und wrentha, On efther side o the stage
was the inscription, in evergreens, * Welcome to
the Society of the Army of the Tennessee,” and
sbove the centre of the stage was * Welcome, Con-
mander.,” There was aiso upon the stage n rop
resentation of the battle-gronnd back of Vieks-
burg, in chargs of Boys in Blue, whe
guarded the approaches, dolog regular sentry
duty. The ground was strewn with monitious
of war, fascines, ete, There were ulso arranged on
each side of the staee and facing the audience, life-

size portrats of President Lineoln and General
Thomas, High above all, on large hanners, were in-
soribed the names of the hattlefields with which
the Army of the Tennesseo are so well acquainted.
Loeschi’s military hand supplied the musie.

The immense building was crowded with an an-
diemee whioh, upsn the arrival of Geueral Grant
amd stafl, broke into hearty applanse, Upon the
stae wore seated many of s promiment oflicers,
including Genernls Sherman and Sheridan. Gov-
ernor Cullom, Mayor Hurnson and other digni-
turies wore ilso !lnm-m. :

A MAN DISCOVERED WITH TWO WOUNDS NEAR THE
HEART,

The body of a man about thirty-five years
oldl, with brown hair, wnstache and chin-whiskers, nnt
dressed in o bive alagonal enlt, was found yesterday
worning pear the Port Chester Railroad track st One-
tondred-nnd-forty-second-st.

CHARGES OF EMBEZZLEMENT MADE.

AFPIDAVITS OF THE OFFICERS OF THE FIRST NA-
TIONAL BANK OF HACKENSACK—DAIL FUR-
NIEHY D IN SIX THOUSAND DOLLARS.

Charles H. Voorhis, Congressinan from the Vih
Distriet of Now-Jersoy, who failed three weeks ago
for $300,000, was arrested Tuesday mormng upon
the ehurge of embezzling moneys belonging to the
First National Bauk of Hackensuck, of which he was
president until recently. The arrest was made by
Deputy United States Marshal  MeDonalds, of
Passade, upon the affidavits of Mr. De Groot, chale-
man of the board of stockholders, and Cashier
Brower of the bank. The affidavits set forth that
Mr. Voorhis took the collaterals of two loans, of
5,000 and of 4,300, made to himself, and
raisedd  money  on  them. He then paid the
note of #4,500, leaving the other anpaid nmd nnses
cured, and used the remuinder of the money for
private purpoises, Thess affidavits were sworn to
befors  Judge Skinner, of Hackensack, who s
United States Commissioner for the district, and
Mr. Voorhis was taken incharge by the marshal,
s bail was fixed st $10,000, and pending its
b raleed he was kept under surveillance by the
marshall or his deputy, at bis own nouse, Yestor-
day afternoon at 2 o'clock, motion was made bo-
fore Judge Skinner to have the bail reduced to
#0,000, and there befng no opposition Lhis was
granted, Mr, Voorhis's father snd brother, Henrey
H. and Garret Voorhis, then beeame bondsmen for
bt aned e wos pelegsed,

Efforts were unsnecessful last evening to see Mr,
Voorlus at his resi o in Mame-st,, Hackensack,
At sn early hour a Trinuxe reposter was told that
Mr, Voorhis was thoronghly exhausted and had
gons 1o hed and eould not be disturbed,  His busi-
