"The Central Pacific Railroad Company et
" al., appellants, wvainst Albeit (Jail.din."
This opinion im a lemaikal.ly fotcible state-

nunt of the qtntdion pending in that MM be¬
tween the United Mutes tod the (tntral j
Pacific Company, and it *< ll forth the rights
and duties of the Company and of the Uov-
cninicnt with singular fJoatBtOS. We OOarfoM
that the reasoning in hiinporl of th" decision
of the majority do< a not Steal to have been
presented ns vet with equal foree.
The question at issue was as to the validity

of the Ad of May 7, 1*~s, known as

the Thartnoa Ai t,, by which it was pro¬
vided that the whole of the compensa¬
tion for transportation of Government supplies
and troops should l»e retained, and that UÖ
jkt cent of the net earnings of the Company
should be paid into the Treatary, both to be
applied toward the paypictit of the bonds
issued in aid of the Company. Almost evcry-
lMfdy will say at ürst bin-h. it is probable,
that the corporation in question, having been
created and inmnioudy btoefited by the Uov-
ernment, ought to be subjected to any pro¬
visions deemed necessary by (Vug;ess lor the
protection of the holders of bonds indorsed
by the Covcmmcnf. But the Central Pacific
was and is a corporation created by the laws
of the State of California, and, unlike the
Union Pacific, it does not owe existence or

support to United States enactment. There
has been a great deal of BOOfURrOn of rpRRnn-

Mgg as to these two roads, winch Mr. Justice
Field endeavors to remove by his statement.
The Central Paetlt w as chattered by Cali¬
fornia, ami all its relations with the Govern¬
ment, Judge Field holds are those of simple
contract. The Government offered to pay the
Company certain sums, and to five it certain

aid, if it would build a road to connect with
the Union Fucitic, and it family performed its
part of the compact. Now the United Spates
alters the term* of the contract, both in de¬

Mr. Field mtiin-
tains, were unwarranted, uncoustiiutional ami
im quitable.

It is evident that the United States ought
to be governed, in dealing atth any corpora¬
tion whetcver, where its relations are those
of simple contract, by the same conditions
and restraints which would exist between
two individuals. The legislative authority
has no power to construe or interpret
contracts made by itself ; that is a

judicial function which can be prop¬
erly diacharftd m.ly by the courts,
whether the matter nlh cta corporation or

a person. If the Government can ( hange its
contract iu one respect it eun in any other,
and it follows that no bargain can be made
which the (Jovtrnmeiit is bound to respect,
ücpmliators have insisted upon this, but men

of sound mind have not pretended, except as

to railroad corporations, that (he Government
bound itself to nothing, and that the other
party only v..is leid by the bargain.

11 the l'oveinmeiif can take the use of any
part of the money of the Company, otherwise
than as the original contract provides, it can

take any other part. .Judge Fold urges that
this is virtually taking private property for
pnblic uftc without due process of law, and
wc confess wo do not ROC how lie can lie
satisfactorily answered. The opinion is en¬

riched, on this and other -minis, with elabo¬
rate citations. It is held, too, tint the Gov¬
ernment has no power to impair the obliga¬
tion of compacts, and a \> r> forcible quotation
from Alexander Hamilton's works is given,
ending thus: " It is, m the try, impossible to
" reconcile the two ideas of it promise irhirh
" oblige* with a power to make a laic which can
" rar* the effect of if."
