The pnekugos
are 12,000 iu number, and are of great va-

tive Money expects to Introduce a resolution in the
House calling on the Postmaster-General for infor¬
mation in rcirnnl to lotteries and other frauds, in
the pcrperration of which tho mails are being ex¬

tensively used.
l'o-t Olli colli his say that the public in have

no conception of the extent and hofhält*, variety of
SBA schemes for fraud which are constantly coming
before the .Department for action. Special agents
ire kept constantly engaired. A remarkable degree
>f success has attended tue efforts of the Depart-
aicnt iu this direction since the present laws went
lutocff-ct: and in only two of the 117 fraudulent
projects which have been discovered and acted
apou have the persons interested been abl . to se¬

cure a reversal of the decision of the postal authori-
ties. But these enterprises arc coustautly springing
up, and they have to be watched and foittht. Iu
many cases it is: known that persons who have been
detected in unlawful enterprises in one locality
have only changed their names and their base of
op» rations, aud renewed their illegitimate enter¬

prises with profit to themselves.
A c ^respondent of The Tribune has been given

access to the records of the Post Ollice Department
tor the purpose of examining the various classes of
frauds. If ib found that the majority ol these cases

are lotteries simply, with uothing to distinguish
them from those still extensively advertiaed. They
have been investigated by the agents of the Depart¬
ment, and their plan of operations having been dis¬
covered to be fraudulent, the authorities have pro*
ceeded to extremities ami curtailed their mail fa¬
cilities as far as possible under the law.
In a majority of caws the integrity of the indi¬

viduals accused of these swiudles is nltesled by a

formidable array of names of business firms, bank
presidents and local magnates of various grades;
nmlsomeof the most preposterous swindles of which
the records treat bear the indorsement under ofti-
cial seal of court and law officials of Hie localities
from which they are perpetrated.

A SVXOlCATE ''.REVOLVERS FOR $.1.
One of the most ambitions schemes revealed br¬

ibe records of the Department bore the title of the
Uuited States Syndicate. The prospectus and other
documents scut out by the promoters of tho swindle
n-erc filled with high-sonnding dissertations upon
:he influx of tfold and tbc excess of expoits over

imports. The project was made to bear the appear-
mce of having been initiated under a apodal act of

rongress, and of beiti* the un-diuni thiouirh which
the Treasury Department was seeking to dispose of

'.mi millions of its bouds to people of limited
lien**. A very seductive proposition to postmas¬
ters to become the agents of the " Syndicateseems
10 have bc-.-u the first and only direct approach to

die public. The vigilance of Postmaster James, of
S'ew-York. seems to have l»een the chief obstacle to
die sin c. ss of th:s Wt 11-1 tnl plot.
There is some, reason to boHoVS that the estab¬

lishment extensively adveiitsed as tho Western
Hun Works was first started iu good faith. Its en¬

gagement to send "good revolvers" to each re¬

mitter of $3 was for a time complied with. The
goods were purchased from a firm in New-York, and
thousands of revolvers were sent out through the
mails. After a time, however.and when the busi¬
ness had become very* extensive.the S'tnling of re¬

volvers suddenly ceased. The proprietors of the
rstitblishnient then cotitiucd their attention solely
to the receipt and division among themselves of the
remittance* which were coming in in great num¬

ber*.
1 his. of course, could not goon forever; aid olio

morning the proprietors all dccniii|M-d. Thev, how¬
ever, left written orders with an agent for tho re¬

ceipt of their mails from the Post Ollice, and private
Instructions to deliver the enclosures to the w ifc of
one of the proprietors.
A day or two later the proprietor of the New-

York establishment from whom tbo revolvers had
been purchased, and who seems also to have been
a victim of the swindle, appeared upon the scene

eml took possession of all he could lay his hamls
on, as Kaf isfaetion for his debt, lie seems to have
attempted to make himself whole I v continuing tho
husiueanof sending revolver* iu return foi remit-
taacaa riot ivcd, but be declined to till the orders
tvLicb had been received previously.

The internal "woiks'' of the
"watch" consist of a paper dial and a tiny mag¬
netic noodle, Tile whole arrangement may have
cost fi\e cents.
The letters of about a dozen firms seem to have

been stopped for dealing in this and similar Lauds
through the mails.

