THHER KANSAS WITNESSES RROUGHT MORE TIAN A
THOUSAND MILES TO HEAR AN HOUR AND A
HALF OF BENATORIAL ELOQUENCE.

Mr. Swith smd that ho had roceived a mbpena
from the Saulsbury Commitiee to appear before it
at one of 118 sessions in Kansas, but had telegrphied
the chuirman (hat he lhad smportant bnsiness in >t
Louis on the day named, and wonld appedir on
another day if the committes should desire. He
alded that be know nothing about the Ingalls
elostion euso. Ho professed his readiness to go be-
fore the comgiltee now and auswer any g stivns
it might ask.

Renator Saunlshury gave notice that as soon as tho

IN AID OF LATE COMERZ AT LEADVILLE,
THE OMIECT OF THE NEW BILL IN REGARD 10 LO-

CATING CLAIMS.
[ 0% TELEGEAFI TO THE TRIBUNE]

Wasmino1ox, Jan, 8.—The new Mining bill lately
agroed to by the Honse Committes on Mines and
Mining was reported to-day, but went to the Com-
wittee of the Whols on a point of onder made hy
Mr. Calkine,

The opposition to some of the provisions of this
measure bas led to the Hill being made applicable
ouly to Colorado. The object apparently Is to give
prospectors gt Leadville who are not fortunate
enoneh to make mineral discoveries that eutitle
them to make entry nuder the present lads 1o lo-
cate on veins alvoady discovered, and hold slices of
them 1,500 fret long by 600 teet wide,

The theory of the present law is that every min-
eral vine onterops at the sarface somewhere, and
that there are a hundred chavees for discovering
its apex sooner than any other portion of it, The
statute, thercfore, gives the diseoverer who hLas
fonnd the apex of o mineral-bearing lodee the right
to follow it 1o sl its dips, angles and spars, aud for-
bids any one else to take ore from the same vein
within the end lines which bound the cluim ut the
WX,

Now it happens that at Leadville the ore deposits
lie nearly flat and veryseldom erop ont at the surfuce.
When, thesefore, o prospector bus discovered min-
ernd bo ean hold the entive deposit, 1o inetter how
far it extends ioto the Wll, i he only makes
his location upon  the hichest point of it
Trospectors who come in afterward are desirons
of having the operations of the onginal discoverer
eonfined to the ground included within the planes
formed by productug the sides of the orizinal elaim
vertieally nntid they cut the ore body.  This would
give late gomers an opportanty to pt'r'ﬁt by the dis-
covories of early prospeetors, o privilsge which they
do not pow enjoy. It occasionally happens that un
oniginal diseoverer docs not find the apex of a flat
veln, nnd thiat o later prospector does sidd geta the
eonteol of the deposit.  In tins instance the present
Bawa work great injustice. i

FRAUDS BY AN EXCITANGE TREASURER.

BENJAMIN C. BOGERT, FOI MANY YHARS THEASURER
OF THE PHODUCE EXCHANGE, FOUND TO BE A
DEFAULTER 10 THE AMOUNT OF #i1,000—118
SUDPES DEATH APTER THE DISCOVERY—THE
FRAUDS DISCLOSED BY A TRANSPER OF THE
BANK ACCOUNT OF THE EXCHANGE,

Frands on the Produce Exchange to the
amonnt of #31,000 have been diseovered.
The defanlter was Benjamin €. Bogert,- who
Ll been Trensurer of the Exchange for
many years, and was a highly respected
merehant in whom general confidence was felt.
Mr. Bogert did not appear gt the Exehange or
at his ofice after the discovery was made,
and  died  suddenly  yesterday  alternoon
o® the honse of a friend o this eity.
It is thought that, nnable to bear his dizgrace,
he may have committed suicide, The disclos-
ure of the defaleation was due o the determi-
nation of the Finanee Committee of the Produce
Exchange to trnsler the account of the Ex-
chanege from one bank to another. Mr. Bogert
is supposed to have used the money which he
took in lLis private Dusiness,

As Tndians there wers
among the wen a few rough chueacters, just as there
are among the same uawber of white men. His
wife bad often been Ieft alona on the reservation
without foar of dangers Ouly obece in four years,
titge, did he see a dranken Indion, and his wife Inid
Lier hand on the shoulder of that one and  bade Lim
el T dbowny el he was sober, and the Indiag
aheyods  Teis enticely wrong, Mr. Danforth thinks,
to holid the Utes, as a tribe, respousible for the acts
of a few dosperate men.

Irr. Juekson sald that on the day of the outbreak at
the ngeney e with one companion was ruling over
apart of the reseevation. e was not molested,
When the Thornbureh battle was fought there wire
Lnndeeds of prospectors amd miners on the Ute
Heservation ittervd singiy or in simall EToups,
il entirely at the werey of the Indiaos, Nowe of
these people were harmed, slthough they were in-
trocorson the faorvation, Tie savages molested
o one” satd e, Jackson, “except tho troops and
(o persons whom they held responsible for bring-
ing the troops to the agency, Now the ecivilized
people want to) butcher or drive from their
v whole trilie for the acts of o few ol its

Dr. shippen said 2 ¢ People demand that Owray
