roads. The present returns, cousidering
the proportion of  fictitions capital - on

which dividends are paid, are very large. If
they should b reduced, the companies would
gtill be reeciving a splendid profit from a
franchise which cost them nothing. Dut it
may be questioned whether the inerensed
travel during the present ten-cent hours would
not keep the earnings st abont their present
figure, while at the game time the public
would gain in comfort by the withdrawal of
some part of the tremendous demund now
made upott the roads during the five-cent
hours, The gecond resolution adopted by the
Board calls the attention of the Commissioner
of Public Works to the frequent drippings of
oil, water, eote., from the clevated roads.

People who used.the horse-cars yesterday
morning saw something of the diffienlty of
carrying on the commerce of New-York with
obstrueted streets. The snow-ploughs threw
up ridges on ench side of the tracks; the
snow shovelled from the sidewalks and gutters
was ndded to these hills; and wagon traffie
in many places was practically suspended.
Heavy loads could not be dragged through
the, snow on, the earriage-way j and break-
downs were frequent. A great part of the
business of the side strects was diverted to
Broadway, and on that thoroughfare, by the
use of double teams, the throng of wvelicles
was kept slowly moving,

What woald have been the condition of
affuirs vesterday 1f Brondway, as well as the
luteral avenues, hud been occupied by a horee-
railrond 1 Commerce would have been block-
aded. Merchants would bave suffered untold
loss. The transportation of freight to and
from the stations, wharves and warebouses
wonld-binve been nimost mmpossible, Bteamers
would have sailed without their full car-
goes, and docoming vessels  would  hardly
huve been able to discharge. Droadway is
the only elear thoroughfure left for traffie,
and if it should be obstructed as the other
gtreets have been the Injury to the trade
of the port wonld be incalenlable. The num-
ber of licensed vehioles and of business-wagons,
trucks, ete., belongivg to individual firis, is
now about 26,000, being an increase of more
than 5,000 m a single year, The inerease
during the current year of proeperity will
prebably be wuch greater.
