FAMOUS REAL DIAMONDS.

The finest dinmonds nre clear and travsparent s
Arop of pure water. But besides sa ** brillinnta
of the first water,” s they are called both toclng-
eally and in ordinary conversation, there are col=
ored diamonds of every sort aand bue, A yellow
whade 18 consudered objeetionable in a dinmond 1 #o
also 18 a cinnamon color, Next to rose-colored
dinmonds green take rank in the market ; next to
green Dlue § and next to bine black, The value of
a diamoud may, aecording to some writers on the
subfect, Le ascertained by a regular formula, we-
cording to which the square of tlie weight in corats
must e multiplied by a sum varying aceord:ing to
the econdition and gquality of the stone. If the
diamond 18 of good water and of tine shapo thia
sum maf be put down at $10, 1If, however, the
dimond be perfect in gquahty and alko perfectly
et the sum to be taken o8 the bass of the calenln-
tion will be £30 or $40. Hig dinmonds Luve o
larger theeretical value thnn sall ones ; Lut, as a
matter of taet, digmonds of large size hnve often
liad to be eut ap before they emafd be disposed of
1w the market,

mond oan be compared to her Majesty's Koh-i-soor,
Ociinally dug from the mines of Goleonda, 1t
passed w sucerssive wovereigis of Couteal Dinkia,
anid in tho sarly paet of the foarteenth o
nedidedd to thie treasires of Dellid, It remain
poksesston of the reigning family until the invasion,
