PATIENCE WITH KEARNFEYISAL

We nre o patient and tolerant o peopls, 80
keenly alive to suything (hat has the appear-
anee of encronclite upow mdividual libenty, or
of limitise the scope of free institndons, that it
secms someties gs thongh demagogues ani dis-
orgmzers might have their will of ns ahmost
unopposed.  Memness ngiinst organized iusti-
tutions, thrents pgainst representotive men, rev-
olutionary bapangues, snd ol mouner of dis-
guieting and violent talk are permitted, and
po one  ever thinks of attemuling their
snppression  or interropting the Llamnt flow.
But our conservitism is not sluggish and
wert from want of courags or lueck of inter-
vat, us they find out to thelr discomtiture
who cairy their audaeity or their trifling
too far. The patience of the peopls is the
furthest thing in the world from tmidity.
It is born 1ather of the bighest courage; of
the eoutace thet not only begets conflience,
bat s confidence itself. It tolerates bluster
Vecpnse it hag po fear of it, It permita Mr.
Denis  Kearney to foam  at the mouth
and breathe out threatenings and slanghter
stmply becanse It takes mtellicent weasure of
Lim, and rates him s contemptible rather
thaen  diangerous, It trusts * the comwon
“oanee of most ™ to Liold this fwrr on and his
followers in reasonable elieck ; and unless he
intringes law or does some overt aet of vio-
tenee, it lets him rant.

W meke great allowance for thie swiftness
of the times and the high pressure under
wlhiech our prople act, and we aecount the
ravings of such fellows as Kearney ae a sort
of steam-escape. It is nosy” but not dav-
eorons, aml thongh it is rasping and disagree-
able, it s better to  let it to
exlipnstion than to make it worse and per-
Lnps dangerons by attenpting to shat if off.
There eonld be no hetter proof of the ubso-
lute confldence we have In popolar govern-
weat, and of our belief that i affords equal
and exaet justiee to all, and that under it
there is wo hmy without a vemady, nor in-
ustice without redress, than the imbifference
with which we view the eflorts of fanatics of
one Kind and another to areay olasses against
each other, create disalection and disturh the
public peace, We are fixed in our conviction
of two things: first, that the rule of the
majority 15 in the long run beneficent and just,
and ean be trusted to right all wrongs and cs-
tulhish equity @ and, second, that there is in-
telligence enougl, aud patience and self-re-
straint enoueh in the people to wait its
netion. So, though there may be here andl
there local and temporary canses for diss
satisfaction with the operation of sfatutes,
enstoms, precedents, and even natoral laws—
aud these there mast be always—wo hove, ns
a rule, no fears but that in the end justice
will be done in due course, and without vio-
lence or wrenchings:

For the hounest half-thinkers who do not
vealize thnt discontent is noiversal and eter-
nal, but thiok their own limitutions are ex-
clusive aud their bardships peeular, there is
only charitable judgment and kwdiy sympa-

g0 on

thy. 1f they wrestle madly with  thelr
environments, and blindly beat the mr
with illogical denunciation  snd  fruitless
endenvor, it is because their  laborious
lives luve lefi them little leisure for the

philosophie thioking that brings the larger
view of their relatious to society, teachea
them some self-adjustment, calms their rest-
Jessness, and leads them nearver to content-
ment. These men are learning something every
day. Even the vagabond demagogues who
work upon their prejadices and exoite thelr
passions for purposes of mischlef, are in the
end n lesaon to them ; for pussion soon Luras
itsclf ont, and the demngogne very soon dis-
closcs his dgmorance, dupliclty and guacl-

. With the lonesl but misgalded yie-
tm ®of the demsgogue, sociely I8 patisnt,
Detfeving thnt at boart be moans well, and is
not simply ot on mischief, Toward s raui-
ing lnave itke Kearney, who gocs aboug fu-
clting  violenco  and  thresicwing mnrder,
arsom pnd  roveluilon, fis  pulience  js
excrelsed  for widely differcnl reasons. It
s, fleal, from unwillingness 1o rootvict
Wierty of thought and speech cven whea
i bLas dezewseraicd imte heense—the dis-

position being to err, if at all, on the side of
liberty, rather than of repression ; and second,
because his own loose tongue is the best anti-
dote for his villanons instructions.

Ours is the only Government that ean afford
to punish sedition with publie contempt.
There is a point, however, whore foolish dem-
ueogism, harmless though it may be as against
permanent iustitiations, does bocomse  dnnzer-
ons to the existipg peace and order, and when
this is reached wnothing rtemains but to
take the woulld-be nssassin by the throat,
and put him beyond present power to
do misehief. Solong as Kearney confioed bim-
soll to devunciations of the existiug arider,
or of class distinetions, or of particular
laws, he might rave and fume fo his
heart’s content; offensive and  disgust-
ing a4 it was, thera was Tno dis-
position ‘to  restrict or punish Lis fonl-
mwouthed utterances. But pow that he has
openly threatened murder and arcon and in-
cited nssassination, the case is different. That
was foolishness; this is erime. What lately
passed for politieal agitation, hns now come
to be felony, und should be so treated.
As n pestilent demagogue preaching doe-
trines sabwversive of peace aud order, he
was not interfered with. As an  actual dis-
turber of the peace he is amenable to law and de-
serving of punishmeznt, He has no doubi striven
to keep withiu the law m his actions, saving
Limself from harm  while meiting others to
the ecommizsion of eriwe, but he scem= to
have overstepped the honudiry and exposed
Limaelf to prosecntion. It 1w intimated that

