Bard he certainly wis, the writer re-
marks, in the supreme quality of bis inspiration, which
was akin to that of the harpers, whose voloes anciently
sonndsd along the legendary valleys of Wales or in the
herole enurts of Ireland. Among his eurlicr Verscs are
found lines In fmitation of Osagan, berides a lovi-song
from the Welsh, whiel indeed has more of modern Taney
than of antique bardie sentiment ; but ite nativity ia sie-
nificant. s was moved by the Ossinnle chants, which,
a% well 88 the Welsh romances, are Coltie ; and the peeu-
tiar tone both of the * Clristabel™ and “The Anclent
Mariner” {8 of o purely Celtie type, Although the sug-
gestions of this note are tound in old Beotel and English
ballads, Mr. Lathirop elings to the bellef that there wis
something deeper than the—a vein of ancestral gy m-
pathy woleh produeed the transfignred beauty of old
Celtio genlua which is seen In the poetry of Coleridie.
After s visit to Germany the Celtle element gave way
10 the Saxon, aml henoe the prevalling tone of bia luter
pooms {5 German-Eoglish, softened with gentle melodies
anid tonches of lassle geace, bing with rarely o gleam of
the old fire wh'ch at first glowed on the altar of his ge
nlus.

A biographical sketeh of Jules Michelet, by
J. D. Osbiorue, presents i variety of luteresung details,
probably butlittle known, coneerning the unhappy lite
of & prominent French man of letters, whose career
seems to have been o perpetial strugzle with disap-
polntment and suffering. His father was o printer in
reduced circumstances whose fortunes bad been rained
by the Revolutlon, Until yonng Micholot was fliteen
yearsold ho mte po meat, draok no wine, had 1o tire,
On lueky days he had bread avd boiled vegetabhlos with
1o sensoning but sult, and mony n duy be had not even
breni 1o tat Al bis Lalang he showed marks of theas
yeals of privation. He never attained full growth, his
extremitien wero almost dwarfed, and his face remained
uncommonly delicate, e wag even then shy and awk-
ward, which he contipued to be during s whole life.
He ftearsd the compuny of other ebildren, lest they
shonld langh at him, devenning the fow books that fell
into Ltk hands, 1o had no comrnde, no mmwusement, no
toys, g sole plensure was to go to a lonely closet, and
spend bours there i reverie, As he grow & littlo older,
b beeame o self-tanght printer and set type. But his
parcnts b fatth in the britliant destiny of thelr aon,
and had been sure, even from his infaney, that he wonld
make o ereat nan, beouuse he had €0 very Inrge i head.
He wos necorlingly sent, at the expenose of great self-
denial on thelr part, to a high  #chool, which he went 1o
with fear and trembling. The flest day passed away
quietly. But when ealled upon soon to read un exercise,
which he haa prepared at home, he beeame utterly
abnsheq, and his volee trembled ko violently that the
whole elugs brst into n bosterous horse-laugh.  From
that bour e was the batt of the school, and suffered tor-
tures from the rudeness of lis comrades, Thoa deprived
of cowpunionelip, he fell buck npon s hookis, which he
poured over tusolitude. e graduated at college at the
age of eighteen, and it became neccesary for bim to eary
Lishread, He wonld not congent to depend upon hia pen,
aud took to taaclitng for his support. After six years of
ihis ife he obtalned a professor’s chair, Hewasalas-
elnnting leoturer, thongh his faots were not Alwuys ster-
ting: wie theories had wore ghitter than cold § bie bad no
wethod: be was tekle in bis ldens: withont seientiths ac-
enraey of thonght, stitement, or pgaaze; bat so foll of
enthuslasm and &y wpathy that o exerted more Interest
thun any other leetnrer. I8 whole appraravee gave
authority to his lectures. He woaa as white-baired at
twenty-flve us Lo was at seventy, pale, thin, nil nerves,
he seemed 1o have the expericnee of age with the fire of
youth, His warriage was singularly ushappy. He
chose his wife (rom compassion, Ehe belonged to a
famwily of rank, bat bad fallen into poverty and disiress,
Her Hio had been so constant & struggle for money, that
shie felt the value of every farthing. Books she regarded
ws costly and useless luxucies. Her tongoe ls said to
Lave teen ** s foul as Valean's smiby ” and her tew-
per lke cayeune pepper. Suoh o marrlage ontinwed
Michelet. Hecould not take bis wife into society, and
e wonld not go into cowpiny without her, as sle Wag
entit.ed to Lis respest, 1ot her detleienctes be ae great as
they might. The remmuder of Michelet’s eareer is de-
geribed in & singolarly interesting narrative, with o
judicial estimate of ma Hterary churperes snd position.
