Two bills in which great interest has been
taken in this city, one of them being also ot'
general importance, failed yesterdaj* in tho
Assembly, not for lack of a majority of the
votes cast, but of thc constitutional majority of
all members elected. The Fifth Avenue Res¬
ervoir bill was defeated, after a long and ani¬

FI VE CONPENT!ONS.
Of the five State Conventions held yesterday,

four were Republican. Onlv the two more im¬
portant of thesi.New-Hampshire and New-
Jersey.have been definitely heard from at
tho hour ot writing. Both, however, gave
proofs too striking to be overlooked of the pop¬
ular nature of the canvass for Mr. Blaine, which
seems to need no unit rules nor peremptory in¬
structions to hold its forces together.
The New-Hampshire Convention will excite

the greatest degree of interest, from the over¬

whelming strength of the feeling for Mr.
Blaine, the unanimity of the delegation to Chi¬
cago, and thc nature of the platform adopted.
which, read in the light of these facts, x* seen to
be peculiar and admirable. These Rlaine Re¬
publicans have a generous fraternal way of eon-

ducting their can vat's tbat most win the good¬
will of the supporters of other candidates.
For example, the New-Hampshire Convenllon,
while presenting Mr, Blaine in the strongest
terms as their choice for President, did not hesi¬
tate to bestow a handsome commendation
upon-*that great financier, John Sherman,of
- Ohio," fm* his administration of the National
finances. They furthermore expresuly congrat¬
ulated Ge-neral Grant upon his safe return to
his own country, and recognized his great ser¬

vices to the Nation in words which must gratify
him, well accustomed as he is by this time to
the language ot eulogy. There can Ive no ques¬
tion th at the masses of the Republican party
would echo with entire sincerity this expression
of their appreciation of General Grant's great
achievements, and their desire that he might
occupy for the rest of his life the dignified and
serene attitude of a man who has dune great
things for his country, who has been in her
gratitude richly rewarded, and who, removed
from the strifes of parlies, enjoys thc universal
respect of his fellow-citizens. The feeling
manifested toward General Grant in this reso¬

lution was no doubt entertained by all Republi¬
cans prior to the beginning of his formal can¬

didacy for the Presidency, and is still cherished
by many who do not hope to sot; him nomi¬
nated. Whether it will survive an actual
hand-to-hand struggle for the nomination is one
of the questions which General Grant ought,
for tbe sake of his place in \istory, to consider.
Tho Mew-Jersey Convention was aaotber

good-natured Blaine gathering. Though
nearly two-lhirds of the, delegates to Chicago
hold Mr. Blaine as their first choice, it is ex¬

pected that the vote for bim will be nearly, if
not quite, unanimous. A unit nile was not
thought of, aud tho Convention even refrained
from passing a declaratory resolution in his
favor. Thc g-ntiuicut against the unitruluin
the New-Hampshire Convention found vent in
a resolution denouncing all unit, rules ae. u tyr-
*. annous and uu-Republiean,'' aud requesting
the delegates to Chicago to use ali their efforts
to enforce this view. It was a day of declara¬
tion, of war upon the unit rule. Mr. Stiles, the
temporary chairman of the Trenton Convention,
whose neat speech concisely stating the history
of the Republican prtv was rewarded at the
elose with three chcer_Tor tlie man who made
such a gallant fight last Fall in the Sussex Dis¬
trict, drew out the applause of the whole body
by condemning any unit ride. If th'-so utterances
shall begin a warfare of extermination against
unit rules, yesterday will bo a maiked day in
he Republican calendar.

THE THIRD TERM T, ES') I. ..* TIONS.
It is not at all surprising that the Democrats

in Congress luve shown little disposition aa yet
to worry their opponents by the introduction
ol resolutions against a third Presidential term.
By its chosen delegates, a large section of
the Republican patty placed itself on record in
1875 us opposed to any violation of u the pre-
u cedent established by Washington "; and if the
gentlemen ot the other M.le wish to convict
thc party of inconsistency, their obvious course
is to wait until General Grant has been renomi¬
nated, and then bring up the past. It is not
the policy of the Democracy to defeat Giant at
Chicago, because they believe.and with some

nason.that he would be tho cuoicst caudidato
to brat in the campaign.
Tho Springer resolution of 187. might bo

passed again without much difficulty. Ii only
declared that a departure from u thc precedent
"established by Washington and other Presi-
" dents of the United States in retiring from tlie
" Presidential office after their Second term "

would bo "unwise, unpatriotic and fraught
"with peril to our free institutions.'' General
Grant did retire from ollice after his second
term, and it cannot be urged that those who
wish to placo him again in the White House
after the succession of terms has been inter-
mpttd for four years aro contravening either
the language or the spirit of tho declaration
quot.d above. But resolutions were passed by
several of the Republican State Conventions
iu that year which it will not be pleasant to
face if the third termers have their way at Chi¬
cago. Tiio New-York Convention declared its
u unalterable opposition to the election of any
a President for a third term." The Pennsyl¬
vania Convention declared ito H firm, nnquali-

