There are faint glimmerings already of th at

MUSICAL FEST1FALS.
The regular triennial fest iva) of the Handel

and Hadyn Society of Boston will close to-day
with one of Handel's sacred works. We are ao

used to prefixing the epithet .* venerable" to the
choral association which undertakes these peri¬
odical celebrations in the New-England capital
that wo hardly realise bow recent is the estab¬
lishment of great musical festival, in this coun¬

try. The Handel and Hadyn Society is very
old, but its stiled festivals only date from
1803, and wc aaapert tbat tbe people to whom
it addi esses itself are not yet fully aware of the
importance of tbe work it bi striving to accom¬
plish. Thc West, which took up the enterprise
much later, has already gone far beyond Boston;
and while the Handel and Haydn Society, at
the ago of sixty-five years, is jost celebrating
its fifth regular festival, the Cincinnati organi¬
sation ison the point of holding its fourth be¬
love it has rear'ied the age of ten. Tho Western
public, moreover, have manifested a character¬
istic pride in their musical institution-, and an

enthusiasm in supporting it, which have not
been equalled elsewhere ; enormous audiences,
averaging probably 7,000 persona at each con¬

ceit, are drawn to the Music Hall, not only from
Cincinnati but from distant parts of Ohio aud
from other States j and the week of the festival
is always a season of crowded hotels and
great activity in trade.
The character of the Cincinnati performances

is quite as remarkable as the fervor of the
people. The programmes are much stronger
than those of any other festivals we are familiar
with ; superior in several respects to the famous
gatherings in England and in Germany ; and in
thc high finish of the execution they challenge
comparison with tho best in the world. The
weak point with must festivals is the orchestra.
All tho great choral bodies are found in pro¬

vincial cities, but large and well-trained orches¬
tras are not to bo obtained as a rule except in
tbe great capitals. Hence, festival bands are

usually mere temporary organisations, of which
little is expected except an accompaniment for
the singers. At Cincinnati, however, tho
splendor of tbe orchestral work has ,'always
been ,a marked feature of the festival, and lt is

partly owing to the firmness of thia instrumen¬
tal foundation that it has been possible to ar¬

range such rich aud difficult programmes.
Tbis year the division of work bet-., con the
singers and the band promises to tie unusually
interesting; each of the evening programmes
contains at least one symphonic number of
foremost importance, in addition to a choral
composition of imposuig character.
A lament is often made that New-York has

never succeeded in arranging n large festival
of her own. But tho experience of our city is
that of towns of the first rank in all countries.
The triennial Handel festival in London is

hardly an exception to the general rule, because
the singers are collected for the occasion from
many quarters, London itself contributing only
a portion of the force. The great choruses of

England are to bo found in the provinces, aud
a similar state of things prevails all over Ger¬
many. The explanation is easy. In small
towns there is a local pride of which a metrop¬
olis is always destitute, and there are not niauy
counter-attractions to call amateurs away
from the serious work of rehearsing. Attend¬
ance at drill, which would bo a great tax upon
tho singer's time in a gay capital, is looked
upon in quieter places as a species of social
entertainment. Before we c in create a large
nnd trusty chorus here, we must arouse a much
more extensive musical enthusiasm than is
news-sary to produce the same results in a city
like Cincinnati or Boston. Possibly tho ne¬

cessary apirit haa already been stirred, and only
awaits tbe call of a fit master.

ATLANTIC CARLES IS CANADA.
If atrictly carried out, the Canadian law of

187*. would cause a forfeiture of the landing
privileges of every company which haa ever

made a pool or combination with another. Thc
law has been a dead letter, because to enforce
it would have been to defeat the very purpose
of thc law. The object was free competition
between the companies. To such a competition
tbe public are entitled.
According to the interpretation which has

been placed npon tbis act recently, neither the
Anglo-Americau, the Direct Cable Company nor

any other organisation except the new cable
comp my baa the right of doing business in
Canada under pain of forfeiture of its lauding
privileges. The French company recently
sought legalization in the Dominion Parliament.
It accepts the act of 1875 as binding; and as it
is not pooled with auy other company, it is liter¬
ally tbe only one that can legally do business,
if the Dominion (fovernment should insist upon
an exact interpretation of tbe laws.
There ia no reason why the law should be

enforced with rigor. To take away tbe privi¬
leges of the Anglo-American unit thc Direct
Cable Companies would bo to rut an end to free
competition in cable business to Canada. A

monopoly of that business would be given to

the French company, which ii something the
company neither asks nor desires. On tho
other hand, there seems to be no particular
reason at present why tbo la"** should be re¬

pealed. Last year, at the request of the Min¬
istry, a bill to repeal the net was passed by the
lower bouse, by a heavy majority. It failed in
the Senate. It is noticeable that this year an

opposite feeling prevails in Government circles.
While tbe law remains in force; it acts as a

protection to the patrons of the ocean cables.
It assures to them competition between the
companies. Accordingly, there is not only an

indifference on the part of the Ministry to the
attempts to ropeal the law, but there is also n

disposition to enforce the provisions of it if
necessary. «_._____________________

