It is a curious commentary on our American
civilization that we all breathe freer when a

Tbis is all
there was of it, nnd this, under our system of
amateur hangmen, is, in all seriousness, a

tiling to be noted aud to be grateful lor.

Ex-Governor Howard, of Rhode Island, bears
testimony, in the tel!, reported elsewhere, to

the ebb of tbe Orant tide, ind mates a strong
declaration io behalf of Mr. Blaine. At the
same time Govert-o/ Howard believe* tbat
there exists in the piety a peculiarly tolerant dis¬
position as between candidate?, with a strong
desire tbat the most available mau shall he
cboeen, regardless of personal considerations.

The State Board of Charities has made a re¬

port npon tbe Randall's Island House of Re¬
fuge, which is strongly condemnatory of the
management. The important portions of the
report will be found in oar Albany correspon¬
dence. A recommendation is made tbat the
.harlem! the Society for the Reformation of

Juvenile Delinquents, which bas the institution
in charge, should be so amended as greatly to

restrict its jurisdiction.
Senator Eaton bas promulgated the theory of

State Rights in a new add magnificent manner.

He hurls back with scorn the suggestion that
the Senate should be governed by judicial
methods, and declares that it is "an assembly
ttof ambassadors from sovereign States, gov-
u erned by no such petty mles." So Mr. Eaton
is an "ambassador," is bet This will make
people stare up in Connecticut.

Tho holding of four Republican State Con¬
ventions during the current week baa made it
possible to enlarge the estimates of the vote at

Chicago given on Saturday last. A revised
statement, made elsewhere, shows Mr. Blaine
to be within exnetly 100 votes of a nomination,
while General Grant is 153 votes away, and
t lere are only 108 delegates still to be elected.
Should General Grant obtain all of these, he
would still be nearly fifty votes short. But he
cannot obtain all of the forty-two votes of Illi¬
nois except by measure.-- which would min his
candidacy, aud it seems to be well understood
that the ten votes of Minnesota will bo for Mr.
Blaine, to say nothing of his strong chances in
Nebraska and Colorado. The new estimate
strengthens the probability of General Grant's
defeat. He will be much short ot a majority
when the Convention meets, aud men who have
been elected to oppose a third term aro not

likely to desert their colors.

It is gratifying to find that tho Democrats of
the Senate are not solidly arrayed in defence of
the iniquitous project to steal Mr. Kellogg's seat.
Senator Hampton's declaration of his intention
to vote against this most unjustifiable deed will
do'morc to bring him the esteem of all men whose
esteem is worth having than any other act of
his career. His speech is marked with no more

than the customary recret of the patty man

who finds himself compelled to sepnrato him¬
self from his political associates, aud it contains
the substance of law and justice in this matter.
The Democratic Senators have shown no dis¬
position to be convinced by the ar.'iimeuts of
Republicans. Perhaps they will give greater
attention when one of their owu number asks
them, u If the case is to lie reheard now, what is
u to prevent its being it-heard again and nguiu ?*'
Under the theory of the present majority, it
might be reopened, and every case might be re¬

opened, with every change of political control,
nnd the Senate be permanently Mexican.ed.
The rightfulness of Mr. Kellogg's title is not,
as General Hampton showed, now an issue at
all. That question has once beeu decided, and
the decision, whether right or wrong, must be
respected. To quote his owu words, u the con-
u sequences of leaving titles to beats forever
.* opeu to question are more disastrous than to
u leave au occasional case wrongly settled." It
is to be hoped that the Democratic majority
may yet be able to lake this patriotic view of
the case.

