ORGANIZING TO AID IRELAND.

FORMATION OF THR IRISH LAND LrAOl'R OF

AMERICA.KXCITEIi DEBATE IN REGARD TO THK

POWKRS OF TIIK TREASURER.
A preliminary convention of tho Irish Land

Lengnn of America was held at Thirty-serond-st.
atid Broadway Tuesday, for tho f-urposs of form¬
ing a permanent 0rfr.ini7.ati1m. Delegations at¬
tended from many parts of tho States. J. c.
McGuire waa elected temporary chairman, and
stated tho ohject of the gathering to bo to consider
the heat and moat practical moana hy which Irish¬
men in thia country could assist their kinsfolk in
Ireland. There was nothing at present before the
Irish of Ireland mit starvation or emigration.
Thousands lind already had to leave their homes
and country, and noon a real Celt in Ireland would
Tbo aa rare as a real Indian in America. What they
in thia country had to tb* was to assist their country¬
men in obtaining from tho British Government

foch a reform of the laws relating to land tenure in
roland as would enable the tenants to live ou the

fruits of their labor.
Committees on credentials, on organization. and

.rm mica were then elected. The officers chosen

.were P. A. Collins, of Boston, aa chairman, Patrick
Madden, Rochester, treasurer, and D. ll. Shields,
Westchester, recording secretary.
The first biuiuesa yesterday was to# receive the

report of the committee on constitution and by¬
law*, and tins having been read und received, its
recommendations wero discussed seriatim. The ar¬

ticle in reference to the election of treasurer con¬

tained a clause requiring him to receive subscrip-
tiona from the vnrlous branches and transmit them
io Ireland. To this clause great objection was raised.
Father Walsh, of Waterbury, said tbat if tho funds
were forwarded by a central treasurer it would be
taxation without representation. Several speeches
followed on tho subject of sending the funds from
New-York, ono of tho speakers, Mr. Shields, the sec¬

retary, bein ar interrupted by a cry of " Moffat."
John Dcvoy immediately called the chairman's at¬
tention to the fact. They did not intend he
said, to erect a Moffat mansion either at New-York
or Yonkers with the money collected, and ho asked
that such damaging allusions bo repressed. Mr.
Dillon, M. P., said he .curetted that this
discussion had arisen. He stronglv dep¬
recated the insinuation and suspicions that bad
been uttered, aud asked, if one mau could not
be found sufficiently honest to transmit
the funds to Dublin would it not be more

difficult to find 100 men sufficiently honest
to transmit the money from the varion* branches
to Dublin f His remarks had very little apparent
influence, for the discussion still went on. A vote

wss at length taken on n substitute offered by
Father Mckenna, which was lost by a small ma¬

jority, lt was then charged that some had voted
twice, and tbe ayes and nays were taken. This
"waa not satisfactory, and a division was called, hut
the substitute waa ultimately declared lost. Tbe
chairman declared the article to be adopted
"almost unanimously."
John Boyle O'Reilly, from the Committee on

Resolntiona, thou reported resolutions declaring
that it is the dnty of every Irishman to aid to tho
utmost of his ability every honorable effort mado
by the Irish people to free themselves from the ruin¬

ous laws under which they live, and plaining thu
earnest cooperation nf the organization to the Irish
Land League. Mr. Dillon then made a brief speech
npon the Land League movement, ami was fol¬
lowed hy Michael Davitt, who was loudly cheered.
Tbe constitution having been adopted, tho following
were chosen permanent officers of tho organization,
tbe secretary alone being entitled to compensation :

BARNUM AS A MENAGERIE EX PETIT.
BIS EfeTlMATLS OF IHE VALLI" OF W1LH -UKASTS IN

A SHOW.

P. T. Barnum, in a snit in the Superior Court
yestenlay, told something cf whtit lu-knew about
menagerie animals. Tho United .States Rolling
f'tock Company sues James Reilly, claiming that
.otli were creditors to large amounts ou December

7, 1876, r*f J. J Parks & Co., lessens or owners ol a

menagerie and circa*at that time in Georgi*. The
defendant, it is alleged, ancell that he would sell
tbe proiH-rty at Philadelphia, at the best attainable
price, and "divide tho proceeds with the plaint ill';
out he sold tho property at Richmond, Va., for a

very inadequate price, and ihe plaintiff claims
JjM.oOO damages.
Mr. Barnum WM examined before trial. Mr. De

Costa, for the plaintiff, asked him: "Wlmt. in
your opinion, was tho fair market vain* in 1870 oi
the following property: Kio work and ring horses,
20 ponies, 0 elephants, Q ro/ul Bengal tigers, H
hyenas, 2 lionesses and il cubs, 1 lion, l Jaguar, _

panthers, 1 eland, 2 peccaries, 1 hartcbccst, 2 an¬
telopes, 1 luina, 1 saired cow, 1 elk, 1 zebra, 1
Camel, 1 emu. together with 16 cages for animals in

having at on* time negotiated for its purchase. Its
minimum value v.ns K60.00), "thero bein'' those
educated elephants."

"a good place for the buyers, but by no means lor
the sellers."

INSPECTING FORTS AND GUNS.
THE SECRETARY OF WAR AND GKaNERAL MKBM-JI

VISITING THE PXrCXCEl OF NI'.W-YOFK.

