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" The novels ot Frances Barney, " Evelina " and
" Cecilla," produced almost as arrest an excitement

at the time of their original appearance tn the

totter part of the eighteenth century ss those of Sir

Waiter Scott and George Eliot at a more recent pe¬

riod of fictitious literature. If a curious reader
should be tempted to look into those productions at

the present day, he would find almost incredible the
interest with which lt is said tbey were at first re¬

ceived. Not that they are devoid of a certain kind
of merit, but tbat they should ever bave been-re¬

garded as opening a new era in taste and letters is

absolutely inconceivable. They are written in a

light and rather graceful style, abounding in pic¬
tures of the polite society of that div, and illus¬

trating some original traits of character in tbe prin¬
cipal personages of tbe scene. But tbey have no

depth of plot, no charm of dialogue, except an occa¬

sional rattling vivacity, no remarkable skill in the

conception of scenes, or the description of persona.
Still Misa Burney waa an interesting aud iu

t t some respects an Admirable woman. She

was u favorite Id tbo best intellectual so¬

ciety during the reiun of George lil. Dr.

Johnson. Burke, Sheridan, and other literary

potentates ot the period were among lier Ultimate

friends. Sbe was unpointed to a place in tlie Royal
Household, vi here for several years she had tbe op¬

portunity of observing tbe mysteries of high lifo in

tbcBritiab Conrt. Her '* Diary and Letter.-." now
intelligently edited by Miss Woolsey, though full of

insignificant nud vapid demi!*', present many ani¬

mated personal sketches which will be found to

possess consider!".blc iuieiest not only for tho lovers

of gossip, but for tbo student of manners. The

Diary opens with the publication of " Evelina." in

.the year 1778. in the twenty-sixth year of the au- |
thor's age. One of the earliest entries describes a

visit to Streatham, the seat of (he country house of

Mrs.Thrale, at which sho was a frequentand favorite
visitor, and for many years on teims of intimate

friendship witb its hospitable mistress :.
I bave now to write an account of tho most con¬

sequential day I have scent since my birth; namely,
my Streatham visit Our journey lb streatham was
the least pleasant pan of the day, for the rends
were dreadfully dusty, and I was really ni the
fidget* from thinking what my reception might he.
Mid from fearing tbey would expect a less awk¬
ward nnd backward kind ol perron than 1 iv as sure

they would find. Mr. Thrale's boase is white, and
very pleasantly situated, in a fine paddock. Mrs.
Tlirale *was strolling about, and came to us as wo

got out of tho chaise. She then received me, taking
both my hands, and willi mixed politeness and cor¬

diality welcoming me to Mi eat liam. She led me
into the bou.se, uud addressed herself almost wholly
for a few minutes to my father, ns if to give nie an

assurance sho did not mean to regard me as a show,
ot to distress or frighten mo by drawing me out.
Afterward, (-he took me upstairs, and showed me
the house, and said sho bail very mnch wished to
see me at Streatham, nud should always think her¬
self much obliged to Dr. linniev for his goodness in
bringing me, which she looked upon as a very great
favor.
But though we were some time together, and

though she was so very civil, she did not bint at

my book, and 1 love her much more tbau over for
her delicacy in avoiding a subject which she could
not but see would have greatly embarrassed me.

Soou after, Mrs. 'finale took me to the library; she
talked a little while upon common topics, Und then,
at last, sbe mentioned *' Evelina."
" Yesterday ut supper," said sbe, " wo talked it

all over, and discussed all >ur characters.; but Dr.
Johnson's favorite is .Mr. .Smith. He declares the
fine gentleman manque' was never better drawn, and
be acted bim aU the evening, saving ' bo was all for
tbo ladies!' He repeated wtiolo seeues by heart. I
declare I was astonished at bim. O, you -can't im¬
agine how much he ii pleased with tbe book; he
' could not get rid of tho rogue,' be told me. But
was it not droll," saul she, " that I sboukl recom¬

mend it to Dr. burney f aud teat* him so innocently
toreaditt"

I now prevailed npon Mrs. Tbrale to let me amuse
myself, and sbe went to dress. I tben prowled about
to choose some book, and I saw, upon -the reading-
table, " Evelina".I bad inst fixed hpon a new
translation of Cicero's Ltehus, when; the library-
door was opened, and Mr. (Seward entered. 1 in¬
stantly pat away my book, becanse I dreaded being
thought studious aud affected. He offered hia ser¬

vice to find anything for me, and then, in the same

breath, rau on to speak of ti.e hook 'with which I
had myself " favored the world I"
1he exact wonts he began wit b I cannot recollect,

for I was actually confounded by tn. attack j ano
his abrupt manner of letting me know be was au

fait equally astonished and provoked me. How dif¬
ferent from the delicacy of Mr. and Mrs. Thralel
Wben we were summoned to dinner, Mrs. Tbrale

