The recent discovery of gol i in the Naroo-
tbee Valley, Georgia, has served to call public
attention once more to the oldest goM field in

the United States. Mr. Solon Robinson, in a

tomprehensive letter, relates the interesting
history of the first discovery of gold on the
Indian landa in Georgia, the intrusion of the

gold-hunting whites, and the subsequent min¬

ing operations. The list of mines and mille
at present in operation, shows how largo a

mining interest baa been redeveloped in Geor¬
gia during the lost fifteen years.

lately published aooounta of rich fiudings of gold in

the Nacoocbee Talley. White County, Georgia.
How many of The Tmbttne readers of the present
day are aware that that is the locality of the first
discovery of gold in thc United States, at least in

any appreciable quantity sufficient to tempt men

to become goM-miners T In October, 1828, a negro

slave owued, in Rutherford County, North Carolina,
discovered In the sands of Bear Creek, in White
County, Georgia, some grains of gold, but so fine
that no attention was given to them until the same

negro, having slipped awayfrom hisregular work for

an hour,found in the NacoocbeeUiversands anugget
worth several thousand dollars. Thir started a gold
hunting furor An old tradition existed among the

frontier settlers of the Cherokee Country, which
covered about one-third ofGeorgia and part of the

adjoining mountain district of Western North Caro¬

lina, that there was gold there, and that the Indians
knew whore, for they had sometimes used it for

bullets, but were prohibited -., Indian laws and a

death penalty from discovering the much coveted
merni to the white men.

The United States Government was fairly
forced to remove tbe Indians at National
expense for the benefit of Georgia, which
seized upon the whole Cherokee Country and di¬

vided it np by lottery in 1833, among a'l tho " free

white male popnlatiin of tbe State ".the mineral
lands in forty-acre lots, and farming lands in

IGO-aere lots. As it was impossible to tell at that
tame what part of tbe territory coutaiued gold, rt

was an arbitrary division upon guess-work. Many
of the tracts sold as " gold lots " by men wbo drew

prizes in that lottery, aud which are even now

sometimes sold to strangers ba other States, novcr

showed oolor. On the other band gold is often
found upon fanning lauds lu several counties where
it was not at first supposed it would be found.
Upon the lots (Nos. 42 and 91) whore the first dis¬
coveries of gold were made in 1823. it hos been

found, probably every year since the iirat, ns lt has
also upon several other lots in the Nacoocbee Val¬
ley, and often in just such accidental finds as tho
last one published.
White County bas been one of tho noted mining

regions of Georgia for more than fifty years. Tho
work has been done mostly upon a limited scale by
eitisensof small means, and only with thc rudest
kind of machinery. Lately, work has been prose¬
cuted in better order by men who understand the
business of mining and reduciug quartz rock in

good stamp milla The noted Loudirville mmes

end mills are tu the southwesterly portion of White
County. Many of the mineral cabinets of this and
other countries have specimens from these mme*,

which acquired an early reputation from the curious

appearance of tbe nuggets, which looked as though
coarse grains of white quartz bail been sot in the

melted gold, and there fastened when the mass

cooled, often making a very beautiful as well as

curious appearance. Once at least counterfeit nug¬
gets of this appearance were made by pouring
melted brass npon granulated quartz, and these
were sold to persons in Dahlonega as true Loader*
ville nuggets by negroes, at a time when it was a

penal offence to bny gold of slaves.
GOLD FOL'ND ON TUE CHE8TATEE BIVI lt.

The next great find of gold siter tbe Nacoocbee
Valley discovery, was on the Chestatee River, at a

place tbat soon became famous us " Leather's Ford,"
about fifteen miles northwest of Gain'-.viii.', Qa., a

town now on tho Piedmont Air-Lino Railroad, fifty
miles from Atlanta. Tbe discovery of gold on tho
Chestatee was tho cause of the historical "intru¬

sion" into the Cherokee Country in 1829-'30,to pre¬
vent which United States troops were sent thora.
They prevented it just oe tbe troops did the intru¬

sion into the Black Hills three or four years since j

that is, they drew attention to the subject, and
brought in ten gold-hunters for every ono they kept
out.

It very soon became known that gold was lylne
around loose over all the district now known as tho
Dahlonega gold field ; tbat nuggets could be picked
up from tbe surface on many bills, aud both coarse

and fine gold obtained from the sands of every
stream. Many finds wero reported of nuggets in

pockets of quarts ledges,just like those lately found
in Nacoochee Valley. The rewapapers were filled
with gold stories: and accounts of fights between
the troops and miners, while trying to keep the
miners back. Another " intrusion" wee made from

