KEEPING BCHOOL BUILDINGS IN REPAIR.

At a speelal meeting of the Board of Education

hat it had employed two competent men, besides
the supenntendent of the schivol  Luildings, to
examine all the properly m charge of the conr-
mittee.  From the veport of these three men, it
was estimateld that it wonld take F115000 25 1o
put all the schiool Luildings in the city in flirst-vlass
repair.
