JUPITER AND SOLAR DISTURBANCES.
A correspondent of The Providence Jour-
nal, in epenking of Jupiter as a morm-
ing star, and his approach toward  his
periliclion, specalates on  his supposed ne-
tion on the =un, in producing sun spots and
other disturbances, and the cftect of these
acain on the earth, Ifi he says, the planet
Neptune was discovered or supposed 1o exist
on account of ecertain perturbations in the
movements of Uranus, and it the erratic mave-
ments of Mereary reveul the presence of planets
within his orhit, why should not the near ap-
proach of Jupiter {o the sin Afir up a commo-
tion in his flery elements? 'Tho sun is still di-
vergifictl with spots, and the planet is near
enough to perihelion to make Lis intluenece felt.
Astronomiers have bren wise prophets thus fur
as to the influence of the commencement ol
the sun gpot evele. Tornadoes and cyelones of
extremie  severity  have borne  witness to
abnormal conditions of the atmoesphere, and a
wave of intense hent, such as has not oceurred
for a quarter of a century at this season of the
vear, has cemfirmed the exaetness of previons
observations. We must etill expeet the usual
storms, waves of heat and aunroral displays
that follow the maximuam ol sun-gpots; we have
yel o e whether the eoiveident perilielin
of the four great planeis will inerease and pro-
long the elemental warfare.  This 15 one of tho
most inferesting probiems of the day, as w ell
as one of the meat practical and important, It
will not meet with a hasty solution, for the
periol of ohacivation extends to the year 1885,
Hersehel, the great astronomer, said that * sun-

THE ELECTRIC LIGHT IN PARIS.

The system of eleetrie lighting now adopled at
the Hippodrome, in Puiis, comprises 120
Jablochkof? candles, and 21 Scrrin regulators,
which in full action consume 100 borse-power.
The use of both candles and regulators makes
it necessary to rmlplln- two different machine
aystems, both of which have becn devised by

. Gramme. The 120 candles are fed by
three alternating current machines of 20
candles each, and ong machine of G0 caudles,

the Iatter the largest division machine bitherto

made, The regulators are each fed by a con-
tinuous current Gramme machine, Each o
the latter machines ean only suppl‘y one regu-
lator at once, but with the help of a commu-
tator the current of each machine can be sent
in_difterent directions successively, to light
difteront parts ol the hall according to the re
quirements of the spectacle ; and_the changes
are eflecled with remarkable rapidity and ense.
The expense of this electrie lighting of the
Hippodiome, which is grealy admired, is 250
to 200 francs a night. The lighting with gasa
few years since cost 1,100 to 1,200 francs,
and was much inferior.

Em}lmh papers bave long accounts of the recent
erformance at Oberammergan, and it'is agreed
hat the simple villagers acquittod themselves
after & mauner which deserves the highest
praise. Every scriptural detail was carried out
to the letter, and even in the Crucifixion seene
one could not have told positively with the aid
on a strong glass, that nails had_not been
driven through bands and feet. When the
tlrust of the centurion’s spear produced n
crimson stain over the heart of the Christ, “a
distinrtly andible expression of almost terrified
surprise run through the vast assemblage.”
The mien of Pontius Pilate was beyond all
praise. A wood-carver fook the part, aud
acted it better than any other part in the play
was ncted. He is o man “of such fine physique
and lofty bearing that he could easily pass for
u noble Roman anywhere, without assummg’the
gorgeous corslet and glittering diadem of a
pro-consul.” After the part of Pilate, the best
acted was that of Judas. “The scowls, the
yisible avarice,the shoulder jerkings, the stealth-
iness, and the suspicions face of this char-
acter were,” says The imes, “ tiuly admirable,
and his haggling for an increase of the bri
offered him eonld searcely have been better done
even by Shylock.” Beveral famous paintings
served as the originals of certain scenes, That
of the Last Supper was an almost perfoct living
copy of Leonardo’s great work. The Curist
bearing the cross was after Paolo Veronese;
the Deacent was after Rubens, and the Entomb-
ment after Raphael.

Cororen Bisnops,—The refusal of the Meth-
odist Conference which reeently met in Cms
cinoati to elect o colored Bishop, has ealled
out miny expressions of regret and even in-
dignution from members of the colored
churches.
