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THE LOST NARRAGANSETT.

MORE LIGHT ON THE CALAMITY.

YHE WRECKED STEAMER VISITED—NO MORE BODIES
FOUND—HOW LIVES WERE LOST AND 6AVED—
SCENES ON THE BINKING STEAMER—ARKIVAL
OF THE STONINGTON IN NEW-YORK—A TALK
WITH CAPTAIN NYE—THE SAVED, AND DEAD
AND MISSING.

The Narragansett wag visited by people yes-
terday, but no more bodies were found.
The wrecked vessel i8 still  above
water, but is supposed to be  broken
in two. Captain Young, of the Narragansett,
bas given a TRIBUNE correspondent some ex-
planations of the disaster. He says that he
and the pilot were looking out for the Ston-
ington before she struck his steamboat, New
incidents of the disaster and talks with snr-
vivors are given herewith. The list of the
gaved numbers 361 names; that of the dead
and missing, 48.

ON THE WRECKED STEAMER.

VISIT TO THE HULL OF THRE NARRAGANSETT—A
TALE WITH CAPTAIN YOUNG—THE LOSI LIVES
ESTIMATED AT TWELVE—PREPARATIONs OF THE
WRECKERS,

INY TELEGRAPA TO THAE TRIBUNE.]

BAYBROOK, Conn., June 13.—The wreck of the
Narraganseit lice some ten wiles distant in Long
Island Souud, No more bodies have been recovered
from her, althouch it is thought by the divers of
the wreeking steamers statloned near her that some
will probably be found in the cuvin. The crewa
of wreeking vessels have been employed all day res-
cuimg the eargo nnd the trunks of passengers. The
wrock is slightly above water. .

No hodies of passengers have been washed ashore
here: but six, those of three women, two men and a
boy, were picked up in the Sound near Ninntie.
Muchi of the cargo of the vessel bas also been re-
covered floating in the Sound.

The scene of the wreck i8 in the Sound, rix miles
south of a sandy islet known as Dock 1sland, which
lies near the coast. Bebind the islet can be seen
the church spiresin Clinton village, and further
exstward the white turret of Saybrook Light, The
wreck rests on the southwestern end of a shoal that
extends some ten miles through the Sound from
Eaybrook Lightship. To-day tbe Sound bas been
tranquil, a slight breeze only ruffling its waters,
The distant shores of Long Isiand lifted up their
pandy Lluffs in the sunlight, and the lightehip's red
sides conld be seen for miles, Abont the wreck all
day long there has flitted a emall fleet of vessels;
there were fishermen's schooners, the revenue cut-
ter Dexter, the New-York Wrecking Com pany’s
Meamer she Relief, and the schooner Report, be-
longiug 80 a New-Dedford wrecking compauy.

APPEARANCE OF THE WRECK.

The Rarragansett is still above water, although
Rt lngh tide it is almost covered by the water. At
low tide it looks in the distance like a ehip on the
ways, with its skeleton timbers not yet covered.
Every bit of woodwork is eharred a deep black by
the flames, The bog frame is still perfect, aud lifts
11self like a hinge fish’s back above the waves. The
tpainmast is still standing, and also the foremast,
which still upholds the little fog bell, now
bluck with smoke. The Narragapsett points toward
Cornfield Point Light ; and, although the bow is
totally submerged, the flagstall’ is still erect, and
from its summit there glittered last night the usual
warning signal to approaching vessels. The smokes
stack has fallen against the starboard bog frame;
but beneath the timbers and sbove most of the
vesse] the water flows. At the bow on the port
gide there still remains a portion of the safety rail
about the upper deck; and hero thers is a large
Leap of the cargo—boxes of dry goods, fruit
baskets and the trunke of passengers. Throughout
the day the wreckers have been Lusy hoisting these
articles into their vessels, The water was very
clear when THe TRIBUNE correspondent visited the
wreck. Looking down through it he conld seo the
floor of the main cabin, still covered in part by ita
earpets. The divers sald that they hoped at low
tide to be able topenetrate to the lower calun,
where, it is suspected. the bodies of some persons
way be found.

