CRUSHED IN AND SUNK.

TWO EXCURSION BOATS IN COLLIRION.

§OE GRAND REPUBLIC RUNB DOWN THE LONG
RRANCH STEAMER ADELATDE IN TAE XORTH
RIVER—THE SMALLER ROAT NRARLY CUT IN
TWO—TPHE CREW AND ONE PASSENGER RESCUED
—BTATEMENTS OF THE PILOTS,

The Loneg Branch steamer Adelaide was
son down in the North River oft King-st.
last night by the excursion steamer
Grand Republic. She was struck on
the port side forward of the wheel-house and
nearly broken in two. Only one pas-

genger, A WOmMAD, Was on board the
Adelaide. She and the erew were res-
cued, The Adelaide was towed to the

foot of Bauk-st., where she sunk in 18 feet
of water. The Grand Republic sustained
elight damage.

—
DETAILS OF THE ACCIDENT.

The steamer Adelaide had landed about a hundred
passengers from Lone Brauch at the West Twenty-
gocondd-st, pier yesterday .t-vm-.iug on ler regular
return trip from the iron pier, and bad started for
her berth at the Lehigh Valley Coal Docks, in Jer-
ey City. She was steaming down near the New-
York shore when the Grand Republic was sighted
coming up on the same gide, It was twenty min-
ntes before 8, and yet light, and it was remarked
that her lights swere not up. The Grand Republie,

* like the Adclaide, had landed her passengers—the

Bunday-school of Piymouth Clureh, with which she
had jast retarned from an excursion, The Adelaide
ehanged her course, pointing obliquely across the
river toward the New-Jersey shore, and blew her
whistle onee as a signal to the Grand Republic to
pass to the right of her. The Grand Republie re-
plied with two whistles, signifying that she would
do nothing of the kind, and the Adelaide, insisting
on the right of way, repeated her signal, Both
steamers kept straight on their way until they were
too close together to avoid a collision. The Grand
Republic then reversed her engines, but it was too
late. Asthe Adelaide crossed ier bow she struck
ner just forward of the wheel-house on the port stde,
breaking throngh her timbers and bulwarks and
erasbing into her boilers.

Some of the Adelmide’s crew, that numbered
altogether eighteen or twenty men, sprang on
board the Grand Repbulic when the collision
oceurred. The othiers busied themselves in getting
ont one of the injured steamer life-bonts, a task
that was not easy in the confusion. The ouly pas-
senger in the Ad laide was a woman who had comn
from Long Brauch. She had intended to got off ut
the pier, but had unconsciously been carried on her
way to Jersey City. Inthe excitement she did oot
get on the Grand Republic, and was taken ol ina
small boat. A mnegro jumped in the boat from the
wreck, and nearly npset it, The woman's clothes
were therefore ruined by the water, and she was
taken to Captain Fisher's house and provided with
dry garments,

The accident had been observed from the shore,
and several tug-boats started to the assistance of
the stenmers at ouce; on these the remainder of the
erew and the one woman passenger of tho Adelaide

were taken on board aod safely landed,

The Adelaide filled rapidly aud began to
sink immediately, As soon as the vessels
conld be disengaged the Grand Republic backed
away a few fect, and lay to for a quarter of an hour
offering assistance. As none was neaded, she wont
on her way to her dock, apparently only slightly
fnjured. Four tug-boats pulled the sinking Adelaide
toward the Bank-st. dock. She went under about
fifty yards from that point in eighteen feet of water.
A reporter who visited herin the evening found
1he bow submerged and the stern abont fifteon foet
above the water. The upper portionof the wheel-
boxes was visible and the smoke-stack wasun-
shaken by the collision. Forward of the wheels
were broken boards and splintered timbers, The
g in {he ate-mer’s side was buried out of mght*
I'he crew of a tug with the pilot and engineer of the
wrecked steamer was taking a stout hawser ashore
to secure the wreck in 118 position. It wus settling
fast in the mud so fastthat the reporter aud the

ilot were compelled suddenly to take to their bosts

avoid going down with her, The tide was rising
also, and in balf an hour what had been visible of
the steamer had nearly disappeared under the
water, except the smoke-stack and the flag-ataff on
the siern, on which hung & lonely lighted lantern,
WIHAT THE ADELAIDE'S PILOT RAYS.

After the Adelaide was towed up to the foot of
Bank-st. the officers left her, and the enginecr
was the only person in charge during the evening
Ruortly befere 11 p.m. the pilot, J. V. P, Long,
reached the wreck on a lnrge wrecking steam tng.
He refused to give any information whatever about
the disaster, on the ground that Captain Fisber,
who was in the pilot-honse when the collision oc-
cnrred, was the proper officer to make such state-
ments,

 But it is elaimed that no one was in the wheel-
house for several minutes before the accident 1’ said

the reporter.

