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BOLD ROBBERY ON BROADWAY.
A FACEAOB CONTAINING $2,000 SNATCHED PROM

THE HANDS OF A BA- K CLERE.
Edward W. Pratt, a clerk in tim Rank nf the Me¬

tropolis, at Broadway and Fifteeoth-sr., was at¬
tacked on Broadway at noon yesterday nnd robbed
of B package containing $2,000 in money wlrtcb he
waacarrylnff to tbe bank. The tbieves escaped in
B wagon drawn bv a swift bay horse, and ni though
chaat-d for more than a block by the clerk, escaped
without any attempt having been mado to stop
them. Mr. Pratt, i ho is a small-sized young man,
waa Bent at ll o'clock ia the fore-
Boon by tbe cashier of the Island City

Sank in Twenty-llurd-st., near Sixth-ave.. with
2.000 in bills of large denominations to obtain

small change. He received the chance In $1 and
$2 bills and started to return, carrying thc
money in a square pnekasre under bis arm. When
crossing Sixteenth-st. t* yonug man in a knit jacket
and slouch lat ran up suddenly, and, seizin ir the
packace. pulled violently nt it. The clerk clung to

lt, and turned to detend himself against his unex¬

pected assailant. With another moro vigorous pull
ibo thief tore the naekuye from bim, however,
Bud pushed lite clerk half wav across the
street t then jumping into nu old-fashioned box-
wagon standing ut the curb, threw the package
down and whipped up the hortins. The clerk, re¬

covering his balance, started iu pursuit shouting
" «top thief" at the top of bis voice. The street
waa crowded witb people, but the whole scene was

enacted so quickly that it had hardly been noticed.
A friend of Pratt's, who was walking with him,
comprehended the situation, and Joined in tlie pur¬
suit. They run alter the wagon down Sixtcentb-st.
toward Fil'th-a ve., shouting, but to uo purpose. Peo¬
ple wbo passed stopped and stared, but made no at¬
tempt to stop the fugitives". At Fifth-ave. the wagon
waa turned northward, and tbe horse soon carried
I be robber out of sight, fbe pursuers stopped, out
of breath. Returning to the Hank of the Metrop-

Jilin, thev reported the robbery and were sent to Po¬
ne Headquarters, wheu a general alano was tele¬
graphed to all Police Stations by Superintendent
Walling. Pratt vma occupied with his usual duties
lu the bank iu the afternoon. He is about forty
years old. nos been six or seven years in its n-i \ icc,
Bud is fully trusted by bis employers.

TWO POLICE HOARDS 1NT BROOKLYN.
There .are two Polico Boards in Brooklyn as tho

present result of the conflict, between tho old
Police, nnd Excise Board, and the new Board tp-
poiuted under the siuule-head law.
Messrs. Leicb and Pyburn. two of the old Board,

again transacted business yesterday at the, Hoard
rooms. Oeneral Jourdan remaining in his private
room. They held a consultation with ex-Fire
Commissioner McLaughlin, and General P. S. Crook
and ex-Judge Morris remained with them all day as

counsel. Thc roundsmen appointed to be sergeants
by Messrs. Pyburn nnd Lcieh the day before re¬

fused to accept tho places, and others were substi¬
tuted. A large number of lia uses were granted.
Auditor Ammerman and Controller Steinmetz

met at the Mayor's office, rceuiisidered ox-Captain
Leich'- appointment, and chose Captain William
L. B. Steurs, Mayor Howell voting "nay" on

each motion. Captain Stearn at once took the oath
at the City Clerk's office, and went to tender his
bonds to Mayor Howell, who left by a side door
hastily as Captain Stears entered tho main door of
tho Mayor's office, and remained away, although an

important nw eting of the Boord of Estimates was

held.
At 2:13 General Jourdan, the Police Comtnis-

siouer, and Excise Cumuiis-ioncr Colell, with Chief
Clerk Richards and Senator A. J. Perry, the counsel
of the Board, entered the Hoard room, followed liy
a largo crowd. General Jourdan, taking his seat,
gave formal notice of his appointment as Cominis-
siouer of Police and Excise, and of Mr. Colell and
Captain Steam as Commissioners of Excise. Mr. Py¬
burn questioned their atithoiitv, and was told they
were simply complying with tbe law. Mr. Pyburn
enid that lin amt Mr. Leith would go when the
courts told them to tro.
A long discussion followed between counsel. Ex-

Judge Morris held that Captain Blears was illegally
appointed, aud that he could not act. even if legally
appointed until the Mayor had approved his bond.
Oeneral Jourdan tinnily gave notice that the Board
would organize, and as sole Police Commissioner
instructed Chic, of Polico Campbell to receive no

orders as superintendent, except from him. Mr.
Leich at once gave verbal orders to Chief Campbell
to take no orders unless signed "by a majorty ol tho
Board of Police aud Excise (tho old organization).
This was put in writing and signed by Messrs.
Leich and Pyburn. General Jourdan and Messrs.
Colell and Stears then went iuto another room and
organized, nit li Samuel Richards acting '.secretary.
Mr. Colell treasurer, and Mr. Stears in irencral
charge of clerks. The secretary was ordered to in¬
struct all clerks and inspectors of tho Board tc
obey no orders from any other persons.
Corporation Counsel De Witt holds that Captain

Stears was in offlce as soon as he tt.ok the oath.
u How does Superintendent Campbell staud I" was

asked of General Jonrdan.
** Mr. Campbell must define his own situation,"

¦was tbe reply. ** I expect my orders to be obeyed.
Jf he disobeys them he takes the consequences. I
o not desire to embarrass him, nnd so nave given
no orders for him to ol*ey, but 1 forbid him to obey
any other orders. I will uot sillier him to accept
e-any orders but from myself. I don't rocoimize the
appointments made yesterday. Two Commissioners
cannot appoint. I was not informed of .the meet¬
ing, .and it was held at an unusual hour."

THE DEFAULTING EX-DEPUTY COLLECTOR.

cealment of the defaulting ex-Deputy Collector

Soone. of the first Internal Revenue District of
rooklyn. His house in Fourtcenth-st. bas

been constantly watched, and lt is certain he
hos not revisited his homo. Mr. ll..one was

employed as oue of Collector Ward's deputies from
January until April of the current year, and pre-'
vious to that ne had been in the service of the
Internal Revenue Office of Brooklyn for seventeen
veers aud had always borne a good reputation.
Marshal Harlow said to a Tribune reporter
yesterday: "I did not like Boone. I thought ho
Bad nc blued; that he would grind a man without
compunction if he had a chance. But I did not
think he would prove B defuulter. It is my opinion,
that this peculation hos been of long continuance.
lt is not likely that the amount was all stolen at
once.'' Mr. Boone has not been remarkable for any
extravagance in living, nor had he bad habits of
dissipation. His only weakuess seems to havo
been a fondness for betting on horse races, iD which
.peculation he is said to have boen a heavy loser.

Fear of an approaching opera¬
tion unsettled his mind, and yesterday morning
wben bis nuns had left bim he sprang from his
bcd, ran through an adjoining room, and threw him¬
self over the balcony railing into the yard three sto¬
ries below. His neck was broken b.v the fall.
The man lound drowned in tho North River at the

foot of 'lhirty-tifth-st., on Tuesday,.'was identiiied
yesterday us Warren H. Pendleton, aero twenty-
three, of North Orrington. Me., a sailor on tiie
rcbooner Charles H. Lawrence. His friends be¬
lieve tbat bo committed suicide by jumping iuto
the river.
