ENGLISH FOR VICE-PRESIDENT.
TOE CINCINSATI CONVENTICN FINISUFS ITS WORK
AND ADJOURNS—A NOMINATION ON THE FIRST

BALLOT = DRAMATIC BCENES — THE SOUTH

_ PLEASED WITH THF TICKET.

ThLe Cincinnati Convention haa nominated
General Hancock for President of the United
States, and My, English, of Indinna, for Viece-
President.

The Convention was called to order at 10:30
g. m. Mr. Peckham, of New-York, took the
platform to make a statement. He said that
Mr. Tilden renounced all claims and that the
New-York delegation would snpport Mn
Randall.

The Convention proceeded at once to bal-

Before the vote was au
Wisconsin asked permission to change and
east her 20 hallots for Haucoek. 'The Con-
vention was instantly in a stae of great ex-
citement aund conlusion. A New-Jersey
delegate jumped up and changel the 18
votes of that Stute to Hancozk, Pennsylvania
changed and cast her vote ¢ Mid for him also,
The excitement was now intense. I'he Han-
cock banmer was waving and advaneing to
the frout; the band was playing “ Dizie” and
# Hail to the Chief”; nnd the delegates were
cheering and howling like lunatics. Smith Weed
tried to get recognition, and when he did get it
he changed the 70 votes of New-York to Han-
cock. Rapid nceessions followed, no man know-
ing how the vote gtood exaetly. When Ohio
cast her vote for Humcock, the General had
got two-thirds of the Convention and the
newination,

The confusion was at this time of the
wildest kind. All the State bauners were

waving and being massed  in  frout.
There was continuous shouting  aud
cheering, and the band and  great

organ were adding to the din. The chairman,
after vainly trying to restore order, refused (o
recognize auybody until the confusion had
been subducd, The clerks being unable to
make up the lists, the roll was enlled a second
time. The result wae as follows:

Mr, Mack, of Indiana, moved to nuike the
pomination nuanimous. Speaker Randall and
Senator Wailace appeared together on the
platform and seconded the motion. Wade
Hampton pledgzed the support of tho Solid
South. Others seconded the nowination, and
it was made unanimous amid great cheer-
ing by the entiro Convention, the Dand
meanwhile playing ** Dixie.” Jehn Kelly and
Colonel Fellows made speeclies and shook
hands. The band played * 8t. Patrick's Day ™
when Mr. Kelly appesred, and ** Auld Lang
Syne ” after the reconcihation.

W. H. English, of Indiana, was nominated
for Vice President by acclamation, on the
motion of Alabama, seconded by a inrge
number of States.

The platform was then adopted, abont a
hundred voices being hearl in faver of it
and none agalnst. The platform repeats the cry
of frand in 1876-'77; it denounces the Govern-
ment of President Hayes; it opposes Chinese
immigration and sumptuary laws; and it calls
for free trade, free sliips, home rule and ** hon-
est money, consisting ol gold, gilver and
paper, convertible in coin on demand.” The
Convention then adjourned sine die.

There was not a single colored man to be
geen in the Convention.

The Democracy throughout the country
fired salutes in honor of the nomination.
The Sonth was wild with joy.

HOW HANCOCK WON THE DAY.
ILLINOIS LEADS ON TIE SECOND BALLOT FOR ITAN-
COCK—NEW-YORK VOTES SOLIDLY FORSPEAKER
RANDALL—PENNSYLVANIA TULNS THE eCALE
FOR HANCOCK—SCENES OF TURMOIL AND CON-
FUSION—DEM( CRACY IN ITS8 WILDEST FURM—A