*' The Denver Laud Company " is tho title under

which a species of fraud very common fifteen or

tw- nty year* ago, but more rare of lute years, has
J -I been succesafolly |sarpeirated.

I l.e prospectus of the company makes a very
brilliant show ing. of course. It is illustrated with
W'Mid-cuts of tho prominent public buildiugsof
lK-uver. muA seta forth in glowing trrnis

the advantages, present aud prospective, of
a resideuce iu that growing centre. The
population is given as forty thousand. The
turning and other industries are described in detail,
ami the possession of building lota is made to ap¬
pear as a most desirable thing. Jt says :
Oreat cities are t'ue outgrowth of great eountrtrs.

Twenty jrear* sgo Denver was a small trading post on
the frontier, now it la a large city witu numerous
eburches, bo els, theatres, afreet railroads, aaa-worka,
v.Ur-woras, sold and silver smelting and retlnlng
works, with a United Hute.. Mint, aud 1* the irreal i.n-
road oeutre of the West.
The company promise* to send by return

mail to any oue sending withiu sixty
daya bis name and post office address a
dear wan antes deed to a , lot 25 feet
fr-.iil by CTifeet deep in North Denver, Colorado,
clear of all taxes. Tbo only coudition is contained
in tho following paragraph : .. Applications for city
lots must be accompanied with one dollar for each

lot to pay cost of making ami acknowledging noon,
postage, etc." A certificate of title signed by W. C.
Sanders. County Clerk and Recorder, is appeudcd.
Ti e company explains its extraordinary liberality

as follows:
As tu<> tide of immigration Is now In this direction,

It Is the company's Interest to tiuvc people locate In
Denver und on their property. . . . The company
decs Lot give every lot awav. hut each alternate one,
and doe* not expert tbnt every person who net* a lot
In North Denver will come here, but u great many will,
and will Induce their friends to follow.
Hal success which attended this effort may bt

judtrcd by un incidental mention in one of the re¬

ports upon the sul>j<>et,dute<l November (I, that eigh¬
teen money orders hn<l been paid to the Deliver
Land Company that morning, nnd by a telegraphic
report dated two days later, stating that hundreds
of ordinary letters were arriving daily, presumably
containing remittances of $1 or more.

The nature of the fraud may Is- judged by the fol¬
lowing extracts from the reports made by agents of
the Post Office Department :

As I understand, "North Denver " Is a tract of w ild
liud eighteeu wile* from this city. It In in auoiherwild
county, nnd the lot* are being :,dvei t Bad and sold as
North Deuver, wlrlcii unuie Itself carries with it the iiu-

presHloli that It !. an udditioh or u suburb to this city.
The anpirent oi.Jert is to dupe, people into rniylnif in :he
belief that they are getting property contiguous to Den¬
ver.

I DO same Bgi nr, in a later report, says : " I have
learned to-day the exact situation of the land platted
;.s Nort Ii I louver. It is t hirt.v-loiir and a half miles
noitlieast of Denver ami entirely unimproved/'
Too result of tho investigation is summarized in

the telegraphic report Hint the "managers of (he
fraudulent Denver Land Company, w hose rt «'istcied
mail and money orders are stopped, have been ar¬
rested and committed."

"good money live counterfeit fives gotten up in un¬

surpassed style of workmanship, ami by a new pro¬
cess made to appear worn and stained as if they had
loim been in circulation.
This circular was followed In a few days by a

second, purporting to emanate from the office of the
Jackson Secret Service Detective Association, ask¬
ing the Cooperation of the DOCSOB to whom it was
addressed itidefccling ai.d bringing lo punishment
a gang of connierlcilci.s who hud successfully
eluded the efi'.rts of the Government to lind tin in.
ami whose wares weie of a character to defy ihe
efforts ol the best experts to detect them.
The second circular was i f course only ib'signed

n«. an indorsement of tin- value of the goods adver¬
tised in the lirst. ami to excite the cupidity ol the
intended du) «¦ to whom both were addressed.
The Postmaster In forwarding tho documents re¬

ported incidentally that h» had sevi ral registered
letters for the address given in the lirst circular.
Chief Brooks.Ol the 'licasury Secret Service, to
whom such schemes are us nn oi>on book, first
brought i his mallei to tin- addition of the postal
authorities. In his letter he says that "like the
traditional Celtic llca."thev would doubtless soon
skip uw .. tO OtherHO fresher fields of enterprise.