T Tuinose recently  enlled attantion to
the existing luws tonching the supervision of
the Dumane side of our elurities, and
gestedd the possibility that a chinnee of system
is needed. There is nuother branch of the snb-
jeet in which the need of ehunge 18 absolute
and pressing, anid which should reccive the
prompt attention of the Legsluture, Consid-
ered from this side, cur State eharitable msti-
tutions are seen to he less orderly und bnsi-
ness-like than certain branelies of the public

distinet and equal leads, with the same re-
sults that would follow if the New-York Cen-
tral Builroad had three division saperintemd-
ents, with equal power to start trains and run
up bills as they chose, The State prisons sre
no longer petty kingdoms, with vo cheeks
upon the expenditures of the petty mon i (L
e the State elarities, which cost the prople
a4 gonel moues as both these briughes of the
publie service combined, are, in some respeels
at lenst, far beliind them, in orderliness, if
not In economy. The State pays for the main-
tensnee of its cliaritable institntions which
chelter the insane, the deaf and dumb, idiots,
etc., and for the supiport of inmates, mosily pau-
pers, in ather than State institations, more than
£1,000,000 a yoar, or as much a3 the joint
vxpenses of the cannls and prisons during the
Inst fiscal year. And yel this sum is ex-
pended practically  without SUIWTVISIONn  or
check, and the necessary appropriaiions are
only obtained by o species of lobbying, alike
demoralizing to the mstitations, and  harass-
ing to the Legislature. Wheg money is
needed, the head of the institation visita Al-
bany, and perhaps wastes weeks and months
there which should be devoted to his duties at
home. In this way the institution suffers ; if,
on the other hand, be is led by loeal pride or
any other motive into making extravagant es-
timites, the State suflers. The State bas ab-
solniely no protection except in its Legisla-
ture, where there is ltle knowledge upon the
snbjeet, and less zeal ; where there are ulways
some who are interested in pushing sueh an
appropriation through, and seldom any who
will tuke the trouble to serutinize it.

It i= nearly o year since this strange con-
ditzon of things was brought squarely befors
the Legislature by an excellent report upon
the charitable imstitutions of the State, made
by Mr, E. K. Apgar under the direction of
the Controller, and reinforesd by some
wise sugeemfons from that officlal. It was
then shown that not enly was there no check
upon the expenditure of this largs amount of
Siate money, but that there was an eniire i
sonee of uniformity In tim reporia of these
{nstitutions, which rendersd it almest 1mpos-
sibla (o make any inteliigent compatfon of
thelr reapective miminisirmtions, It thus be-
cante Giflieult to discover, even after thie woney
fad been expended, whether the managenent
of auy isstitution hed been econamical or
eareloss. 1t wus suggested by the Coutroller that
o sysiem of supervisnn eould be ereatad with-
ot mereasmy the present number of oficials
or ceusing additioni) expenre, The State Board
of Clisrities could arct as an Appropiiations
Committer, ond et intelhgently. The aunual
appropristious deswred by each inatitution
could be estimated and subwitted to the

b kil B, bul protests thind

Board on October 1 of each year, The Boord
could examine the estimates, and certity the
amount needed to the Legislature af the open-
ing of Hts session—no nppropriations to be
made which were no’ certified in this manner,
Each mstitution conld be required to make an
annnal report, elmsified avd arranged®upon n
avsteny to be prescribed by the Board, With
respeet to the enrrent expenses, Mr. Oleolt
recommended that all the teceipts of the in-
stitutions be pald nto the State Treasury,
that appropriations be made larce enough to
gover all expenses, and the Controller make
advanees every month upon estimates. This
would render the system of  charities
analogous, =0 far as the mansgement
of its finances was concerned, to  the
canal pod prison systems, There would
be proper aniformity and rontine; there would
be no lobbying, and need be no wigge. In
short, 1t would be business-like; and if the
Srate must spend a million a vear for humnne
oljects, there secma to be the best of reasons
why it should be spent in n business-like way.

Tue Trisese has o strong projudice apninst
{ o ereation of uew offices, but, nevertheloss,
suggests for the consideration of the Legisla-
ture the question of institntine a Superinten-
deucy of State Charities. Such an offieial
mizht regnlate both the finencial and ho-
maue fentures of our State charities, might
save money and prevent eruelty, might re-
place loodeness with strictness, extravagunee
with economy. The tendeney of the time is
toward single heads of departments and fxity
of responsibility. The plan bas succeedod ad-
mirably jn two reeent instauees in this State,
and is at least worthy of eonsideration.