I ** fled adherence to the unwritten law of the
" Republic, which wisely and under the sanction
"of the most venerable examples limits thc
"Presidential service of any citizen to two
"terms." The Io\*.a Convention voted that
the Republican party of that State "opposed a

"third term.11 Tho Massachusetts Convention
declared that sound reason as well as tho wise and
unbroken usage ol' thc* Republic required " that
" the term of the Chief Magistrate of the United
"States should not exceed a second term."
Ohio and Minnesota also passed resolution', but

they were substantially like thc one rabmittcd
by Mr. Springei in the House of Representa¬
tive-, approving the mle that the President,
should retire at the tod of a Second tenn. The
others we have cited go further, mid insist that
noone should bo chosen President for a third
term even when tho terms inc not consecutive.

It. is idle to imagine that these declarations
will l>e neglected by our opponents if .General
Giant's friends succeed in their purpose. Anel
as no arguments are so difficult to meei ns those
which your adversary is able to quote out of
your own month, we trust that the Grunt party
are considering what nus.wt they caa make
wiieu the record is brought up.

THE INDIAN 1> EEI CIT.

Lord Beaconsfield'a Government havo not
been found out a day too soon. Tho Ilise dis¬
patches which Lord Hartington has leceived
from Calcutta show that the cost of thc Afghan
war will exceed tho estimates by $20,000,000.
Tiie discovery of so large a deficit leaves the
late Ministry in a most humiliating position.
In appealing to the country at tbe general elec¬
tions, they made the surplus in Indian revenue
so large that it seemed likely that the whole
expense of tho Afghan campaign would be
wiped out. Now that the constituencies have
voted, tho calculations are revised, uud a de¬
ficiency which will cause the utmost disoider in
Indian finance is reluctantly admitted. The
Calcutta officials are profuse in their explana¬
tions, bu. such a blonder as this, mado at a

critical hour in borne politics, is ipexcusuble.

against the thiid-terra movement. Whatever
course they may tako they cannot voto for
Grant without self-stultification and disregard
of the known wishes of their constituents.
Where, then, is General Grant to make good
lu's losses in the South, and in Pennsylvania and
New-York T None of tho newspapers or politi¬
cians supporting him have answered this ques¬
tion. They all claim his nomination in broad,
sweeping as-cition*-., but iud one of them comes
down to accurate figures. What they give us

is the aamc old tune they sang after the Harris¬
burg and Utica Conventions. It is high limo
for theirown reputation for sagacity that they
should change it and deal with Ihe facts as

they aro.

What, then, is the probable result of the con¬

to.-.! at Chicago Mr. Rlaine has unquestionably
a long lead. It is hardly to be expected, how¬
ever, thal he will have votes enough to nomi¬
nate him on tho first ballot. Under tho
ordinary circumstances of a National Conven¬
tion, this position would be perilous if not fatal
to his candidacy, as it proved in 1S7<5; but ho is
much stronger now than then, from the fact that
the supporters of his rivals are not all hostile
to him. A combination against him is likely to
be effected, but it cannot enlist all the delegates
who vole- for other candidates on thc first
ballot. Ho is known to be the ¦'.ooond choice of
many of thc. Giant men from Kew-York and
Pennsylvania, and of most of the Sherman men

from Ohio. First in the order of chances
would, therefore, seem to be the nomination of
Mr. Blaine eui the second ballot. Next in oreler
is, perhaps, a successful union upon Mr. Sher¬
man of all the elements in the Convokion op¬
posed to Blaine. Thc thinl probability is the
nomination of a dark horse by a movement like
that which brought about tho success of Mr.
Hayes in the Cincinnati Convention. Mr.
Washburne and Me-. Edmnnds, from the' small¬
ness of their original strength, must be put in
the category of thule horses, and it might bc
extended lei include Mr. Windon), of Minnesota,
General Harrison, of Indiana, and General Gar
field, of Ohio.

In common with sll other Eastern papers, Hue