THE METHODIST CONFERENCES.
Two General Conferences of the Methodist

Church are now in progress ; the white branch
of the Church, in Cincinnati, and the eulorel,
in St. Louis. Every report by outside obser¬
vers of tho first mentioned body calls atten¬
tion, oddly enough, to the personal appearance
of the members of the Congress, who are de¬
scribed as an a exceptionally line-looking body
" of men,'" or as " a marked improvement noon
"the old assemblages of Methodist brethren."
Theroisa reason for this, and tbe renson is

significant and worth the attention not ouly of
tiie Methodist imt of every religious body.
The change in thc physical appearance of

thea men is simply au index to their change in
character and position among the mental forces
of the world produced 'oj- education, The old-
fashioned Methodist, like the Hard-shell Bnp-
tist, as our middle-aged readers will remember,
was apt t.i despise carnal learning, lie rose
from thc ranks; he flouted the graces,ret¬
icences, precedents of more conservative
churches; be pushed or dragged men into tbe
Kingdom of Heaven by pathetic appeals to their
emotional nature, or whipped them in by th"
terrors of hell. Dealing principally with the
uneducated classes, lie undervalued agencies
which did not alb et them : logical convict ion ol'
the truth of Christianity wa i a rorm of belii t in
which h.* put little faith ; and reserve or good
taste in thc professi in of that conviction was a

feint of flu* devil to snare souls. 1!
are yet extant in the South and Wist ol'which
the Methodist itinerant parson ol' fifty yins
ago is ihe hern; ex-Cobbler or blacksmith, big,
fervid, coarse, but usually sincere; who, in the
Haine of the Loni, preached, ahouted, joked,
atc, and sometimes fought his way thronghu
hard life.
This nay is over. Tills great body of Chris¬

tians more tlian half a century ago felt keenly
the lack of education in their ministry, and uo
denomination, we believe, devotes more care
or money to the training cf its youth. Ii still
retains its hold on the great middle anil lower
eluss, and lor tii.it reason this Church has In¬
variably tillea an active part as a Church in all
mattera ol' public interest.slavery, temperance,
woman's work, etc. It is noticeable thal the
first movement in both the Cincinnati and St.
Louis t'oiifereii 'S was in favor ol eu dirged and
more solidly basel educational measures.
Whether this Church, when it has i

character by enlarged culture and refinement,
will lose ila peculiar hold on tbe class over

whom it has so long exerted a saving influence,
remains to be aeon. The careful musician, after
long sludy, lits himself to render high classical
music to thc delight of the critic's ear. Butha
can no longer Bing a street-song so as to bring
tears to the eyes of the washerwomen snd boot¬

THE SCARLET FEYER HOSPITAL.
An eliott is being made to found a searle!

fever hospital in tho environs of this city, bul
sufficiently near to prevent danger of expoaure
to patients during removal. The only institu¬
tion, it is asserted, in which scarlet fever pa¬
tients can now be recciv-.d is thc Charity Hos¬
pital on Blackwell's Island, to which a child can

only be removed nt the risk of ita life Ameri¬
cana are only beginningto recognize tbo fatal
character of this disease, or to provide against
Contagion. It has been taken as a matter of
course for many generations thai a huge pio-
portion of children should die with it. Even
now- the Board of Health, in their recent cir¬
cular, but mildly advise parents to isolate their
children during tho progress of the disease and
until after des.juiui "tion has taken place. In
England, this entreaty would be a legal com¬

mand; ti scarlet fever patient is separated
from healthy people as rigorously tis ono at¬
tacked with small-pox; ami the tenants or

owners of the building in which the case occurs

are obliged to disinfect and purify it
thoroughly, or it is done at their expcuse**by the
municipal authorities.
Tho necessity of n hospital for this disease

in a city of tbe size of New-York arises from
the impossibility of enforcing isolation rn the
majority of families, especially iu the poorer
classes. Even if the scarlet fever patients
could be ree ived in other hospitals without
risk of contagion toother patients, the treat¬
ment they require is BO different from any others
that it is almost certain death to remove them.
A case is now liefore the English courts in which
a father is trying to bring punishment upon the

physicians in charge of a certain Infirmary to
which his child was carried from a boarding
school and died, in consequence of the low
temperature of tbe ward in which ho was

placid.
Scarlet fever is always present in every largo

city, and when it prevails as an epidemic num¬

bers its victims by tbo thousand. Even those
who recover too often carry with them some

chronic ailment for life as a souvenir of its visit.
A well ordcied hospita) such as is proposed
would do much to lessen its power.

THE CASE OF DOLLING ER.