CONGRESS AND A I'FROFRIA TlONS.
What did Congi*.ss do yesterday 1 It did

what it has done every duy for a week, every
day for a month, every d.iy for nearly six
mouths. It blocked the wheels of Government,
lt put out the lights and stopped the water in
tbe public buildings, lt caused the United
Slates Courts to close, dismissed jmors because
there was no money to pay them, and released
dangerous counterfeiters ou low bail. It told
officials, who have waited for ten months in vain
for their well-earned pay, that they must wait
still longer, lt warned oilier officials, who
have been payiug for necessary expenses of the
United Stoles Government out of their own

pockets, that they might contiuue to do so, if
they pleased, but that Congress was not reidy
to pay them a cent of the money already ad¬
vanced, or to provide for theil payment if they
should advauee any more.
In otber words, Congress did nothing. It has

done nothing for weeks and months, though
there waB most urgent need of doing something,
if the whi-iils of the Government aretoranatall.
It listened to malignant partisan speech in one

hom-e, and anthemed another costly and
useless investigation in the other. There was

no bot political debate, ut either cud of the
Capitol, to excuse the outrageous neglect of
pressing public necessities. For mouths the
heads of departments have been representing
that the appropriations were exhuu.ited for this
or that purpose, and that the public service

would presently be an esl ed if Congress failed
to make such provision as existing laws re¬

quire. Congress has listened with indifference-
done nothing with gi eat pains, treated the laws
with contempt, aud suQered the public business
to go to the dogs. The'most necessary [auctions
of tbe Government.its confinement, ti inland
punishment of criminals, its adjudication ot
claimants under its laws, its occupation ol pub¬
lic buildings aud transportation of fast mails,
and ariest of law-bieakers.have been con¬

tinued thus f.ir in many cases only by the
patient or pitiful generosity of private indi¬
viduals, in spite of Ibo incompetence or dis¬
loyalty of Congress.

Either incompetence or disloyalty it cer¬

tainly is that prevents the appropriation of
money required by existing laws, and necessary
for the continuance of public service. Tho will¬
ing people pay liberally ull that is need! ul for
every branch of the service. Thc existing laws
provide fully for every blanch, and moke it (he
duty of niembeiB of Ci ogress to vole in due
season the money required for the execution of
the laws. Congress refuses to di its duty, or to
obey the laws, and iu nearly every case haa no
excuse or pretext whatever. Il is Hie common
observation of experienced persons at Wash¬
ington that there never bas been gathered a

more wretchedly and pitiably incompetent lindy
of men thau this Demociatic Congi ess. lt is
incompetent to change tho laws with proper
undeistanding of existing provisions* incom¬
petent to frame an appiopriation bill-witli due
regard for tbe existing laws which it wishes to
carry out; incompetent to disenxs any public
measure intelligently or profitably; incom¬
petent to reach a vote, within nny given time,
even v/hen it is anxious to do eo ; and for six
months member, have sat, talked nonsense or
billinsgatc, or debated politics in tho tone
adapted to a country barroom, kept the few
sensible men busy in preventing mischievous
or rascally Legislation, uud done nothing. It
s a question whet her a body so incapable may
not claim exemption from censure on thc
ground of utter irresponsibility. But in some

iustauces even the utmost charity Cannot plead
this excuse.
As to some pressing needs of the public

service, Congress bas betrayed a comprehension
of thc ueed by its action. It hus passed bills to
cover ..immediate deficiencies," for example.
Some of these deficiencies were created by the
ignorance or incompetence of Congram at its
last session; some by its inability to calculate
what sums existing laws would make necessary;
some by spiteful and nckless partisanship.
But the need was confessed by the passage of
the Immediate Deficiency bill, and would havo
been met but for ono difficulty. A set of revolu¬
tionists and repudiators had openly and often
threatened lo sto** the wiieJ-a of government

unless they were permitted to change the elec¬
tion laws to their liking. The majority in Con¬

gress suffered these nullifiers to fasten upon tho

Immediate Deficiency bill provisionswhich they
well knew that the President could not approve.
Wasjit the deliberate intention to stop tho public
business, to turn oft the lights, close the courts,
nnd release the criminals * Tho President sent
back thc bill, objecting to the general legisla¬
tion fastened upon it, and Congress might then,
in a single day, have passed the same provis¬
ions in two separate bills, one appropriating
the money required by existing laws for the
needs of government, and the other making
changes in existing laws. But Congress re¬

fuses to this day. It might have done the same

thing at any time within nearly six mouths, but
has constantly refused. It will not try to

amend the laws. But it refuses to vote money
unless the laws are nullified. This is not in¬

competence. It is traitorous defiance of tho
obligations which the laws impose.
Thus it is not possible to say whether an in¬

famously treasonable spirit or a pitiable and
phenomenal incapacity has caused tlio arrest of