The fortifications of this port were inspected yes¬
terday by Secretary Ramsey and General Sherman.
They'arrived in Jersey City at 8*30 ii. m. from

Washington. General Sherman was accompanied
by his duughtcr, Miss Rachel Sherman. The party
was taken from Jersey (itv to Governor's Island
on the tug Henry Smith, anil the salute of seventeen

Kilns for the Secretary of War was fired from Castle
William upon the arrival at Governor's Island nt
7 a. m. The visitors were received by Major Gen¬
eral Hancock, commanding the Department of tin-
East, Generals C. C. Augur. Pry, Clark. McKeover,
and Crittenden, Captain Waru, and Lieutenants
Hubbell and Runeie. An inspection nf the defences
of the island was made, nnd tho soldier*'quartered
there were reviewed. The party then breakfasted
with General Hancock. At ll o'clock the Secretary
accompanied by Miss Sherman, Generals Sherman,
Hancock, Augur, McKeever. and Perre, Majors
Sanger and Barr. Captain Wharton, and Lieuten¬
ants Ward and Runeie, went on board thc Henry
Smith. She steamed down to the Narrows, and the
limt landing wan made, at, Kort Wadsworth, upon
Staten Island. Tho customary saint* wus fired,
and the party was received hy General Gibson and
stat!', and taken in carriages to the fort. Alter the
visitors had climbed to the top of the walls and
looked about, the two companies of soldiers quar¬
tered thero were reviewed. Lunch was taken si
General Gibson's house, and the party proceeded
across the strait to Fort Hamilton, upon Long
Island, While the salute of seventeen guns was

sounding. Colonel De Russey, who was inleonuniiiid.
received tho Secretary ami his companions, and
escorted them to the interior of the fort, where the
Third Artillery wa* on parade, Tho drill ground
in the rear of the fort was visited, and the evolu¬
tions of tho artillery corps in field practice were

witnessed. Afterward the 20-iuch Rodman gun on

the earthworks was looked at. Its weight is
ll",100 pounds, nnd it fires a shot weighing 1,080
pounds. 200 pounds of powder being used.
Upon reembarking, tho party went to the artillery

practice ground at* Sandy Hook A collation was

served on board. Colonels Crispin and Baylor re¬

ceived thc guests after lending. They then visited
the cannon undergoing tests. 1* rom it Gatling gun,
two hundred rounds were fired in n few seconds.
The Hotchkissrifled cannon, a mountain howitzer,
a lieltl piece of three-inch calibre, and two pieces of
heavy ordnance, a rifled breech-loading gun of
eight-inch cnlihrt* converted from a ten-inch
smooth boro muzzle loading Rodman gun, ami
a twelve-inch rifled muzzle-loading Rodman, were
also (ired. Tho working of the device for testing
velocity was noted. Both Secretary Ramsey ami
General Sherman math- many inquiries. 'Alter
refreshments with'tln* oflicem of the post, the party
returned to Governors Island, where General
Hancock and his staff wen* landed. Secretary
Ramsey and General Sherman were taken to tho
foot of West Twenty-third-st., and went to tin-
Fifth Avenue Hotel.

froni Twenty-third-st., East River, land visit Fort

Secretary and General Sherman will be thc guests
of tho I nion League Club this evening and will
leave town Friday.

FINING VESSELS ON TRIVIAL PRETEXTS.
Tho brig Mary E. Thayer, N. Hand managing

owner, and the schooner J. P. Auger, owned in
Long Island, wire -recently lined by the Custom
Honae officers of the Mexican port of Campcachy,
on tho most trivial pretexts. Captain J. V. Whit¬
man,.of the Thayer, now Iring al the Empire
Stores, Brooklyn, yesterday told thc follow ing story
to a Tribcne reporter: " I left Asplnwnll in ballast
on March ll for Campearhy. There was no Mexi¬
can consul at Aspinwall, and my mam list had
therefore to be made out and certified by the
American consul, ll in my ^arrival at Campcachy,
on .March 24. 1 handed my papers to the officer who
carno aboard. A very strict search wns m..de ot

Hie vessel, but no question was raised until nexl
day, when ;1 waa{informed that I hud bren tined
$50 because my manifest was not clean. I ex¬

plained'exactly how it hud been made ont, and
asked what was wrung willi it. I was then shown
thc paner, and found that the word 'brig'had ap¬
parently peon traced over, without, however, alter¬
ing the*word. For thia I .was to bt lined. I asked
the custom house people to look af tho rig of my
veasel, and see whether she was or was uota brig,
and asked what tin v had to complain of. Tho only
satisfaction I could get was thc simple statement
that I was lined $50, and that I must stay there
until I paid it. There was no American consul ni
Campcachy, and I paid the fine under protest. Tim
next day I learned that Hm schooner .1. I*. Anger
hud been lined in a similar wav, ulthnuuh her mani¬
fest was certified hy the Mexican consul in New-
York It is my impression and lielief thal the trae-
ing was done in tho custom house, in onler to
create a pretext for imposing tin- fine, for on receiv¬
ing hack my manifest before leaving Campcachy,
I found thal it was nearly worn through al tin* s|mt
where tho trucing hud been .lone. A duse- look