made my father and me Bit on each side of ber. 1
aaid tbat 1 hoped I did not take Dr. Johnson's place;
for ho had not yet appeared. " No," answered Mrs.
Thrale, "he will sit by you, which I am sure will
give him great pleasure.-' Hoon afterwe wore seated,
this great mau entered, I have so true a veneration
for him, tbat tbo very sight of him inspires me with
deligbtadd reverence, notwithstanding tbe cruel
infirmities to which be is subject; for be bas utmost
perpetual convulsive movements, either of his
hands, lips, feet, or knees, aud sometimes of all to¬
gether.
Mrs. Thrale introduced me to him. and betook

his place. We bad a noble dinner aud a most ele¬
gant dessert. Dr. Johnson in tbo middle of din¬
ner, asked Mrs. Tbrale what was in some little pies
tbat were near him. " Mutton," answered she, " so
I don't ask you to eat any. becanse I know you de¬
spise it." No madam, uo," cried he; "I despise
nothing that is good of its -sort: but I am too proud
now to eat of it. Sitting by Miss Burney makes me
very proud to-dai P "Miss Barney," said Mrs.
Tbrale, laughing, "yon must take groat care of
your hean if Dr. Johnson attacks it; for I assure
you be is uot olteu successless." " \V hat's tbat yon
say madam I" cried be; " are you making mischief
between the young lady and mo already T"
Miss Burney is lavish of words in describing tbe

enchantments of Streatham, with which sbe cannot
express the " fulness of her content." Dr. Johnson,
it seems, was the great attraction of tho visit,
though his mannera certainly needed a little mend¬
ing before they wonld come up to the not very se¬

vere requirements of tbe modern drawing-room : .

Mr. Thrale was neither well nor in spirits all day.
Indeed, he seems bot to be a happy man, though he
has every means of happiness in his power. Hut 1
think I bave rarely seen a very rich man witb a

light heart and light spirits. Dr. Johnson was rn tbe
utmost good humor. There was no other company
at the house all day. After dinner, I bad a delight¬
ful stroll with Mrs. Thrale, and sbe gave
me a list of all ber " good neighbors"
in the towu of Streatham. At tea we
all met again, aud Dr. Johnson was

gaily sociable. Ilo gave a very droll account of the
children of Mr. Langton, "wbo," he said, "might
he very good children, if tbey wero let alone; but
the father is never easy when ne is not making them
do sometning which they cannot do; they must re¬

peat a fable, or a speech, or thc Hebrew alphabet;
and they might as well count twenty, for what they
know ot tue matter; however, the father says
half, for he prompts every word. But he could not
have cboseu a man who wonld have been less en¬
tertained b.v such means."

*' 1 believe not I" cried Mrs. Thrale . .¦ nothing
is more ridiculous than parents cramming their
children's nonsense down other people's throats. I
koop mine as much ont of the way aa 1 oan,"
"Yours, madam," answered he, "axe in nobody'a
way: no cbildreu can be better managed, or lesa
troublesome; but your fault is a too great perverse¬
ness in not allowing anybody to give them any¬
thing. Why should they not have a cherry, ora
gooseberry, as well asibigger children f"
" lWno.sc they aro euro to return Buen gifts hy

- Wiping their hands upon the giver's gonn or coat,
and nothing makes children more offensive, Peoplo
onlv make the offer to please the parents, and they
wish tbe poor children at Jericho wheo they accept
it" " But, madam, it is a great deal more offensive
to refuse them. Let those who mage the offer look
to their own gowns and coate, for when vou inter¬
fere they only wish you at Jericho." " It is diffi¬
cult," said Mrs. Tbrak, " to please everybody.'*
Indeed, tbe freedom witb whicn Dr. Johuson con¬

demns whatever he disapproves is astonishing; and
we strength of words be uses would, to moat people,
be intolerable ; but Mrs. Thrale seems to have a
sweetness of disposition tbat equals all ber other ex¬
cellences, and far from making a point of vindicat¬
ing herself, abe generally receives hu admonitions
with tbe moot respectful silence.
Mm. Tbrale theo asked whether Mr. Langton took

any i-etter care of hia affairs tban formerly. "No.
madam," cried tho doctor, "aud never will . he com¬
plains ot the ill effects ot habit and rests content¬
edly upon a confeaaed iudblence. He told bis father
himself that he had ' no turn to economy '. but a
tbh-f might as well plead that be bad 'no turn to
honestyJ" Waa not that excellent t
ft Dight, Mia.

ami then we will ont to it. gina, tor glass, till that

frionds. that we should fly imo each others arms,

and both together civil for the thirdr
I atcnothino-, that they might not again ase such

a ceremony with me. Indeed, their late dinners
forbid suppers, especially as Dr. Johnson made roe

eat cake at tea; for bo held it till I took it. with an

odd or absent complaisance. He was extremely
comical alter snppt-r, and would not suffer Airs.

Tin ale and me to go to bod for near an hour alter

we made tbe motion.
At an evening party in London, where tbe very

walls of the room seemed to echo witb applauso of

tbe novelist, she met Sheridan for the first time,
who at once began to pay his court after the ap¬

proved fashion of the day :.