Tennessee aud North Carolina, and then a war com¬

menced between tbe invaders. A brauch of tbe
Etowah River, about ten miles from the " Leather's
Ferd" skirmish line,is still known as ''Battle
Creek," tn consequence of the severe fights be¬
tween tbe Tennessee and Georgia intruders, whom
the troops failed to keep ont of the Territory. This

fight and tbat at Leather's Ford, between the troops
and intruder*, were the subjects of sensational re¬

ports in tbe newspapers of that time, and served the

purpose well of creating a gold fever. Miners' canina

were established at " Knucklesvllle," now called
Auraria, and at Dahlonega, which have probably
never been equalled in California or Colorado.
This was tbe beginning (1829) of Georgia gVtd

mining, or rather gold finding, and from this all of
the present immense mining interest of tbe United
State* has grown np. Tbe success of many poor

men gave a great impetus to aold-huuting, from
one end of tbe Blue Ridge to the other. Tim pu lil io,

generally, knows more about gold-mining in North
Carolina than in Georgia. A branch mint was es¬

tablished at Cbaxlotteville. N. C., and another at

Dahlonega, at vast expense, bnt without a cent

of profit to tbe United States Treasury.
AM OLD MININO TOWN.

As early as 1832 Auraria was the largest and

most important town in Northern Georgia, it was

160 miles northwest of Augusta, its nearest point
of communication with the outside world.over

clayey hills almost impassable in wot sensens. The

¦out*, some of whom never reaehed their destina¬
tion. Others went hy sea, and Georgia was stripped
ilmost bare of its mining population, and did not
recover before the secession madness completed ita
ruin. The first stamp mill in the vicinity of Dah¬

lonega, and probably iu the State, was a crude affair
mi Cane Creek, near tbe present somewhat famous

Pigeon Creek mino. This was nearly all wood, as

tbe cost of haulfng iron machinery from Augusta
was $3 per cwt, all by slow *. bull teams," tho only
kind that coull forage their living through tho wil¬
derness. The next mill was au Improvement, built
U|iou tbe Yahooln River, by Choice & feck, mer¬

chants, in 1838 or '39.
In 1840 Dr. Singleton, a wealthy cotton planter

of Siuth Carolina, who owner] a valuable mino in
thc quartz ridge along thc Yahooln Kivcr, about two

miles east of Krui, built the lir.-t iron stamp mill in

the State; a very crude affair compared with some

of those lately built upon thc sumo property by Cap¬
tain Frank Hull, a Vormontcr. That minc and sev¬

eral others iu the same ridge have turned out a

great deal of gobi, mostly from the surface, or short

tunnels, and 1 suppose can be just as profitably
worked to-day as ever, as the whole mass of thc bill

appears to contain gold, but so fine and scant iu tho
dirt it does not pay for handling; and in the rock it
is found in pockets or isolated veins, which fre¬

quently " peter out," or jump over barren spaces.
The gold-bearing rock ls loose-jointed quartz, iron

stained, and soft sandstone, both easily workcil with
but little blasting. Above water they contain free

gold, and in all tho shafts that have been sunk tie-

low tho water level much richer ore is found, but
in sulphurets that cannot be reduced by any works
In Georgia.
Tbe Finellar Minc, a half mile southwest of tho

Singleton, owned by a New-York company, is now

being extensively developed, under favorable pros¬
pects. This is ono of the oldest aud most solid

mines iu tho Dahlonega gold field, all of which aro

within a space of about throe by nine miles, includ¬
ing portions of the Etowab, Clicstatee, Yahoola and
Cane Creek and several smaller streams, which
have been doing miners' work for untold nrrcs, cut¬

ting through the ridges and scattering the loose

gold au,nug tho sand and peobles lower down.
Hero is whore the first gold was found, aud is still
found, but not in such abuudatico as it was fifty
years ego.

HYDRAULIC MISISO.

The ' nt of water bas always boen tho great
drawback, to minina; in tho Dahlonega Hills. lu
1854-'55, Vandyke & Hamilton, who wero largely
interested in mines, undertook to bring water from
a point on the Yahoola River, twenty miles north¬
east of town, having to cross tho stream three miles
from town, at an elevation of 150 feet, (o got tho
water where it was needed. An expensive wooden
trestle was built, which only lasted a few years.
Since the war tho old "Yahooln Ditch" franchise
has fallen Into the bands of Colonel Hand, of Cleve¬

land, Ohio, who bas substituted wrought iron pipes
three feet in diameter, as inverted siphons, to cross

tho ravines, and hus extended thu ditch three
or four miles further to tho famous Pigeon
Creek Mmes, owned by S. L. M. barlow, of
New-York, where, in company with Colonel
Hand, the first successful experiment tn
hydraulic mining, with the "Little Giant,'' east of
the Mississippi River, has been made. To gat tbe
water to this mina tho valley of Cane Creek, 3(ii»
feet deep, had to be crosieu. This gave a bead to
tho '. Little Giant " ot 130 feet. Tl, ere is a slnice-
box down the bill 2,800 feet long, through winch
the hill of ore, fruin 1H> to 200 tnt high rind c mi¬