CAPTAIN YOUNG'S ACCOUNT.
. Captain Young, of the Nuragansett. was found on
the wrecking schooner. He has remained by his
yezsel ever since 1t was wrecked, Tle seemed grently
depressed in spirits, but spoke with apparent unre-
gerve about the disaster. He gaidl to your corre-
spondent : ** The collision was the result of some
misanderstanding of the pilots of the twosteamers.
1 was in the pilot-house at the time, and we were

oing at full speed.  The weather was very tlack
:‘1- guuld uur see Cornfield Point Lightship, We
whistled and rang our bell, and when we caught
gight of the Stonington 1 sigonlled that we
would go to the starboard. I then tried to go to the
starboard, bat throngh some wirunderstanding the
vessels approached each other.  When 1 saw that
& collision was probable, 1 rang two bells Lo reverse
the engine : but we were too late.

Captain Youne also save he was fteering in the
direction of the Cornfield Point Lightshin, listening
for their bell. Once or twice he thought he
beard it He and  the pilot  were
watching for the Stomngton, and as_the _fuf;
was thick he blew the whistle repeatedly. Sud-
denly he heard a winstle over the starboard bow

and sounded lis own whistle in return.
At this tims Le coold sce nothing.
Captain  Young commended the coolness of

the crew and eaid that eversthing was done to
avert the disaster, He conldn’t account for the
cause of the fire, and d:dn’t care to express an opin-
ton, He said that no blame could be attachied to
himself. At the proper titme,” suid he, “all the
facts will be known, 1 will be exonerated.”

When questioned about the conrse of his veasel
the captaio implied that 1t was somewbat to the
northward of 1ts usnal path, Kecping onin the di-
rection in which she was pointed the vessel would
bave rnn ashore near Savbrook; but from tins fate
it would undonbtedly have been paved by the fog
el of the lightsbip, Captain Young ssid that the
flames burst out with such fury that it was impossl-
ble to extingunish them. and when he perceived that
the vessel was rapidly sinking from the effct of Lthe
blow from the Stonington tue cngines ~erc put
at their ntmost speed and the vessel was headed to-
ward theshore, She struck on the shosl, and this
sustaiued bher tor many precious minntes,

WORK OF THE WRECKEHRS.

The wrecking vessel had peveral rronks of the
passengers, One i8 warked M. A. Redwood, and
another W. Brenton. A trunk eontaining valuable
elothing and dinmonds worth several thousand dol-
fars was picked np off Niantie to-day.”

Eight divers are constantly employed on the ves-
pel. The upper dock wos completely awept away, 50
that the friends of those who were lost and who had
berths in this part of the steamer can have little
bope of Tecovering their bodies. JInthe dining-
yoom, however, thiere were some berths, aud also in
the lower cabin. In one of those berthas it 18
thougnt are the children of Alr, Eastlake of Atlanta,
Georgis, who were locked in when the eollision took
place, and thewr mother was afterward upable to
rescue them. Mr. Eastlnke was out at the wreck
to-day making inquiry reﬁuﬂmg ‘their  bodies.
Friends of G. L. Warren of Boston, were also at the
wreck {nquiring about the mnverg of his hody.

Chaim(lmvu been placed th the Narrugan-
scit to keep ber near the surface of the water. The
vessel has been burued to the waters edge, but
owing to its position on the shoal, its bow is above
the waves while the rear end s fur below them,
The mainmasts are blackencd by the smoke, and
the supporting rods are twisted out of shape.

The wrecking schooner Roeport wtill lien
alungside, The master of the Iatter inspected the
wreck in diving armor this morning. A part of the
wheel-honse of the Nurrsgansctt was vpicked up
early this morning in the Race, In the opinion of
senfaring men, the officers of the Stanington cannot
be blamed for the accident. The courses of tho two
steamers lay together, but had the Stonington
sounded two succesaive whiatles instead of one in
reply to the siguals of the Narragansett, the aeel-
dent wonld not in all probability have occarred.
No bodies have been recovered to-day, A sug has
arrived at this port bearing a T:mmt,\' of wooden
material. gome of it quite valnable.

STONINGTON, June 13.—There Las been a dearth
of definite news here to-day In regard to the terri-
ble accident whicl befell the Nurragansett Friday
night. Tne wreckers who have been at work around
the steamer bave fonnd no more bodies, bnt it is
thought that there may be somo in the cabins,
Only one or two dispatches have been reccived by
Assistant Snperintendent Ward, who is in charge
here, asking for information in regard to missing
friends; and this is regarded as very enconraging.
for it indicates, 1t is claimed, that only a fuw were
lost. Others, however, do not shave in this belief.