At this the pilot became very angry, and blurted
out, *“Well, I say that any such statement 18 false,”

secn rupping aft before the collision, What have

I have simply to say that I stood at the wheel
of this bont until she filled with water.”

A TALK WITH THE PILOT OF THE ORAND REPUBLIC.
-\ The Grand Republie proceeded to the dock at the
oot of Twenty-tourth-st., North River.

CAPTAIN FISHER TO SPRAK TO-DAY,

Captain Fisher, of the Adelaide, was at his honse,
No. 6 Renwick-st., last evening. but refused to see
anyone. E.J. Campbell, the general manager of
tho boat, gaid that the eaptain would prepare his
statement for the Inspector of Steamboats, and that
it wonld be given ont to=dny. * Three things” he
said, “are in favor of the Adefaude—the right of
way, lights and whis.les, The only thine 1 care to
say to-night is that the Grand Republic didn't put
her lights ont until S:15—twenty-live minutes atrer

ESUAPES FROM THR ADELAIDR,

The bar-tender on the Adelaide said to a TRImese
reporter that he was below when the crash came,
He had to leap over a rod fise feet high, he sad, in
order to get out of the room, Thence he escaped to
the Grand Republie.

STORY OF A DISINTERESTED BPECTATOR—ON BHORE,
F. (. Bates, & young man who eaw the collision
from a pier near by, saul that the Grand Republic

did wot back water before t1he two gteamers
struck.,  They remained together for a min-
wte or more before they parted.  The es-
caping  steam  made a  hoge clomd, and

throngh it conld bo seen the exeited men on board
the two steamers.  Twoen conld be seen on the
harricave deck of the last, andat one time it socied
as though the tugs wonld not get their lines on the
Adelaide before she sunk out of sight.

ONE MAN SEVERELY INJURED,

James E. Roo, the second engmeer of the
Adelaide, was in the engine-room  when the
accident ocenrred. He had had no warning
of the disaster, so  when the crush  came
he was knocled off Lis feet  and
thrown against a door, which was fostened, His
weight burst this open, and he fell among some
gnods stored in & room opposite, Ho was badly
injured about the bipse. He manasged to
reach the upper decks io  time to save
himself, but not before the water poured into the
engine-room, He and the bartender were the only
persons who were below decks at the time ol the

collision,
‘Fhe only life lost was that f a dog called Moody,

He wus a brother to another dog named
Eankey, ‘These two oreatures had  been
playmates for B long time, Lt

Moody was then sent to  Bullalo
on @& ocanal Tboat, Dbut in & short
time be returned by another ecanai hoat,
and went atraieht to his master’s bouse, He was
then put on board of the Adelmde, and his master
last night was lamenting his loks,
THE BUNKEN STEAMEIL

The Adelaide wis a saloon steamor with three
decks, licensed to carry 1,000 passengers, She was
240 feot long, 34 feet wide, and 11 feet doeen,
She was 1,000 tons burden, and was val-
ued  at #50,000. The Adelside was built
abont twenty-five years ago to rmn to California.
I'his scheme was, however, abandoned. She wus
then bought by the Iuternational Bteamahip Com-

pany to mn between Hoston and St, Jonns,
N. B. After that she was bonght by n
Baltimore Company to yun between Balti-
maore an Nortolk.  Abont two  yeara
ago the boat was purchased by a local
company tO0 Yun a8 80 excursion  sfeamer.

The demage done to her hull pud machinery cannot
probabiy be repaired for legs than $20,000, It was
stated that sho was the property of Martin and
Butler, John Butler, one of tho ownets, wus
said to be a delegato to the Cincinnati Conven-
tion.

THE REPUBLICAN CONPERENCE ON AMNESTY,

I tatked with Gambetta on Wednesday mornlng
about the dapgerous turs the amnesty agitation
wis assuming, and saw that he was determined to
put his foot down and sweep away the cobwobs
which the Ministern were frightened at. A few
dnys Inter be told Promier de Freycinot that he
wanted, ns hoead of the  Chamber of Deputies, to
moot the leaders of the Iepublican groups ot both
houses and the President of tho Senate in confere
ence with the Ministera at the Premier’'s residence,
Letters ealling the meeting were lasued forthwith,
anid even earried aronnd by mounted orderliea. The
eonference was held at 10 o'elock on Wednesday
night. When those who had been snmmoned to
the meeting had assembled Gambetta entered and
rook the choir. Ioa long, strong and splendidly
claquent speech, he showed the necessity of com-
plete nnesty and spoke strongly of the edinm
the Senate, which is an artiticial contrivance,
woulid weur by farther opposition, The Chamber
of Doputies, the members of which are the im-
mediate representatives of the people, knew better,
be said, what the eountry required, and it will not
dare face the country at the general elections if
amnesty is deferred. Gambetta wanted to solve
thio vexed question with the aid of the Moderates.

GAMBEITA MASTER OF TIE SITUATION,

Anaunimated diseussion followed his speech, ML