FIGHT FO.: 4 STANDARD,
[BY TELEGRAFL TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Cixcrssati, June 23.—The frst sensation of the
Coovention to-day followed upon the praver with
which the proceedings opened, Hufus W, Pechliam,
of Albany, appeared at the chairman’s desk to make
an auununcement for the Btate of New-Yurk. He
said the New-York delegation bad heard with someo
surprise the votes given vesterday for Samuel J.
Tilden. Mr. Tilden Ll + «itten a letter which had
been constroed by the delegation as a positive with-
drawal, and he wis not a candidate. The candidate
favored by New-York yesterduy having been with-
drawn, he desired to say on behalf of the delegation
that its presant choice was the Speaker of the Honse
ef Representalives. At this annomncement the
members of the Samuel J. Randall Club of Philadel-
phia, who had massed themselves on the floor just
back of the delegates, rose to their fect and cheered
like mad. This club hias been oneof the jikes of
the Convention. Defore the first batlot was oended,
the cheering drill of the members was &0 perfuct
that tiey loomed up in a solid body, all with white
bats and big badees and paln-leaf funs, and
swonng their arus io regular time, and bellowed
with one voice. I'ut the Convention did not join in
the chieering. T'he Philudelphians had to do all the
work, and Speaker Raudall’s uupopularity among
the Southern delegates, who have more of a leaning
for an appropriation than for the old flag, wus
shown by a perceptible hiss. This steadily 1n-
ercased with every cheer for the Speaker.

THE ROLL-CALL BRGUN.

The roll-call for the ballot began, It was withont
gpecial change or incident until Iilinois was
reached. General Hancock did get 11 votes from
Alabama, but that was only 4 more than he re-
ceived in the ballot yesterday. Arkansas, the sece-
ond State on the list, stood firmly by Field, giviug
him Lier 12 votes, as in the bullot yesterday, Cali-
fornia gnve lauveock 5 votes, where le had none
yesterday: but Colorado, on the otber hand,
dropped the comphmentary voto for Loveland and
gavo Judge Field ali ber voles. Connectiout,which
divided its vote yesterday among four candidaics,
bronght forward to-day James E.English and gave
him 11 0f ber 12 votes. Delaware and Florida
yoted golidly for Biyard, as belore, and 1n Georgia
Hancock even iell off one vote; but when ex-Cdn-
gressman Bamuel 8. Mareball arose and aunouncod
the 42 votes of lllinoia for Hancock there waus
great excitement, with wild cheering fur Huncock
in the gallernies aud on the floor. It hiud not been
generally expected that lllinols would break for
Hanoock #o soon, This made it evident that there
waa to be a determined effort to stampede the Cou-
yention on this ballot,and the rematnder of the roll-
sall was watobed amid intense excitemeutand a

univereal din, which fairly drowned the voices of
the spealiers.

Randall got his next considernble vote from Town,
which gave him 12. This hrought up the Randall
Club mwen with a bound, like so many Jueks in
boxes, and when they bad hurrabed themselves
hoarse tothe sccompaniment of thesteady and bitter
hiss among the Southern men, the roll-eall went on.
Kanses, which pave General Ewing ler 10
votes yasterday, uwmler instructions, now gave
them to Huancock. Connectient gave Hancock
ouly 8 votes ont of her 24, but Lounisiana and
Maine followed with a golid 16 and 10 respectively,
each annonncement being grected with wild choer-
ing all over the house, Marylaud still stood by
Bayard, but Massachusotts increased a little on the
vote for Haneock taken in thedelegation last night,
and gave him 14, The Michigan vote was badly
aplit nu, bt Haneock got the larger part, 14 ont of
29, Miunesota, which was supposed to have n ten-
der feeling for Hancock on aceount of his long
residence there os the head of that military depart-
ment, gave him all her 10 uotes as before,

CLINGING TO BAYARD.