The schedule adver¬
tisers about as heterogeneous a collection as it is

possible lo imagine. Among the articles so care¬

lessly mailed that no il w can be di*cov<rcd to
their owuerership arc gold watches, chains, rings
and jewelry of all kinds; every description
of wearing apparel, from men's overalls
to babies' socks, book and pictures by
the thousand; musical instruments, clocks, bed-
iiuilts, naih and hardware of almost all descrip¬
tion* (including iron castings for machinery); per¬
fumery, tobacco and cigars: cheese (not excepting
the Liinburger varietv). and almost all other, sorts
of ordinary shop merchandise, besides "miscellane¬
ous articles" le-s susceptible of classification, which
range from artificial teeth and false hair to stuffed
birds and geological specimens.

Washington, Dec, 1 1..la'preseiitatlVe Willits,
of Michigan, who is a member of the House Cnm-
wiltee on lbs .Judiciary, is making a careful study
of the Mormon question with a view to the ai n ml
went of tho laws against pdygvny. Mr. W illits
Will 10 laTIOH introduce two bills on this subject,
and move their reference to the Judiciary Commit¬
tee. One of these billa provider for an

amendment of the Jury law of 1'iah, making the

practice of jiolygainy, or a bottof that it is morally
or legally right for a man to have more than one

wife at the same tune, a sufficient cause for the
challenge and rejectiou of a juror on any tnaJ of an

offence against tho anti-polygamy luws. 'I he other
biildeprives all persons in the Territories, women as

well as men. who may UY6 in the polygamous re¬

lation, of the right to vote or hold office. The lii-t
ta4 s < ond sections of this bill are as follows:
¦Minos 1. That hereafter no person "hall be entitled

to vole at any elecllou held io any Territory of the
Culled Kates or be eligible to hold uuy office uuder the
laws of IS* I'uitea States, or those of auy Territory,
who, nt the ttfof offering lo vote, or of belüg chosen
MSB) such oftes.toS Idguunst Of pol\gsoilst, or liviiik,'
with und claiming tone lbs hosbami ot more than oue
woman, or is cohabiting with uioro thau one
woman, reiogtilzli g or c nimlng in. m as his
wives, whether married to U| of them by
the ordinary r:t..- und ceremonies of marriage or by
the rite», eereuiony OS pro«« isllng known as sealing,
or auy other ceremony or proceeding claimed or under-
steo.l tu conic atthat an ordinary, u merely temporal or
a spiritual marriage, whereby be recognize* her BS
either a temporal or spiritual wife; or who la a habitual
violator of the Iswsof the I'nitcd States prohibiting
bigamy a- polygamy.

Other auctions of the bill prescribe the form of
oath to be taken by a voter iu cusc of a challenge,
and fix tho punishment for a violation of the oatb.
A bill making common repute and the fact of co¬

habitation sufficient proof of s polygamous
marriage, and providing that the statute of limita¬
tions cannot bo pleaded by a polygamist nntil two

years after the last act of cohabitation, will also bo
brought forward. Mr. Willits has hud several con-

ron Hum* with the President on the subject, arid ho
says that President Hayes is very earnest in his de-ire
thst some way should be found to make the auti-
polygauiy law» more period and effective.
lo this connection it may be 6aid that

Washing ion, I>ec. 1 1..The American Asttonomi-
cal Kphemens for the year 18H2, the first one pre¬
pared under the superintendence of Professor New-
comb, hasjnsl been issued from the Bureau of Nav¬
igation. A number of improvements have been
made, designed to render tho work more useful to

astronomie.il observers ami surveying parties. Tho
maps of the eclipses are on a much larger scale than
usual. Two very lull map* showing the course of
the transit of Venus in 1882 are given. Diagrams
of all the salcllitcs of the different planets urn print¬
ed, to enable observers to identify any satellite at
any time. 'I hose of Jupiter and Satnrn ore given in
much more detail than before. Professor Newcomb
is continuing at the Nautical Almnnac ofllce the re¬
searches on the celestial motion?, which he began
at Mm observatory, with the increased facilities
oil.n il by his larger computing force. He iuteuds
to prepare new tables of all the planets to replace
the old ones, which are iu many cases so iuaccuratc
as to he no longer worth using.