Hero is a text out of which our clergymen
this morning could draw a lesson concerning
common sense aud the right uses of life which
New-Yorkers would appreciate better, probably,
than if it were baaed on the atiff-neckedness of
the Israelites when they were deaf to Moses's
hints how permanently to better Uie condition
of their souls and bodies, or on the folly of Esau,
who sold bis birthright for life for a diBh of
pottage which only lasted him for one meal.
A young man named Dollinger staggered into

a down-town car last Tuesday, and was pres¬
ently .discovered to be bleeding from
a shot which he had given himself. When he
was removed to the hospital, hia story came

out. Ho was a sickly, sensitive boy, of good
parentage und refined habits, who had come¬

down from au inland town to push his fortunes
in New-York. He became a clerk on a starva¬
tion salary, and had no friends. Hb employer
was domineering. He left his situation in
consequence, and spent weeks in hunting
work, which he did uot find. His money
gave out. He waa compelled to bleep in the
squares. He was hungry, lonely, miserable.
It did not happen to occur to bini, apparently,
that some intelligent power had made h niau

of him and expected a man's work from him,

and that there must bc a way of using his life,
in spite ot domineering employers, his empty
pocket, or the point-blank refusals which met

him at every turn when he asked for standing-
room in the world. Sn, t:> pal an end to it, he

shot himself ; in the side, not the bead, u lest he

"should disfigure his face." He "never
" thought much of living anyway," he says, nnd
finds nothing to regret in the wholt* Inkiness
but the pain it will give to bin motlier.
The matter has been thoroughly exposed by

the reporters, or we would not take it as a text.

It is a typical case. There are thousands of

young men, clerks, book-keepers lawyers and
doetor*, in this nnd other cities, who go about
shabbily clothed and chronically hungry* They
aleep in unventilated closets in the attics of low-

class lodging-houses. They have no friends nor

society. They h ive refined tastes which they
cannot gratify. They are bitter to maa and
unbelieving to God, amply because they aro

hungry and wretched. If, to their worse luck,
they are married, their hunger and misery aro

by so much the moio heavy and intolerable.
It is no rare case for these men to '-make
.. an end of it" by ii bullet, like young Dollinger.
During the last two years the number of suicides
has been frightfully on the increase in our large
cities, and they have been, with few exceptions,
among men and women disheartened by the
lack ol' work, a home and friends.
Now who is to blaine ? Not the employers

who turn these men away without work ; they
have none to give. Nor are (heir shops and
offices charitalde institutions. Not even the

employer who is ''hard and domineering.'*
Tho chances aro that the sensitive, refined lad,
who is craving fer sympathy and meditating
suicide, is a very inefficient workman, and a nui¬
sance in the offlce. Neil her is the man to blame
when he bu aks down. The world owes him,
mid every rn *n who is willing to work, not only
enough to eat, but friendly encouragement,
gratification of hi*, natural tastes, and even

amusement. These things are his birthright,
and ns tbe wise old cynic said,*1 he who can do
" without them is either fl brute or a god." The
whole blame re-its upon tbe man who, like
Dollinger, persists ia seeking them in a city,
where his weak bo ly and mediocre intellect
stand no chance in tbe friction of great masses

of stronger men. It is a mere matter of cold,
unyielding fact He is not in the right place.
It would require a miracle to divide the loaves
and li.-hes of work among Ihe vast struggling
multitude in thia ciiy. Hen of Dollinger'a
make cannot get ti crumb. The multitude,
simply because it is st niggling, ia selfish. They
have no sympathy nor friendship to give him.
The city, to >, i- tile place whero refined tastes

are only to be gratified by large outlay. A red
rose mayo si a week's salary. Dollinger, hungry
in body and soul, with no chance of food for
either, makes up his mind that the only pince
for !iim ia thc world is among thu (knd masses
ol flesh in Potter. Field.
Now, it New-York were the world, ure should

agree with bim, and feel pity for him and hia
like. But New York la not thc world. The
money apenl in looking for work herc would
have taken him to boundless fields of the

soil m the norh! ; to pure air. to heany
companionship and life-long work, which would
pay him from the Hrs*; day ; all to be had with¬
out money and without price. He would be bis
own master. No -more risk ol' domineering
nor dismissal. No walking from (lom* to door

ing tor work. Tho earth and .sun and rain
will be bis employers; Nature, beautiful and
free, his companion. There will be stimulus for
his highest emotions and tastes, and (what is
quite as essential to his soul's health) there
will be good food and good air for his body to
wax Strong upon. Considering these facts, our

pity fur tho Dollinger.'' of New-York is not
deep. They aro tho modern Esaus, who
blindly sell tbeir right toauaeful, strom*,happy
but obscure life, for a miserable cbnnce of suc¬

cess in a heated city; a mess of pottage which
decays before it touches their lips,