public service in many cases. Congress has
been guilty of both. Tho net result is an at¬

tempt to starve the Government. Perhaps
there are in Congress hypocritical and whining
sneaks who mean to starve out tbeGovernment,
but have not the pluck to say so, just os some

jailers of Southern prisons during the war pre¬
tended that they could not get food for starving
prisoners. Orpeihaps there ere well-meaning
snd uprightmen In both houses who want to

obey and enforce tho laws, but have not tho

capacity. Hie public will judge. But the

Government is being starved, as dosed courts
and released criminals bear witness, mid the
work is done by a Democratic Congie* -..

TUE UTICA PLATFORM.
Our attention has been directed to'.the fact lliat

all the papers of this city, and presumably of tho
Stateand country aln.o. have Leen mialed with re¬

spect to the laug.age of the platform adopted by
the UticaConvention,npon which we commented
yesterday. The text of the resolutions, as they
appear in a circular sent out by the State Com¬
mittee, difters from tbat lobe found lu all the

morning papers ol this oity the day after the
Convention in many Respects, and i-onic of them
arc highly important. The mistakes made
were unquestionably the work of the tele¬
graphers, as the newspaper versions all agree.
While there were verbal inaccuracies in each
plank of the platform, thom of most importance
were contained in the resolution of instruction.
This, in thc correct flinn, declares: "That thc
u Republicans Of New-York believe the selec-
u tion of Ulysses s. Giant as the Presidential
..candidate of urgent importance, and the dele*
** gates this day appointed aro called upon anil
u instructed to use their most earnest and
" united ettorts to secure his nomination.''
The Convention then did pass an explicit

and emphatic resolution of instruction, which

sought to include all tho delegates appointed
at Utica. So far as this has any authority, Ihe
fact should lie frankly admitted. No one who

bas followed Thi* Tkihune's course on this
matter needs to be told that, in our opinion, the
District delegates are no more bound by these
instructions than by the laws of Ai kansas.
When tho State Convention undertook to in¬

struct the delegates of the Congressional Dis-
tricts, it undertook something which it hud no

right to do, and which it had been explicitly
told beforehand would not be recognised.

A NATIONAL RETURNING Ito Alli).

It is a stiiking illustration of the desperate
feeling prcvaliug in the Democratic party thal
a scheme so bad as tbe caucus plan fur ea.st¬
ing the electoral voles can be favorably reported.
But for the bold conspiracy in Maine and the
various scat-stealing operations In Washington
we should (Iceni it impossible for so dangerous
and revolutionary a measure to be carried, lt
is in flagrant opposition to the spirit of the Con¬
stitution! it is contrary to tho only political
doctrine the Democratic party has left, and it is
sure to result in fraud und wholesale injustice.
Nothing can be clearer than tbat the Federal

Constitution requires the President to bc elected
by the States. The Legislatures are to appoint
electors in any manner ibey see Iii; the (lectors
are to meet in their respective Statis ami trans¬
mit the result of their balloting to the Presi¬
dent of the United Studs Senate. The laws en¬

acted from tune to time to curry out these pro¬
visions of the Constitution establish the methods
by which each Sta'e is lo determine through its
own rcturing officers what electors have been
chosen, and the proper authorities of the state
are to give to tba electors formal certificates of
title, which must accompaiiy tbs statement of
their ballots transmitted to thc President of the
Senate. Nowhere is it so much us hinted that
the choice ol electors inay be, oi can be, deter¬
mined, sun* in their respective Slates aud by the
lawful State authorities, 'ihe voles which they
are to cast are regarded as the votes of thc
States, not of the people ; and the States must
select tl'.di own nicols tn their own way. This
issoplaiuly in accordance with the Democratic
theory of state. Bights that it is not easy io see