Of
late years, the amateur who was making np a set nf
Ruskin felt himself obliged to have the second os

well as thc first edition.tho plates having been rc-

engraved for the second. For tbo third they remain
the same as in the second; savo that some

of them bave been, as I judge, retouched.
It ls the text which hos now undergone alteration.
Mr. Ruskin's new preface of itself wonld suffice to

give a stamp to tho new issue. Ile rages against
tbe book bo reprints, declaring thut lin lins long
since said elsewhere and lie!ter whatever there
is good in it, but tbat aa people will
go on reading what he thinks rubbish, ho is williug
to humor their caprice by republishing a hook long
out of reach of moderate purses, lt is clear he takes a
certain pride in tbe keenness of tbe demand for the
book he despises. He does not mention prices,
but cither of the first two editions fetches nt the
shops in doth $40 or $45; the second beingAs di(B-
cult toget as the first. Mr. Ruskin is, however, of
opiuiou that the first will always command a high
price. The plates, ho tells us, were not only etched
but bitten by himself, the last of thom in a wash*
band basin in hia room at the Hotel La Cloche, in
Dijon. This last precious item about t he wash-hand
basin excepted, most of what he says about tho
plates was known before. As fir tho text.
he has left it, all spangled and overshot
witb exuberant riches as it is, in its
primitive sf ate, save that ho hus cut out both
from text and notes the foolishly fulao Protestant¬
ism heretofore to be tonnd there. Ile has also
printed tbe essential principles, summaries of doc¬
trine, and aphorisms, scattered through Ihe hook,
in full -faced type.much to the detriment of the
pages where this emphatic appeal to the reader's
eye occurs. The impecunious admirer of Ruskin
will no more bo able to buy this now edition tban
the others. It is published at two guineas by Mr.
George'Allen, Sunnyside. Orpington,nnd ison paper
a site larger than tho old. No numerical limit is

set to tho edition, bnt it mny bo prcsiiini.il thc plutos
will not he worked after they coom to give good Im¬
pressions. Mr. Ruskin's announcement that a fresh
iasue of the "Modem Painters," or parts of that
work, will bo rando, is a surprise. It had bren un¬
derstood that tho last edition ws flnul, and thut
tbe plates, or some of them, had been destroyed.
The books belonging to Dr. John A. Carlyle,

brother to Thomas, and translator in prose of
Dante's Inferno, were sold the other day bv auction.
They did not. as a rule, bring high pricea, and the
newspapers did not think them worth mention j
nor, indeed, was the collection a remarkable one

except for booka bearing inscriptions from some
famous men; notably from the late owner's greater
brother. But some of tbese la'.ter were full of in¬
terest. There was a Wilhelm Meister, Stuttgart,
1816, in which was written, " From this
copy the English Translation was made. T. C."
and a copy of "Sartor Resartns," "reprinted for
friends from Fraser's Magazine," 1834,.two years
before the Boston edition.with " To my dear brother
John T. Carlyle." Thero wore gift copies of Emer¬
son's "Essays" and " Representative Mon." from the
author i " Tho Confessions of Faith etc.," 1831, ol
the Rev. Edward Irving, inscribed " To my dear
and muck-esteemed friend Dr. John Carlyle, Edwd,
Irving; Mill "On Liberty," "/rest the author*
with the added aiguaturo " T. Carlyle, Chelsea
1859"j and Theodore Parker's '* Hfsanllin, Sermon-
etc," with inscription and autograph lotter fron
tbe heroic Boston mim.ier. Many of them

went for a fow shillings and wero bought for

the surviving brother. Some of them could only
have oppearod in a public auction catalogue by
sheer oversight. Perhaps the most interesting of
all waa a Ul) 12mo. (or small 8vo.) with engraved
title. " Thomas Carlyle Leben Schillers, aaa dem
Englischen eingeleitet (lurch Goetne, Frankfurt am
Main, 1830," with viewa of Carlyle's home, aud of

Schiller's, and with this inscription on the fly-leaf
in a very distinct hand:

*' Sent from Goethe in Weimar ; presented to Dr. Car¬

lyle hy his affectionate brother, T. Carlyle, CraigenpuU
tock, 18th November, 1830."
Possibly other copies of the translation of tbe

Life of Schiller.which the.author too contemp¬
tuously called in after days "a rag of a book".
were sent by the old Goethe to tho young Carlyle.
One can hardly think he would have given away
tbe only copy sent from his great master, oveu to

his brother. Bat this he evidently had had bound for

John. Tho ticket is still there: "Boundby McKinnell
andMcKie, booksellers, eic, Mid Steeple, Dumfries."
Tho Dumfries workman has done his best, and tho

book makes a creditable appearanoe iu calf, wltb
tooled and gilt back and broad gilt borders on the

sides; altogether a volume of moro luxury than is

ofton to bo found among tho books of cither brother.
This was uot bought in, but went to an admirer at

about $14.