no,ed of earth, sett sand rock uud disintegrated
quartz, is being washed down to tbs foot of the
Muire. 1 he line loose gold is gathered hy quick¬
silver ill the sluice, and Hie unhrokeu stones fall
upon the door of the ore house at the foot, thence
tin y are :akcn to tho stamp mill. This experiment
in hydraulic puning bas proved satisfactory. Tbe
entire expenses of the lirst three moulin,' operation
were$1,713Ms the net mint receipt*, if'x.MfidhK;
the difference, $7,143 30. stands for interest on the
investment of possibly $100,000.
Another ''Lttle Giant" successfully working

upon the old Hattie Creek mine also n^-ists te
prove that hydraulic minina in Georgi* will pay
wherever a heail ol waiter can bu obtained without
excessive expense. It is true the gold is v»ty much
diffused, but where a lull eau be washed down, as

at l'lseoii K.Kist, for n total expense of SS cent* a
ton, amt 50 cents a ton is got iroui the alulee-boxe*.
the hills will ire levelled as taut fis water can bo ap¬
plied. There is no doubt In my mind thal the sup¬

ply of fine gold is practically inexhaustible iu the
lulu,ami probably is so below tbe water-level.
The geological formation of tbe Dahlonega gold

fields ii. somewhat remarkable. l*he general cnar-

ncttr ot the country rmks is slat* in places, quite
pine, but frequently mach decomposed,sud mixed
with quartz lind simd, colored with non. ihe dip
ot the strata is'_'0 to 80 toward tbe northwest,
tho course corresponding willi the Bine Kulga, ten
miles distant, that ih. nonbe* al and southwest
nearly. Instead of following these Hms ail the
streams have cut across them. So it is usual to find
rich, friablo soil on the mi y apex ol the ridges,
Covering gold-hearing quartz, or soft sandstone,
Sometimes mi soft that it eau be crushed easily, and
the gold washed om m the band-pan. There arc also
hard sandstone, ironstone, acbistone slate, etc., thal
contain no gold, and it is seldom found in the wall
rock of a vein, though it is in veins ol slate nianing
through ibo quarts*
The topography of this part of Georgia is well

worth cu.elul study. Thc general trend of all tb*
tidgt's corresponds to the great mountain chain
that goes under tbe name of the Kine Ridge, and
for more than fifty miles in width there is a con¬
stant tin ililli very gradna! rise, ami succession of
wooded hills, with but little level laud between,
and only a small percentage ol it in cultivation,
notwithstanding its geuetal fertility. The streams
are nnuiermiH, aud seldom clear, as all ploughed land
washes easily, and in the gold region the work
of tho miners make- all the streams muddy.
The soil is generally clay, colored with
iron, which gives all white garments a reddish hue,
in wet ordiy times, tho dust being worse than tin-
mud. The Blue Ridge is broken up into knob*.
some ot them over 4,000feet high, generally clothed
in oak uud niuo timber and grass, showing hut lit¬
tle bare rock. This ls also true of the loot-bills. I
mentioned that Dahlonega was built npon Irlls.atnl
I don't see where else it could have been built, un¬

less upon tbe bottom lauds of some of Hie fine null
streams (mostly uuused) tbat lluw through thu
connty. J*""
The altitude of Dahlonega, as marked upon thc

old mint building, is 2,200 feet, whieh makes it
about a thousand feet higher than Atlanta, from
which it is distant seventy-five miles hy wagon
road. It is twenty-six miles limn Hie railroad ut
Gainesville. Upon neatly all thc streets and lot - in

tho town gold nuggets have been picked up, ur fine

ftold panned out of the dirt whenever there wes a

ittlc run of water, utter a hard ruin ; ami (here is
oue shaft sunk through gold-bearing quarts, down
below tbe wuter-liui*, whore thc quarti wai. lound
fur mere rich than il was above water. Hut the
stamp mill and quicksilver did not save enough to
pay expenses j aud tho proprietors bsviug soother
mme where they could use their machinery, shan
doned Ibis shalt. The same thing hus bein duue at

other plu.es, the miner* ull preferring to work dry
ores.
Almost immediately adjoining Dahlonega on tho

northwest, although the topography is tm; sane-,

aud a strnuger can see no change in the geological
fonnattou, tue laud is utterly barreu ot sold tor

live or six miles. Indeed, tho shaft wbtebl have
just mc..tmned, which is known us the Lawrence
mine, uud soum sm tiler diggings clone io it, seem
to oe cn the very border oftheDahlonega bell of

gold-bearing rocK«. Suit (least ot this heit there is

another barren one. Beyond these, gold is oeoa-

¦ionally found in paying quantities, ibero ls one

mine in benth Carolina, uot far from Augusta, (ia.,
winch has, iu former year*, boan profitable, sud an¬

other extensively winked at Charlotte, N. C., on
the same range. Following In the lilies of the Dah¬
lonega belt northeast, they take in ail the mlues of
White County, including ihe location of tbe recent
lind in Naoooobee Valley, and soon Into North Caro¬
lina. Following the same lines southwest into

Dav.sou aud Cutiokeo Counties, they include som*
rich mines.

MINKS AND M1LI.8 NKAU DAMUlSKO*.
The following I believe is a correct li-t of tho