No record was kept of the Narragansett's passen-
gers who wera broaght here by the Stoning
ton, and tliey went to Beston, Provideuce and
towns in this vicinity on scveral differont trains
thromgh the day, It is claimed that eighty wero
Innded and went to their homes or to frienda. M.
Ward seems to have no exact information as to the
numbar of survivors who were taken to New-York
on the City of New-York. Accounts differas to

John A. Davls, of No. 443 West Forty-fourth-st.,

who wus revorted smong the missing, was not on |

board the Narragansett, He had left his home with
the intention of sailing on that steamer, but conld
not seenre a staternom, He had some objection,
also, to eniling on this steamer heeause 1t landed at
an 1nseasonable hour in the morning, and at the
last moment he changed his mind and went by the
Providence Line. The members of his family did
not know of his changed intention, and the rumor
r‘{‘rn:ld rapidly among his friends that he was one of
the vietime, He did not send a telegram to Ius wife
anuouncing his safe arrival at h s destination be-
cause he thought she wourd not hear of the disaster
until glie freasd the mworning papers, and he had ex-
pected to be Lome before that time, Fuolly con-
vinced that he was lost the clergyman of his chursh
el prepared o sermon abont his sudden death,
When b arrived at chureh his friends sarrounded
him and offered him hearty congratulations.

Charles Guiteau, of 1llinois, had been spending
soine thee 1u Doston, and Friday he started to re-
turn to take thestump for General Garfleld, He
was on the Stonington when sho struek the Narra-
gnusett. Hosays: * [ wos witting in a chair, and
bieering the whistles of both boats, went ont a mo-
ment before they came m collision, 1t was very
durk and foggy., The Stonington was going
atraieht nhead, and the Narragansett was trying to
cross her bow. Both boats were running with con-
witlernble speed—altogether too much for a dark
wight, 1heir whistles were blowing, but there was
no apparent lesseniog of speed, The crash was ter-
rifie, ‘Uhere were scenes of horror. We soon heard
cries from the Narragansett, and then eaw she was
on fire, The steamboats flonted noar to-
#ether, and  we eonld distinctly hear the
wails from hundreds of men, women and
children on_ the ill-fared vessel, After what
geemed o ]-»m‘ delay o boat was sent to
the resene, By this time the Narragansett was en-
veloped in flaines, Our captain said that our boat
was badly danaged and we might need belp our-
seelves so0n, ani refused to allow all ot onr hoats to
go to the rescue.  The agony of the perishing, and
our own imperilled position, sent a tintll of
horror through us, Life preservers were strapped
around  euch of us, and we feared that
wo  wight soon he Im  the same condi-
tion us the wretched people in the water
aronnd ns, The suspense was terrible and eannot
e mdieated by words,. We wers taken on board
the Uity of New-York at 212 a, m.

Edyiard Cliristin, a _young man said that he was
standing on the afier deck when they were run into.
ite started at once for the hic-preservers, The
were out of his reach, but by climbing on a enair
he succeeded in  getting ons and throwing
others down on the deck, He fustened one
about him and jinuped into the water, whers he re-
muined for about su hour sod & balf before he was
sicked up by sboat from the City of New-York.

Vliile o was i thoe water he saw the deck-hanods
throwmgaoverboard ehairs, boxes and life-preservera
to those who were strugeling to keep up.  One man
satlid past lim on o cork muttress, and when a boat
came to hig resene he told them that he was all
right s to go uml pick up others who needed help.

for a Lot time,

OBIIGING A1 THE RISK OF HIS LIFB,

F. Emerson, of Buffalo, New-York, who was going
to Boston to weet his family, said to a TRIBUNE
roporters [ had Room No. 88, on the starboard
widle, about six feet from where the boat was struck,
The other wan ln my room was wild with fright;
the splinters were wll around.  Finally T got my gas

BUME ACTS OF DESPERATION,

During the excitement on the Narragansctt men
and women clung to chairs, mattresses and pieces
of wood, Everytbiog was utilized. Ooe mav threw
out two mnttresses and then quictly tossed his two
children npon one of them. They lay quietly, and
then he and his wife socured {he other mattress, and

the family floated off safely. Another man put &
life-preserver on lis wife and on himself, and taking
his child 1o s arms leaped ioto the sea. A wave
anatehied bis child away from him, but he seiged
thie little one by the hesl and threw it on a raft.
Then he belped his wife on the raft. Crazed by
the flames, # woman about ffty years old leaped
from the hurricane deck and struck the lower
deck on her head and shonlders.  SBhe was carried
away.