In a number of Southern delegations the Bayard
vote held out faithiully.  Tn Misaissinni he received
8§, as betore; in Missouri, 2; m Sonth Caroling, the
solid vote: in Tennessee, 8; in Texas, 5 and all
this time the Hanecock vote was steadily increas-
ing. Missouri gave him 28 out of 30, at which
there was a great cheer. Nebraska, a State always
loyal to Tilden, finding herself compelled Lo part
with Tayne, gave all G votes to Randall, who lhad
now secured the reversion of the Tiiden vote.
Nevada split her vote up, but gave nono to Han-
cock. The vote of New-Hampshire was equally
divided between Haneock and Randall, New-Jer-
goy was paseed for a time at tho request of the dele-
gation,

When New-York was ealled and cast 70 votes for
Randall, the Randall cheerig machiue ont m tho
middle of the hall roared and rattled its very Dhest.
But North Carolina followed inmediately with
20 votos for Hancock, and 1t beeame evident that,
with two of the great States, New-York and Ohio,
supporting candidates who conld not be nomi-
nated, aud Ponnsylvania divided between two eantli-
dates, the Convention was drifting to Hancock
with a rash like the rush of water,

When Uhio was ealled, Alexander Long, the chair-
mau, said that the delegation asked leave to withi-
draw for consultabion, amd it was granfed, The
jssile was gnxtousiy waited, hecanse the only Poksie
Lility ot defeating Hancock lay in some break by
the rreat States of New-York mnd Ohio for a **dark

borse,! or in the break of Ohio for Teandall
himself, When Pennsylvania wins calted some-
tihing like silenco fell wpon the hall;  that

is to say, the diffurence between the i that had
prevailed and the noises that were prevailing wos
so marked that the contrast seemed almost hike
quiet. Maleolw Hay, the ehmrman, o slender aml
light-cyed man, with silver-gray lair and dark
beard, said the delegution was not prepared to voie
and would like to be passed for the present. There
wers eriesnevertheless of Ponnsy lvania,” ** Penns
sy lvania,” from all parta of the house. The whole
delepation were on their feet gestienlating and dis-
ptuing with one another, while Mr, Hay stood in
the aisle trying totally the vote of the exeited
crowd. When the voteof Pennsylvauia was finally
avnounced it stood Randall £5 and Haneock 32,
and was received with tremendous cheering.

The Teuncssee delegation gave 14 of their 21
votes to Hancock. These Tennesseans were o study ;
they were men of the wild Sonthern type. wno filled
the air Lalf the time with eries fur order, and were
finreer and noeicr in demanding peace and aniet
than all the rest of the Convention put togethor,
Their demonstration for IHancock wnsa speci lee.
One of them, & short, red-haired enthusiast, would
leap fairly off the floor and give a quick, sharp cat-
amount  yell that travelled Lall way down the hall
in spite of the uproar, Avothier of them can eanly
be pletured If the reader will imagine a Tespecti e
and harl-working ape with white wlhiskers and i
ved face. Wuen the Iaueock cheering bezan this
yenerable monkey would swing his arm above s
Bead, drop bis lower jaw and get It, half close lis
eyes, and emit a loug, sluill, vnwaveriue sereamn
that fairly ephit the ears. At the same time he re-
volved steadily aud slowly on his heel with the
dignity of a wax-work fignre, These varieties of
the Southern yell were heard by the surrounding
spectators with wonder if not with pleannre,

Texas telnforced the Tennessce screamery with
11 vwotes for Haneock, who marched on trl-
mmphantly to the end of the hst, Vermont gave
Bim 10, Virginia 7, West Virginia added 7
more and Wisconsin 10; then the States were
ealled which had heen passed at roll-call. Thie vore
of New-Jereey was much divided, ono man stay i
by Jewett and two belng faithful found™ for
I'arker, but Hancock received 7.