how any Democrat can bung himself to ques¬
tion it. During the iir_*iiiiie ntn before the
Klcctoral Commission tin** managers of Mr. Til¬
den's case urged this very doctrine as a plea for
rejecting the Haves votes from Florida. In the
objections to the Republican electors Senators
Jones, Conpci und MeDoiiuhl, and Ucprescuta-
tives I). I). Field, Tucker, ,Feliks ami Springer,
took the extreme ground that even if ihe certifi¬
cates originally isoicd lo the Republicans by
Qovernoi Stearns "ever had any validity-.*' they
had boen **annulled anddeclureil void** by the
subsequent actina of Governor Drew, ami also
by a resolution of tim florida Legislature aud
a judgment ot tho Supreme Court of the State.
lt would bc impossible to make a broader asser¬
tion of the Dual and plenary authority of the
State in passing upon the. title ot its electors
than by assuming, as thc Democratic maiiagcis
did in this case, that after a valid certificate had
been Issued lo one sit of electors the Suite could
annul it and bine another certificate to s dif¬
ferent set, and that itsjudgment in this extraor¬
dinary and arbitrary course must bo conclusive
upon Congi cm in counting thc votes.
But by tho proposed joint resolution

the two houses of Congi ess aro to resolve
themselves ev.ry four years into a Na¬
tional Returning Hoard to revise the fig¬
ures of thd Stale Canvassers. The names
of all tbe electors are to bo, submitted for ap¬
proval, before the votes are counted, .iud if the
two house* agree in rejecting any vote it shall
not bo counted. As the two houses ate now

controlled hythe same party, ibo efteciof this
resolution would lie to give tho Democracy at

Washington absolute control over the choice of
the next President; and whenever tho Dcmo-
ciats find themselves on the point of losing their
majority they can modify tho joint resolution
to suit tho new exigency. Under the famous
L'2d joint rule it was possible for ono houso to
prevent tho counting of a vote, aud the rule
was dropped because that was considered
dangerous. But in former years there was a

geueral respect for tho right of tho States to
vote for whom they pleased, and most of the
tricks aud outrage? by which the Democrats

now try to vitiate presidential elections had not
been invented. It is an unpleasant truth ta

contemplate, but the probability of fraudulent
objections to an electoral vote is tenfold greater
now than it was ten years ago, and the chance
that the present Congress would decide such
objections upon other than purely partisan con¬

siderations is almost infinitely small.
If we would realize what tho caucus resolu¬

tion means we must call to mind the character
of the objections which the Democrats raised to

some of tho electoral votes in 1877. They at¬

tempted to throwout tho vote of Mr. Hum¬
phreys in Florida because ho had been TJtuted
States shipping commissioner. It was proved
that ho resigned that office a month before the
November election; his resignation was im¬
mediately accepted by the Judge of the Uuited
States Circuit Court, and another person was

assigned to the duties of the vacant place.
Nevertheless tho Democratic counsel before the
Electoral Commission insisted that tho vote
ought to be excluded, because the acceptance of
Mr. Humphreys's resignation by Judge Woods
appeared to be " the act of an individual, and
" not the act of the Court!" If this absuid pre¬
text had boen admitted, Mr. Tilden would have
been made President. Trivial objections to the
eligibility of Bepubliean electors in Michigan,
Nevada, Pennsylvania, Vermont, and Wiscon¬
sin, or to tho regularity of certain appointments
to fill vacancies, were waimly debated in tho
Senate und tho House ; and everybody renieni-

b. rs what happened in Oregon, when a sham
electoral collcgo was set up with money fur¬
nished by Colonel Pelton,, for the purpose of de¬
feating the admitted wishes of the people of thc
St ite. The whole Democratic party fought tooth
and nail for that piece of chicanery; and if the
juiiit resolution now proposed had then been jn
force, with a Democratic majority iu beth houses,
Cronin aud "Gobble," willi the aid of Pelton's
-$"".,000, would have chusen tho President of tho
United States.
No reasonable being doubts that tho same

tactics will bo pursued again. Tho prepara¬
tions are plainly visible, lt would not surprise
us much to hear even of the appointment of a

Democrat ic electoral college in Maine by
Gov. nior Gareelon's bogus Legislature resus¬

citated for the occasion. If the Ucpuhlicuns
should carry any Southern State it is certain
that competing colleges would bo organized
and double setsof returns transmitted to Wash¬
ington. The people cannot be too careful in
watching tho development of tho plot. Tlio
Democratic party is determined to steal the
Presidency if it cannot win it; and it has nearly
made up its mind that it cannot win.