MARTIAL LAW AT LEADVILLE

ALL THE MINES I'0 START TO-DAY.

———

EXCITING TIMES IN TAE MINING CITY-—THE CAW
ALRY RAIDING THE STREETS—PROCLAMATIONS
BY THE GOVERNOR AND THE SHERIFF—TROOPS
CALLED UPON.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBONE, |

Leapvirie, Col, June 13.—There is excitement
here. All places of business were elosed yesterday,
and over 2,000 citizens formed into line for military
service. Drilling was in progresa all the forenoon.
At 2 o'clock a battalion of cavalry and infaotry,
100 strong, marched throngh the principal streets,
the streets being thronged with strikers, who
greeted the military with derisive shouts. A proce
lamation guarautesing safety to working miners
was read fiom the baleony of the Opera House,
Upon a viva vooe vote on its adoplion the strikers
tumoltnously voted * No.” Governor Tabor at«
tempted to speak, but was greoted with hisses,
Colonel Bobn attempted to clear Harrison-sé
in front of the Clarendon Hotel with in-
fantry, The strikers gave way in the streef,
but refused to qnit the sidewalk. The cavalry
charged through the avenus several times, bud
could not keep the street clear. Colonel Bohn be«
came much excited, and rode furiously into & body
of men, striking right and left with his sword, Cok
onel Bohin's friends tried to restrain him, but he was
uncontroilable, Great confusion and excitemeni
followed, 1n the midst of which a shot was fired.
The cavalry instantly turned their carbines on the
crowd, whieh seattered in great haste. The celerity
with which men found holes was amazing. The
cavalry did not fire, but rushed up awd dvwn the
street, driving everybody to snelter, Tha
strikers soon rallied and serious trouble was
imminent,

When & company of miners, led by
George Daly, appeared on the scene, the guards
armed with Winchesters formed a line across the
street and looked very ugly. Daly, rifla in haod,
walked back and forth and said 4 **We mean buai«
ness,” The eitizens armed with revolvers stood
on a pile of boards watching for an overt act, No
attack, however, was committed, The crowd grads
nally dispersed, Thoe streets were thronged in the
evening aud there isa good deal of threatening
talk, There are substantial preparatious to meed
trouble should any oceur,

To-lay the city was put under martial law.
Governor Pitkin issned a proclamation declaring

that as there is reasonable apprehension
that the civil authorities will be unable
to restore peace and order, and a8 he

believes it to be reqnired for the preservation of

the public safety, Lake County is un
martial  law, e appoints y!la:ollmt.‘ St
Brigadier-General commanding, to act u.:‘ﬂ

to-morrow, when &Ia}ot-eeneni Cook will ar-
nve and take command. General James,
accepted the commission and has issned orders for
company commanders to report to him at once,
Sheriff Tucker also issued a proclamation coms
manding all persons interfering with the working
the miues to desist and disperse, otherwise he will,
18 directed by the Governor, call npon the armed or-
ﬁ_nu:zanons of the State and eompel such desistance,
he proclamation is strong, and shows a disposition
to grapple with the waole issue, It is sup
many that the Mayor and quite & number of the
Council are in aympathy with the stri
und  that the proclamation of mar
law has been made in  order to
wet the management of affairs into more resolate
bonds, There bas been no outbreak to-day. The
city is strongly guarded, and the force ia co
ered ample to meet auy emergency likely to arise,

A general press dispatch from Denver saysi
“The situation at Leadville remains wune
changed, excepting that the Goveroor in re-
sponse to &  telexram  wsigued by
100 Leadville citizens, sent s telegram declaring
martial law, with Major-General D. G. Cook 1n com-
mand, Lhe excitewent 19 still intense, and stron
fears of violence are entertained, General Coo
will arrive to-night and entorce the order at all has-
ards., The remainder of the mines intend to resume

work to-morrow with full force of men,"”