ONE DELEGATE YOTING FOR FORTY-FOUIL

When the vote of Ohio wis asked fur there was a
curions episnde, Congressman Ihil, whose ne
linen snit had been something of & landinark i
the Ohio delegation, ealled out to the Chaiv in an
excited way that the chuirman of the Obio delega-
tion was uot present, nor was the delegation, bt
that, in obedience (o the veice of 300,000 llcwio-
cratsof Oluo, the delegation cast its Ll votes lor
Allen G. Thurman,  The ehnirman, ex-Senator
Stevenson, pounded the desk with his g sl let
and declared Mr, Il out of ordor, while voices on
all sides called ont that the dulegation bad retired,
and Mr, Hill had no right to east the vete,

Then the vote of Pennsylvania was aunouneed
as already glven and the Olio delegation was seen
to have returned to their place,  When Alexander
Long arose and said that Olio cast thor forty-four
voles for Allen G, Thurman the lust possibility of
defoating Hancock bad vamshed, All this whiie
there was & stewdy uproar which variel
little that it beeawe almost a monotone.  But now
a sudden stic ran throngh the erowd, inerensing the
din and confusion, brioging delegates and report-
ery up from their seats and throwing the whelo
hody on the floor and in the galleries into disorder,
The chairman of the Wisconsin delegates asked per-
mission that the delegation might ehange its vote.
The hobbub was deafening. Senator Stevenson
pounded away on hiy desk, and from mere foree of
habit pounded as he spoke cach word, and faiily
drewned lis own voice,

v Shall the Wisconsin delegates, said e, ** be
allowed to elianeo their vole 17

There were crles of ** Yes, yos," and the permis-
slon was granled.  The ehalrman of tue delogation
then announced that the delegation wished to cask
twenty votes for Hancock, At this a groat eheer
broke out. ‘The stampede had evidently begun,
Sonie une seized the Haneock b aner that wus lean-
ing againgt the great ovgan at the back of the hall
and wauved it in the air. The 500 ladies in the la-
dies’ gallory wero all o their feet, cagerly vatohing
the great cheering crowd on the floor and iu the qnle
levies, It was evident that Hancoek was as gowd as
pominated. Maleolin Hay was over in the mid-
dle aisle, in frout of the chainuan's desk, vuiuly cry-
Ing vot for recognition, aud evidently ready Lo cust
the solid vote of Pennsylvania for the Pennsylvania
candidate, whom the Convention had preferred,
Smith Weed was up, o his clair, trying to got the
floor. Both weu’s voices were ubsolutely drowned
in the tomult. A loug, rousing Hancock
cheer had set in, which no power could stop, and
yel ex-Scoator Stevenson, instead of letting it run
its conrse, was augrily beating the desk with his
Luge mallet, It was worse than the case ol Mrs.
Partiugion’s broem and the Atlantic Ocenn, for Mr.
Stevenson only added to the thousand-and-one
puises that already filled the air, but ne pounded
and pounded, aud the Sergeant-at-Arms ran up and
down the aisle, erying ont that all persons must
take their seats, and seizing some by Lhe shoulders
and pushing them down. In the midst of the up-
roar the chairman of tho New-Yoik delegation
mavaged to make himself heard and (ast all the

votes of that State for Hancock, This ouly re
doubled the disorder. ‘The whole Convention wus

When, with the frautic efforts of the Hergeant-at-
Arms and the sturdy and wrathiul poumling by the
Chairman, the confusion was somowhat diminighed,
Maleolin Hay managed to make himself heard. He
gnid Pennaylvania was proud of both of her eandi-
dates, It was a gratification and no humiliation
to her that a decision had heen reached, He there-
fore cast hev 58 votes for Wintield 8, Tlancock. At
this the cheering broke ont afresb. Senator Wal-
lace sliowed Lis tall, spare fignre ab the front of the
platform, waving his bat with majestic slowness.
Some one eaniht up the Haneock Inner and car-
ried it through the evowd to the front of the stage
where groat cheera greetod it. It bore on one sido
General [Tancock's vortrait, on the other the follow-
ing quotation from some one of his orders or let-
ters:

The right of trial by jury, the habaas corpus, liherty of
the press, frecdom of speech, the natural rights of per-
sons aud the rights of property must he proserved.

The blue banners of Illingis, 'Tennessco and Ver-
mont were caught ap from their places and waved
toward the Haneock banoer. In the Kannas dele-
gation o man was frantically trying to wrench the
staff of the State bauner out from the floor.  When
he had sueeeeded ho sprang on o chair and waved
the flag in trinmph,  Now there wos 4 sudden rally-
ing of all the banners about the chairman’s desk.
The Randall and Hendricks standards  were
brought down to the edge of the platform and
planted there, while the banners of the States wors
gronped together from ull parts of the hall in front
of it amid eheeriog.

Henntor Wallace followed him.  Both bl the plens-
ing eBrontery to predict that Peousylvania wolld
give ber electoral vote to Hancock.

There were lowl eried Lor YVoorlined, which sub-
pided g8 goon as General Wade Hampton wis seon
standing, with the Lielp of his ceutehes, at the hoawl
of the South Carolion delegation. e moved slowly
toward Lhe stage annd fond eheers. e soid bo ap-
peared on beliall of the Solid Seuth, aud i their
pame to pledge to the Convention their solid vole.
Under all the cirenmstances this was aboot as bad
n8 it could be. A reliel brigadier boasting that the
south was solid, when the means by which it has
Been made solid are considered, and that rebed brig-
adier Wade Hampton himsclf—this was certainly
about a3 bad ay it conld be, and some of the North-
ern men seemod Lo think so. When General Hump-
ton had concluded, ex-Senator Stevenson put the
motion on making the nomination unammous, aud
declared it carried, Mr, Stevenson had called the
nomines Winfleld Scott two or three times, but Lis
wost nnsing slip of the tongue was when he de-
clared that Wintield Scott Hancock was the Demo-

cratie President of the United States, A laugh
went around at this, and the suggestion that if he
was olected ho must take his seat at onee, or he
would Le *no bigger a man than Sam Tilden)
Probably it was simply tho work of tho bandmaster,
but it did seem most appropriate that the announce-
ment of the nomivation, following closely the
bousting of ex-rehels abont the Solid South, should
be greeted with ** Dixie.”

The first Hancock transparency of the eampaign
then mado its appearance. It bore the name of the
Ramnel J. Randall Association, and as the gleeful
Pennaylvavians earried it up the middle aislo
they danced it to the tune of * Dixie.” .

This was at a quarter after 12, ora little more
{han an hour after the nomination had boeen made.
Now the ereat organ pealed out the ** Star Spangled
Banner,” and the band joined in, This waa followed
by * America,” in whieh the audience also Joined
and cheered at the close, Senator Voorhees then
spoke, expreasing the regret of Mr. Hendricks's
supporters that e could not have becn nominated,
but saying that no nomination had ever been made
with less management than this to-day.

Loster B, Faulkkner spoke for New-York, and made
the point that there was a Republican majority of
but one vote in the Electoral Cominission, and that
voto wad east by the Raepublican eandidate for
Prostdont. About this time cries for Kelly began
{o ba heard. The next sveaker introduced was W.
P. Breckenridge, of Kentucky, who made the most
animated aud eloquent speech of the day, He eate-
clifsed the men of the doubtful Stafes and ealled on
Now-York, Ohio, Counccticut, and New-Jersey

Then began the most interesting episodo of the
Convention—more interesting, deed, than the
nomination itself, Tho eries for Kelly continued

Mr, Watterson's pet reso-
lutions wers those which declared the existing
administration to Le tho representatives of con-
spiracy, denonneing “ the great frand of 187677,
and expressing regret that Mr, Tilden bad re-
solved not angain to be a candidate for the
Presidency, These he read with strong cmphasis
and mucli apparent fecling as though he really
believed in what he was snying.

The Convention responded heartily and perhaps
more uurednryedly than it had doue to the mention
of Mr, Tilden's name at any previous time, All
the former applanse at the name of the statesman
of Gramerey Pack had been contined to spots of
the Convention.
